RADICAL FOOTBALL CHANGES.

Xew SHKgrestionN Have Been Made
by the Committee on

Holes.

PHILADELPHIA. June 20.—There will
be some radical changes in football this
year.

Walter Camp, of Yale, chairman; John
C. Bell, Pennsylvania; Alexander Moffat,
Princeton; Robert D. Wrenn, Harvard;
Paul J. Dashiel, United States Naval
academy, and L. M. Dennis, Cornell, the
committee on football rules, have so rec-
ommended.

Of so radical a nature were two of the
changes decided upon that the commit-
tee suggested each member should talk
over the new rules with the football au-
thorities at his particular college, and if
any objection was raised, word should
ben sent to the chairman, Walter Camp,
and a call for another meeting would be
issued. If no objections were raised, the
new rules would be printed in the offi-
cial football guide for 1902.

The most important revision was a rule
providing that the opposing team shouldchange sides after each touchdown was
scored or field goal kicked.

Another radical change is in the kick-
ing of a goal from touchdown. The new
rule provides for the bringing out of the
ball as heretofore to kicking distance,
say. twenty yards from the goal posts;
that this point shall be a line of scrim-
mage and the try for the goal can be
made by snapping the ball either for a
placj kick or for a drop kick behind the
line of scrimmage.

Charles Hill, the trainer of Heno, all
along ha-s maintained that the Mackay
colt can negotiate muddy going, but he
has admitted he would prefer a fast
track. Those in charge of Arsenal de-
clare the Featherstone colt can go in the
mud but this fact cannot be gathered
from races he has run. Much the same
can be said of Pentecost, although the
hitter's supporters declare emphatically
he is a good "'mudder." Hermis is pro-
nounced a good mud horse and tt is be-
lieved Belle's Commoner can negotiate
such going. As to the "outsiders" in the
race, the chances of all are supposed to
be enhanced by the promise of a slow
track. Prowl, the winner of the Arkan-
sas Derby, is a selling plater on a fast
track, but will start tomorrow becauses
of the condition of the track. S. C. Hil-
dreth's Lucien Appleby has been conced-
ed a royal chance in the big race in case
of a slow race. LorcLQuex, another Hil-
dreth colt, is said to dislike slow tracks,
yet he won the Crescent Derby on a siow
track. Wyeth. the Drake entry, likes
this kind of going. Aladin, the G. C. Ben-
nett starter is not conceded a chance, ex-
cept in slow going and a small chance
in that.

The announcement that Corrigan, the
Burns & Waterhouse colt, would start,
Denies in the nature of a surprise. It gen-
erally has been believed that this colt is
lacking in class and has no chance in a
Derby, but it is said he is a sure starter.

McChesney, the pride and hope of the
West until he met with the accident at]i;.riem last Wednesday, worked at the

However, there are
many who hope McChasney's name will
ai pear on the starting hoard tomorrow
afternoon, provided the track is not too
heavy, for McChesney is known not to
be at home in heavy going.

Most trainers believe that the track
will be oily slightly slow tomorrow and
some even look for it to be moderately
fast. The weather naan promises a fair
day and it may be that.with no additional
rain the track will be in fair condition.

If it shall not rain tomorrow afternoon
there will be an enormous attendance,
prubably fully 50.000 people.
