Vienna Physician Makes
Study of This Habit.

If you have the blushing habit, this is
the time to ‘‘forget it,” according to Dr.
Eulenburg, the noted Vienna professor,
Who made blushing a speecial study for a
number of years.

“Young girls and effeminate men, chil-
dren and old offenders blush less often
during the heated season tihan in the fall,
winter and spring. In summer, then,
they should try to rid themselves of the

The
reason was this: She feared to make an
ugly appearance behind the footlights
when, during the performance something
went wrong. as in such an emergency
her countenance and the exposed parts
of her bedy would be liable to become
flushed crimson. That, she feared, would
mar Ler ferformance.

““This victim of the blushing habit was
still young and comely,” adds the pro-
fessor. “Among old stagers I never cams
across a blusher.,”
o In many cases,” says Prof. Eulenburg,

blushing ~ is hereditary.” The writer
knows a family of fourteen, all of whom,
éxcept the mother, have the blushing
habit, the father being the boss
blusiter, and several of his sisters
are likewise affected.”

The professor
tells of a society woman who suffe-ed
nervous prostration as a consequence of
the teasings of her friends that made her
bhsxsh for fun.

‘H.ah.)tual ‘blushers should econsult a
specxal‘lst for nervous diseases,” says
Dr. Eulenburg. “The cure should be-
gin in summer, when the habit is at
lIowest ebb.

“When children suffer from it the par-
ents should take notice that there is
something wrong with the nervous sys-
tem of their offspring, and they should
do everything in their power to guard
the little ones against morbid sensitive-
ness.”—Detroit News-Tribune.
