it is coming up in pretty good shape and
looks strong and healthy. Wheat and
flax are both in good condition and every-
thing points to a good crop.

Corn will not suffer under this cool
weather unless it is prolonged for some

" time and this is not looked for. The re-
port in full is as follows:

Minnesota Division—Weather cool, with
plenty of moisture, and all oops ar§
growing well. It has been a little 100
cool for corn and the growth is not very
raijici.

i- St. Paul & Duluth Division—
oats, etc., are still in the best condition,
but the weather has been too cool for
corn and potatoes, and the growth Is not
as rapid as desired. Warm, dry weather
is needod?

Little Palls & Dakota Branch—Weath-
er cool, with plenty of rain and all crops
in excellent condition. Corn is a little
backward in growth, but Is coming along
slowly and has good healthy appearance".

Fergus Falls and H. B. Branch to
Oakes—Conditions have been favorable
and all grains growing nicely and in ex-
cellent condition. Corn growing rather
slowly on account of the cool weather.

Red River Valley Branch— Weather
cool, with considerable rain. All grains
growing well and promise good yield.
Farmers in some localities are still sow-
ing flax and will continue to do so as
long as possible.

Dakota "Division—All grains growing
nicely and in good condition. Weather
has been cool and wet. Some damage by
frost to garden truck, etc.. is reported
by stations between Medina ana Sterling;
it is not thought that grains were dam-
aged by frost, although it is reported
that high winds drifted some fields in
this district.

Fargo & Southwestern Branch to
Dickey—Conditions very favorable and all
crops growing nicely. Temperature cool
and plenty of moisture.

Casselton Extension—Weather favora-
ble and all crops in excellent condition."
Several showers have fallen since last
report.

Stunning things are told of the old

temple gongs from Japan. These are in
the form of round bells, shaped like one
end of a long, narrow watermelon —a
homely description, but a good compari-
son.

The material is of bronze, inlaid with
copper, spheres as large as pennies of
the brass in the top part of the gong, and
lower down larger figures of the brtt^
set in at intervals. A gong the size of
half of a long, large melon, will cost $30,
and one half as large, $12.50. They are
said to be really old and are charming.

They are much more delightful in ap-
pearance than a set of more modern
chimes or gongs, these made in England,
and which have beautiful tones. The
gongs are in brass, several of tlfem vary-
ing in size and in tone, set in a high,
framework of colored bamboo, which
stands upon the floor.

One can play an air upon these, and in
the morning a reveille can be sounded to
waken the guests and members of the
family. There are two smaller sizes of
gongs, and the tones are mtllow and
musical. All are mounted in the bam-
boo frames, the smaller ones to stand

COFFEE JELLY.

Make one cup of black coffee being sure
that it is perfectly clear. Soak one-half
box of gelatine in one-half cup of cold
water for one hour. The tendency of
most cooks in using gelatine is to cut
short the time of soaking it trusting that
the boiling water added later will com-
plete the dissolving. But the solution
is never perfect and a part of the gela-
tine is wasted and the mixture lacks in
firmness just as much as is wasted. Pour
one and three-quarters cups of boiling
water on the soaked gelatine, stir until
clear, add one-half cup of sugar and the
one cup of hot black coffee. Strain at

DOX'TS FOR THE MANICURIST.

Don't cut the nails without first holding
them in warm water to soften them.

Don't cut the cuticle or any part of the
flesh around the nails.

Don't polish the nails too highly; they
should have only a natural gloss.

Don't cut the nails in points, but care-
fully arched.

Don't file or scrape the nails—it only
helps to thicken them. They should only
be rubbed down with the very fine
emery and cinnabar powder which is
used for polishing shell and ivory.

Don't allow the nails to remain long
soiled with anything that will stain
them.

Don't wash the hands oftener than
necessary; dry them thoroughly after
every washing.

Don't wear gloves that are a size too
small or that fasten too tightly. This
prevents free circulation and makes the
hands r«d.

Don't wear rings that are too small:
the inevitable result is disfigurement—red
and swollen hands and knuckles.

Don't wear bracelets so tight that they
affect the circulation, or so loo^e that
they rub on the wrist joints.
