that King was 500 miles aw&y from Min-
r.e.ipolis. He traveled on parses and they
could produce the stubs of those passes
in court to prove it.

The defense will admit and offer an
explanation of every bit of evidence in-
troduced by the state except that given
by Reid and Edwards. Regarding the
conversations with Attorney Hall it
\u25a0will show, that Hall placed a wrong
construction on King's words in light of

matton that had been given him.
He said it would be shown that King

was not in Moss Brothers' saloon on the
night Edwards said he gave him the
i!i:miot:d, and that Edwards had appropri-
ated the diamond to his own use, and
tritd to resell it to another party.

It would be shown thnt everything to
\u25a0which Edwards had testified was unqual-
ifiedly false, and that the defendant
\u25a0would go on the stand under oath ard
testify that he had never had any con-'
versations with Edwards in his life on
the matter.

body had called him out to talk to him.
He also testified to having .<=een Reid in
Jacobs' pawnshop some time after March
1 last year, trying to sell a diamond, and
Utter saw him in Harris & Goldstein's
place, where he tried to pawn or sell the
diamond stud.

Charles Wintry was placed on the stand
for the purpose of attempting to show
that Edwards was addicted to the use of
opium, bat on objection of the state this
testimony was not admited.

which is prior in occupancy has the su-
perior right.

Said That He Is to Appear Before
Grand Jury.

Tt is said that Christopher C. Norbeek
•will be called before the grand jury to-
day provided he ia sober enough to talk .
coherently to that body. It is said that
when he does appear before that body he
\\ ill tell all that he knows regardless who
it affects.

He has been promised nothing, and
anything' that he tells will be done volun-
tarily, no doubt, of course, with the ex-
pectation that he will receive a more
lenient sentence than he would otherwise
get if he kept his mouth shut and 6aid
nothing, and also fight the indictments
that are against him.

The grand jury has a lot of evidence
against certain police officials, and it is
understood that indictments are out
against them that have not been report-
»-d. They are being held back until Nor-
beek has been heard from, as his evi-
dence will materially strengthen the
state's case against them.

Norbeck has excluded himself from all
friends, and the only person he will talk
to is Assistant County Attorney Al J
Smith.

CARRIE XATIOX TALKS.

Gives Minneapolltans Her Views on
Liquor Traffic.

Carrie Nation replaced the Democratic
state convention in the Exposition build-ing last evening and delivered her lec-
ture in which she scores the saloons and
thfl liquor dealers In true Amazonianstyle. The Prohibitionists were out in
force, and seemingly derived much comf-

ort from the -words spoken by their
champion.

Politics entered into her theme and both
the old parties' were scored to a dark
brown. The Bible was taken as the
prompter which caused her to engage in
her tirade of venom against the liquor
traffic, and now instead of carrying her
hatchet with her during her pprigrina-
tions she rakes the volume with her. She
told of having been jailed six times and
of never having been pardoned, sh« either
served her sentence or paid a fine, and
at the present time she is enjoying her
liberty on credit, by paying her fine by
monthly installments.

NOT SATISFIED WITH TARIFF.

Seedsmen Attempt to Have Favor-

able Legislation Passed.

The American Seed association spent
cot siderable time yesterday in discussing
the toriff duty on seeds. The report of
the ccn irittee on tariff customs and ex-
press was read, and incorporated in that
report was a special investigation made
by Chairman C H. Breck, of Boston,
regarding the eir bariassments attending
the importation of seeds and the proper
methods of proceeding to get relief.

The seedsmen are not satisfied with the
duties on seeds, owing to the peculiar
manner of ordering this particular kind
of merchandise. The judges at New York
are fair in their rulings according to law,
but in their opinion the law should be
changed. A committee of three was ap-
pointed to endeavor to adjust the mat-
ter.

In the afternoon the delegates were
taken to the university and were enter-
tained with a talk by Prof. Conway Mc-
Millan on "The Fundamental Structure
of Seeds. With Special Relation to a Sci-
entific Explanation of Sprouts and Hy-
brids." The talk was illustrated by mi-
croscopic projections.
