THE FEXTORTION CONTINUES.

When the first advance in the price of
meat to consumers was made the meat
advised the people
through its representatives that the cause
of the advance was the continued drought
There had been a dry period some weeks
long, during the month of April, and it
was upon thig circumstance, apparently,
that the trust based its statement of the
supposed cause of the increase.

As time passed additions were made to
the current retail prices of meat until at
present those prices represent practically
100 per cent advance on those which the
consumers of meat had been paying for
ten, fifteen or twenty years before in this
country. It probably does not occur to
any ordinarily intelligent reader of cur-
rent weather reports that this country is
at this moment suffering from drought in
mny section of it whatever, or that it has
suffered during the past two months. Yet

the extortion of the meeat trust is main-
tained.

trust American

The prolonged rains for several weeks
past have resulted, as is visible all over
the country, in large growths of grass,
No condition save one of continued pro-
longed rains will prevetﬁ the current
prices for hay going far below e normal
figure. There has been no crop failure in
any section of the country which could
affect materially the price of feed for a
number of years past. There is none
threatened now. Yet the consumers of
meat continue to be plundered without let
or hindrance by the meat trust.

When the first announcement of the ad-
vance in the prices of meats was made
the local representatives of the trust were
quoted as declaring sorrowfully that the
advance would probably continue until
tarly in June. We are now in the clos-
Ing days of June; but the extortion con-
tinues unabated.

The futility of the prosecution of this
band of extortionists by the federal
withorities has made itself plain, Its rep-
recentatives, where they have spoken,
have not taken pains to conceal their con-
tempt of the effort of the government,
They are quoted as declaring that the res
sult matters not to them. It involves no
criminal consequences; they tell us that
the several constituent members of the
combine will continue in business as
formerly. This is simply another way of
saying that they will continue to conceal

the combinations by which they have ef-
fected a monopoly in the meat trade,
while continuing to do business as they
are doing it now.

There was but one way in which to
reach these criminals, and that way was
to inaugurate criminal prosecution of
them throughout the country. The near-
est approach to this course is that pur-
sued by the state of New York. The ac-
tivity of the officials of that state has
thus far resulted at least in presenting.to
the public view the officials of the trust
as fugitives from justice, seeking the
ccver of New Jersey in their flight from
presecution.

For all the good which the country has
derived from the prosecution of the trust
thus far by Attorney General Knox, or
apparently is likely to derive, tue pending
svits might as well be discontinued. The
prevailing prices of meat are purely arbi-
trary, so far as the judgment of the in-
telligent public can determine. They aro
maintained for the enrichment of the
members of the trusts and wuey are utter.
ly disregardful of the interests of the
ccnsumers. They involve a conspiracy for
public extortion, and there evidently is
no law, state or national, which is ade-
quate to deal with them.

FANJUSTICE TO TERRITORIES.

All those Americans who like fair
play will regret to learn that, at the de-
mand of the Republican s'eering commit-
tee, the senate committee on territories
has pigeon-holed the bill for the admis-
sion of the three territories of Oklaho-
ma, Arizona, and New Mexico to state-
hood. That all of the:e communities are
entitled to beecom2 full-fledged states is
admitted. To be sure, there are several
greasers and a number of cowboys who
are too handy with the rt:vol\'er in Ari-
zona and New Mexico, but there are no
more of these proportionately in either
of these territories than in Texas, which
has becn a state a full generation.

Simmered down, it is a mere game of
politics, and peanut politics at that. The
probability is that, when admitted, these
three new commorwealths will send to
‘Washington half a dozen Democratic sen-
ators and Democratic members to the
house. This is permitted to outweigh with
republican congressmen the fact that all
of the applicants have far beyond the
number of pcople required to make state-
hcod advisable.

The move is wholly without excuse on
any ground of justice and is only one
more of the issues to go before the citi-
zens of the republic in November, which
will incline those having the right of
franchise to send Democratic represent-
atives to the halls of congress.

Democratic specches are the principal
material with which the next imperialis-
tic campaign is to be conducted. It is
well. The imperialist cannot even in that
event be more the instruments of their
own downfall than they are now.

DEWEY’S LATEST FOLLY.

Admiral Dewey continues to be unfor-
tunate in his public appearances. His
testimony before the congressional com-
mittee on the subject of the Philippines
presents him to view In a very discred-
itable light. No one will pretend that
the admiral did not display not only the
greatest valor, but admirable tact in his
management of the great responsibilities
which the situation in Manila east upon
him. He will be credited in history with
rot only the ability and foresight of a
great naval commander, but with much
of the tact and ability of an able states-
man.

It is when Admiral Dewey touches upen
politics that he becomes lost. His absurd
fiasco attendant upon his announcement
of his possible candidacy for the prest-
dency is not forgotten. His characteriza-
tion of Aguinaldo in his attempt to sus-
tain the action of the military arm of
the government toward that leader of
the Filipino people is,
grotesque

of course, less
than the exhibition to which
he treated the country in connection with
his presidential ambitions; but it goes
almost as far in demonstrating his utter
unfitness to meddle with matters outside
of the domain of his activities as a
sailor. >

Admiral Dewey has left it on record
that, in his judgment, the Filipino peo-
ple were better qualified for liberty than
the Cubans. Yet he declares that the lead-
er of the Filipino people, a man who, no
matter what else may be said of him,
has manifested strong resources of intel-
lect and character, is nothing but a rob-
ber and a looter.

