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On the majority of farms this is the
season when eggs begin to become les3
plentiful in the poultry house, and a
general hunt is often necessary to stock
up the larder. This is generally due to
tlie fact that the house is full of lice.

One of the things which make the man
on the farm sick all over is to find that
in his efforts to educate his son he has
educated the boy entirely away'from the
farm and all its interests and just made
a commonplace dude of him.

There are still too many dairymen who
think they have done their full duty by
their cows when they have given them
all the shocked corn they will eat, There
is a better way if they only knew.

Hundreds of farmers will give alfalfa a
trial for the first tjme this year. Not all
will succeed, but many will where the
soil conditions are suitable. Wherever a
plant so rich in protein can possibly be
grown on a farm it certainly should be.

The wet spring may be followed bv a
dry summer and the farmer or dairyman
who makes no prévision for green feed
later in the season is likely to regret
the fact.

It takes more skill to take a refrac-
tory piece of land and so treat it that it
will produce a good crop than it does to
get a day’s work out of an unwilling
workman.

If a man was able to work as hard
in Alabama as he §s in Vermont or Min-
nesota, what a showing he would make!
But he cannot, and invariably acquires
the “let her go, Gallagher,” habit, for
which the climate of the South is alone
responsible, whenever he goes from Da-
kota to Texas,

When the housewife is furnished a good"’

cistern of soft water, a gasoline stove,
or, better, a blue flame kerosene, and has
a supply of dry wood under cover and
her husband has fixed her flower garden
in nice shape for her, she ought to be
good natured half the time at least.

It is hard to understand why so many
farmers and dairymen, who take great
s to store feed for winter use, per-
tently neglect to provide for a scarcity
f feed during the summer. It is just
as important to keep stock in good con-
dition and cows in full flow of milk in
August and September as in January
and February.

Why not provide for next winter now?
It is not too late to plant foauer corn,
millet, sorghum and rape until July 1J.
Rape makes excellent forage for store
stock until well into winter and fodder
corn, millet or sorghum yield large quan-
tities of cured provender of the best
quality. All are easily grown and are rel-
ished by sock. An acre of fodder corn
Is worth five or six acres of stones and
is much easier handled.

Some men when they look at a tree

can only speculate how much casdwood
or lumber it will make, while others—
the few—never think of the tree or the
forest after this fashion, but revel in
the natural beauty of the tree and its
beneficent mission on earth—its shade, its
splendor of foliage, its strong, protect-
in garms. The one would cut it down and
saw or chop it up; the other would come
to it as a shrine,

The grass is rank and seemingly thers
is enough now in sight to last all summer.
But this is only~seeming. Live stock is
industrious in clipping the growing giass.
and let dry weather come and it will tak>
but a few weeks to show the pastures
sheared and clipped as closely as if they
had been cut with a lawn mower.

When the horses come to the barn at
night, tired and sweaty from the long
hours of toil in the heat and dust of the
day, and the harness is taken off, how
they do enjoy to be let out to roll in a
clean, dry place. This is a matter that is
not neglected by the good horseman. The
rolling and the thorough shaking the
animal gives himself afterward loosens
the dirt and dried accumulation of sweat,
opens the pores of the skin and has the
same refreshing tnd beneficial effects
that a bath has for a man after a hard
day's work in heat and dust, Let the
horses roll.

It is as difficult to find a well-balanced
man as it is to find a well-balanced ra-
tion. Some desire to think without work-
ing and others desire to work without
thinking. People usually consider lazy
the one who thinks without working, but
it is no more true than that the one i
lazy who works without thinking. One
shirks physical activity, the other mental
activity. Both like to work, but. un-
fortunately, good results do not follow
the work of either, Happy is tLe ona
who can work and think too, especially
if he thinks about his work.

Will Geese Pay?

Will goose-farming pay. In reply the
Kansas Farmer says: ‘“We know of no
other fowl that -will pay so hardsomely
as the goose. They are absolutely lousa-
prcof, as lica and mites do not affect
them. Theyv are seldom subject to any
kind of disease. Hawks or crows or any
olher enemies that prey on chicks and
other voung fowls seldon bother young
geelins,.  They make their living largely
on grass, vet they should have an occa-
sional feed of mash made of cornmeal
and ground oats. They are what we
might term self-supporting, and but little
cost to the farmer. The general com-
piaint apong farmers against them Iis

their filthy habits. True, they should not
Le allowed to run to water where other
glock are obliged to drink, but should

be yarded separately from any other
stcek or fowls, and a gecod nond and a
small grassy plat shculd be alloted to
them cxclusively. It dcoes not take a
world of pasture for geese, as some sup-
rcse, but a very small amount of land
that will produce a good yield of grass
will prove a zood living for geesc.”

A Boy's Essay on Hens,

teresting composition on hens in Denver
Feld and farm, which reads as foilows:
““Hens is curious animals. They don't
have no nose, nor no teeth, nor no ears.
They swaller their vittles whole and chew
it up in their crops inside 'em. 'The out-
side of hens is generally put in pillers
and feather dusters. 'The inside of a hen
is sometimes filled with marbles and shirt
buttons and sich. A hen is very much
smalier than a good many other animals,
but they'll dig up mere tomato plants
than anything that ain’t a hen.

ilens has got wings and can flv when
they are scart. T cut my Uncle William’s
hen’s neck off with a hatchet, and it scart
her to death. Hens sometimes make very
fine spring chickens.

Thous-
peonle have made large sumns
wing the Ben Davis who would have
but little had they not had this
variety.

There are single berries that, had they
been lost, would lLiave held back hundreds
of farmers f‘rom paying off mortgages
on their homes. Take the Kansas rasp-
berry, the Early Harvest blacbkberry, the
"Warfield, Gandy, Aroma, and other
iwberries, ani estimate the money
these plants nave put into the pockets
of growers.