It is not necessary to engage in the
defense of Aguinal@o in order to establich
the utterly preposterous nature of Ad-
miral Dewey’s latest Senator
Carmack was not required to go very far
in his cross-examining pursuit of the ad-
miral in order to make plain how rash
and unfounded his expressed opinion is.
Aguinaldo had impressed himself with
sufficient strength on Admiral Dewey to
have obtained from that commander
many facilities for effecting a military
organization among the Filipino people.
Yet, in the judgment of Admiral Dewey,
Aguinaldo was no better than a bandit,
having no care whatever for the social or"
political rights of his people and being
intent only on making money for him-
self. %

Now, it is this man who is conceded
by friend and foe alike to have received,
rightfully or wrongfully, in conjunction
with his Filipino leaders, a large amount
of money ’from the Spanish government
for the promotion of peaceful relations
between the Spanish government and its
Filipino subjects in the course of the
insurgent movement against Spain. It is
this same man, who, with the same as-
sociates, maintained that sum of money
intact for a number of years in a bank
at Hongkong, and who, without a mo-
ment’s hesitation, withdrew and wused
that money in his character as an ac-
cepted friend, even if not an ally, of the
American military forces.

‘Were Aguinaldo a bandit chieftain,
would he not have utilized the money

|

thus expended, and all of it, at any time
during his possession of it, for hig own
and Ifs associates’ persemal enrichment,
without the slightest reference to the po-
litical or social future of the Filipino
people? Is it not true in considering the
situation thus suggested that there had
not been the slightest reason apparently
on the surface of things for Aguinaldo
or his associates to look forward to any
opportunity whatever for resuming their
hostilities against the Spanish forces in
their native country, from which they
had during that period been living in
exile.

Admiral Dewey has gone too far en-
tirely» in his attempt to bolster up the
military policy of the administration in
the islands. He is in the attitude of the at-
torney whose excess of proof established
his adversary’s cause conclusively,

The fact that Rathbone asks for ‘“vin-
dication” may prove an embarrassing
circumstance to the majority in cengress,
whom he reiies on (o furnish it for him.

DOES SHE SPEAK FOR WOMEN?

Mrs. Elizabeth Cady Stanton discusses
a national divorce law in the last number
of an illustrated weekly paper. She does
so entirely from the standpoint of what
she regards as the needs and interests of
women, and apparently without = the
slightest reference to its utter uncon-
slitutlonality or of the irreconcilability
of such a proposal with American political
institutions. It is not a constitutional
amendment—or a series of them, that
would be necessary to the estaoiish-
lishment of a uniform national divorce
law but a complete reorganization of the
political framework of this government
of ours.

But leaving this feature of that situa-
tion aside and recognizing, as every in-
telligent person understands, that the
Same purpose can be and can only be
effected through agreement or uniformity
of divorce among the several states, the
expressed views of Mrs. Stanton do not
seem to contain muech which ougﬁt to
commend them to the country.

She says that only bishops and judges
have discussed the question, and that
they are notoriously conservative per-
sons. Of course the first statement is un-
fcunded, whatever may be said of the
second. Judges and bishops are the two
classes of public leaders and representa-
tives who have perhaps least given them-
selves over to the consideration of the
question. Her statement that the judges
and bishops through their conservatism
would probably argue in favor of a more
restricted system of divorces is, on the
otkher hand, probably well founded.

Mrs. Stanton is plainly in favor of plac-
ing no severe restriction on the divorce
practice. She speaks for woman; and,
according to her, woman is the great
victim of the present plan of marriage,
and, therefore, ought to be given the
fullest oportunity for escape from the
burdens and misfortunes attending the
ccndition. The following guotation fair-
ly represents her main argument against
any substantial restriction on lLoerality
of divorce legislation, effected through a
law of national operation:

Unhappy husbands have many ways
of mitigating their miseries impossible
to wives, who are financial dependents
and burdened with children. Husbands
could easily leave the country and invest
their property in forcign lands. Laws
affect only those who respect and obey
them, and those made to restrain un-
principled menr fall with crushing weight
on women. A young woman with prop-
erty of her own can now free herself
from an unworthy husband by spending
a year in a state having lberal divorce
laws, and in due time marry again. Be-
cause an inexperienced girl has made a
mistake, perhaps owing partly to her ad-
visers, shall she be denied the right to
marry again?

This is an argument whichr cannot, of
course. be ignored. Woman is the chief
victim of the inegualities and brutalities
which are often incident to the mar-
ried state. There is no denial
But woman in her dependent condition is
also the chief beneficlary of the bless-
ings which are universally recognized as
springing from the married relation. But
Mrs. Stanton says that “the widest pos-
sible law would not make divorce ob-
ligatory on anyone.” Certaialy not. But
that kind of law does make and always
has made feolish marriages more numer-
ous, and has operated everywher# to un-
dermine the Institution of the family—
the sheet anchor of woman's individual
and social safety— and has been availed
0? much mere frequently by scoundrelly
husbands and evil-disposed women than
by suifering wives.

Divorce involves some of the most pro-
found and far-reacaing problems which
mcdern society will have to confront in
the future; and as we are but yet evident-
Iy in the infancy of its study and con-
sideration, it does not become even Mrs.
Elizabeth Cady Stanton w be tco posi-
tive in any statement as to how the wel-
fare of others demands its adjustment.

Con-
spicuous tnstancﬁg there are, to be sure,
vf men who have come up from the ranks
and gone work of astounding proportions,
but when one corhes to probe the question
of their success to the pottom it is found
in practically every instance that the
man was a student' a,her all, a reader
and a thinker; that, although he had not
actually gone through 4 great university
to the degree stage, he fiad done the very
things that great schoois of learning are
formed to accomplish,

It is the man, and not the stamp he
bears, that wins in the great battle of
trade. Equipoise, strong will, courage,
confidsace, industry ang foresight are
pretty sure to lead to ultimate triumph,
even if their possessor is handicapped
with a college diploma,