And then but for the art of grafting
in its many forms there never would have
been but one Concord grapevine and but
cne Ben Davis apple tree, and the same
with all the popular varieties of fruits,
v«ih(-thcr growing on trees, shrubs or
vines,

The originator of a really meritorious
fruit is a benefactor to his race.

}m.k ont cool, moist places, where the sofl

stable matter. This rotting humor {s
what the angleworm feeds on, swallowing
chunks or masses cf the sofl, digesfing
the crganic matter ané axpelling the un-
dizested soil. These worms will do no
Larm to your garden. They are among

the useful friends of the farmer, for they
work ovar the so0il and open it to air and
water. Darwin wrote a book about them
in which he declared they were an in-
portant agency in the processes of nature,

The Old and the New.

If men would apply the same energy
and thought to agriculture that they do
to other pursuits they would not be poor
on the farms. Old farmers all say 4f
farmers would live and do as they used
to do they could make money now as they
did then. This may be overdrawn, as the
cost of labor so far exceeds the old-tima
rates that it cripples beginners. Any way,
we cannot live in one age and practice
the habits of another. We have to kee)
along with the rest or get left behind.
But if a family pulls together and makes
mechanical contrivances take the place
of men, they can yet wrest a comfortabie
living from the soil. The man who can-
not succeed in farming will be apt to
prove a failure in any other calling.

Progress in Agriculture.

There is a great deal of noise made,
and it is justified by the facts, about
our wonderful progress in manufactures,
In fact, the clivilized world is astounded
because our manufacturers are invading
countries from which we took our first
lessons and surpassing them in the qual-
ity of products and in economy of manu-
facture, even with higher priced labor. In
agriculture there has been so mucin prog-
ress, but much less has been said about
it. Some years ago corn, wheat, oats,
cotton and potatoes constituted about 90
per cent of our farm products. Now,
with the exception of a few supertropi-
cal products, we are proaucing all the
products of all the nations of the earth
and are shipping large quantities aver
every sea. As an example of agricultural
progress we can mention the fact that
we can by our advanced methods grow
rice at less cost than any other country
and pay eight times as much for labor.
In bread, grains, fruits and live stock of
every kind we now lead every other coun-
try. So true is this that an embargo
on American products would inaugurate
a famine over half the earth. And yet
we have not reached one-half the capac-
ity of our soil.

DECORATIONS HAVE MEANING.

Indians Wear Feathers So as to In-
dicate Owner's Feats.

Government ethnologists recently have
beer. making a study of the language of
feathers, as it is used among the In-
dians, and they have gathered some very
interesting facts on the subject.

“The feathers worn by a warrior on
his head, or attached to his clothing, are
not merely for decorative purposes,” said
Prof. W. J. McGee, of the bureau of
ethnology. ‘“‘They are a record of the
doings of the individual, of his personal
history, and of his feats of prowess in
arms. Suppose, for example, that a man
has several feathers set upright on his
crown. It means that he hes captured
that number of enemies at various times,
one feather standing for each captive
taken.

“If he wears on his head feathers in-
clined toward the right, it signifies that
he is a scalper—that he has taken one or
more scalps. Supposing that the feathers
are set low on the head and incline
toward the left, they mean that the war-
rior has achieved power and control
through bravery in battle or in maraud-
ing expediticns.

“If the feathers are stripped nearly to
the top and then broken so that the tips
may wave and flutter in the wind, the
wearer is a successful and courageous
scout. He is a finder of many houses,
the black tips indicating the blackened
housetops. These featkers may be at-
tached to the crown, to the clothing ,or
to the mane or tail of the horse bestrid-
den by the man.

“Esgle down is worn by the medicine
men to indicate the pcssession of myste-
rious pcwer, rendering the wearer alert
and swift, and making him invisible to
enemies and invulnerable to arrow and
tomzlawk.

“The famous Sioux war bonnet, which
is the most beautiful Leaddress ever de-
vised by hvmran ingeniity, is an expres-
sion of swiftness and courage— the at-
tributes of the ezgle, from which the
feathers are obtained which chiefly com-
pose the orrament. In this case the in-
dividual feathers do not tell any story.
However, only men with great records
wear the full war bonnet.

‘Y'ou see, the feathers always have
some significance. A killing is indicated
by a feather; another feather may mean
wounds received, and so it goes. The
object of it is that all men who behold
the head of the warrior shall know just
what he has done.

“Scalps are not merely trophies in the
ordinary sense of the word, but, besides
telling a story of killings accomplished,
are charms as well. No Indian would
wish to survive the loss of his own scalp,
vet he wears on his head a scalp lock,
left long for the purpose of enabling his
foe to scalp him without difficulty. It is
a mark of bravery—a challenge and a
taunt.

‘““Necklaces of human fingers are scme-
times worn as trophies, telling a story
of their own, but they also possess value
as charms, They are supposed to give
to the wearer deftness and manual dex-
terity.

““This sort of symbolism pervades all
of the apparel and appurtenances of the
Indian. His shield, if he uses one, pro-
tects him against arrows, not beca:ss
of the toughness of its material, but
thanks to a charm painted or attached
on the inside of it. In early days most
Indians had a design tattooed on their
backs representing a shield or often a
totem—the sign of the guardian divinity
of the individual. This mark was sup-
posed to serve as a shield against foes
approaching from the rear.

“The most remarkable shield symbol
that I know of is a shell, sometimes a
clam shell, worn in the nose, the septurn
of which is perforated for the purpose.
It gives protection to the wearer, just as
it shielded originally the mollusk whose
housc it was.””—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.
