Length of Service.
Of the households reporting 70.7 per

cent had 1 domestic, 20 per cent 2 and
b per cent 3 servants. One of the
questions asked was the average
length of time one domestic remained

in the household. Seventy-seven re-
ported the employment of but 1 serv-
ant during the year, 30 reported 2 serv-
ants, 6 had 4, 10 had 5 and others ran
as high as 12 servants in one year.
One woman reported that she had
had so many she could not remember
them all. Forty-six women believe

that the efficiency of service is on the
increase and 81 believe otherwise.
One of the questions about which

difference exists is the question of
wheather or not special instruction adds
to the efficiency of a domestic and just
how this instruction should be receiv-
ed.

One woman writes that she employs
five servants and all have had special
instruction and good education, and
she adds that whenever a domestic
proves worthy she sends her to school
if necessary.

Many Plans Suggested.

Sixty-five
instruction and

employers favor special
twenty-five do not.
The suggestions are many. One be-
lieves that the schools should teach
chemistry, as applied to. cooking, an-
other that there should be special
ning schools for servants; others
believe that domestics should serve an
renticeship of one year without
pay, many say that the most needed
thing is early training in housework in
a4 good home by a sensible mother. One
advocates lessons in laundry and ele-
mentary cooking in the schools, anoth-
er suggests a scale of wages for grades
of competency, another would like to
see a six months’ training school in
housework established at the state ag-
ricultural school. One woman writes

Servants Leisure Hours.

The question of leisure time has an
important place. Most of the women
report that the domestics have Thurs-
day afternoon and Sunday afternoon
and evening off. Others give their
servants two afternoons a week off,
one favors giving the servants four
hours a day to herself. Others believe
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that if the servant is conscientious she
should decide herself as to the dis-
posal of her time. Several believe the
servants should have a two weeks’ va-
cation with pay. Of those reporting
who give. their servants vacations 30
per cent do not pay wages during va-
cation and 20 per cent pay full wages.
The general sentiment as to the rem-
edy is that the domestics should have
a room of their own, and should be
free- to invite their friends to the
house, and to entertain them in_the
parlor,. that the children of the horhe
should be taught to respect them and
that domestic service ought to be made
honorable in public opinion. One wom-
an says: “More should not be ex-
pected of the servant than the mis-
tress.” et s
" As to wages, the general opinion is
that $4 a week is fair .compensation
for a domestic if her surroundings are
pleasant as they should be, and the
place is really a home for her.

For a time at the hospital the physicians
did not think there was any possibility
of her living, but she kept her courage so
well that last night it was said she would
recover.

ASSESSOR CONLEY TO
TAX ALL LEVEE LEASES

Names of Owners Secured From the City
Treasurer and Placed on the
Tax Roll.

If the announced decision of County As-
sessor Conley prevails, West side man-
ufacturers who hold city levee leases will
be compelied to pay taxes on the same. A
list of the leases has been secured from
the city treasurer, and now the names of
the owners, together with the values
pl;]\;u-«l on the land, adorn the assessmeat
Trolls.

The city now has in use a score or
more of levee leases, some c¢f them ex-
ceedingly valuable, and the revenue that
wili accrue from the taxing of the same
will be considerable.

Heretofore the owners, in addition to
the rental of only $1 a year which they
pay, have enjoyed immunity from tax-
ation, and, as a result, the scrambple for
the ground on the West side has been
spirited. -

That these leases are valuable is shown
in onc instance where a West side levee
leasz holder, desirous of enlarging his
plant, and not being able to secure more
ground from the city, induced a neighbor
to relinquish in his favor a part of his
lease, paying him $3.,600 for doing so.
From the two leases the city was only
receiving a rental of §2 a year.

HEALTH BOARD WILL
INSPECT DAIRY HERDS

Hopes to Build Up System Which Will
Stamp Out Tuberculosis
Among Cattle.

The regular quarterly meeting of the
state board of health was held in Winona
vesterday at the home of theé president,
Dr. Franklin Staples. The visiting mem-
bers partook of luncheon with Dr. Staples
prior to the business session, and after-
wards were given a launch ride on the’
river by Winona physicians. The busi-
ness transacted was largely of routine
character. Reports on the prevalence of
smallpox in the state showed it to be on
the decrease.

One important matter considered at the
meeting was the looking after water sup-
plies and sewerage systems to be install-
ed by cities. It was recommended that
some supervision in this matter. tp see
that good water is secured and proper
discharge places for sewage arranged.
It was also decided to begin the inspec-
tion of dairy herds for tuberculosis,
working this up into a system and giving
certificates where herds were found to
be in goed conditions and provisions of
the board of health carried out. i g

FAMOUS MISSIONARY DELIVERS
AN ADDRESS AT LUTHER,
LEAGUE MEETING.

SAYS SHE IS PROOF THAT _
PRAYERS ARE ANSWERED

League Discusses Struggle for Su-
' premacy Between Christian Endeav-
or and Luther League Societies—En-
_ couraging Reports Read Election of
Officers Today. sy v

Miss Ellen M. Stone's attendance at
yvesterday afternoon’s meeting of the_
Luther league was a surprise to many
of the members of the convention. She
traveled with some of the incoming
members on the train on Tuesday, and
becoming interested in their conven-
tion, promised to come over from Min-
neapolis and make a short address. In
introducing her the president, W. C.
Stoever, said in reference to something

ceding her arrival that she was a liv-
ing proof of answer to prayer. Miss
Stone is a large, rather plain looking
elderly wbman, with a pleasant expres-
sion. She has no special platform man-
ner, but talks in a plain, homely man-
ner, She was dressed in black and
wore a corsage bouquet,

. She began by saying: “Emphatical-
ly I am a living illustration of the an-
swer to prayer.” She said she was a
living proof of God's faithfulness -in
replying to prayer. That both she and
Mme. Tsilka knew that they had re-
ceived the world’s benediction of pray-
er, and that they would never cease
to be grateful, first to God and then to
His people.

“It was pleasant indeed when we
were released to hear that young and

old all over the world had prayed
for us. The brigands, those great,
rough, savage men, took good care

that we should hear nothing of this
while in captivity, but it was through
the prayers offered for us that they
were induced to lower their first de-
mand and accept a lesser sum. Tiny
hands, as well as older ones, dropped
some of the pennies that went to make
up that enormous sum.” Here Miss
Stone was so overcome with emotion
that she was compelled to stop and
wipe her eyes. When she resumed
her voice was so broken for the first
few sentences that it was hard to
follow her. y

She said: “This audience afiects me
strangely.” She added that when she
first saw the delegates in the train
she thought they were teachers com-
ing to attend the National Education=-
al convention. But when one and an-
other found out who she was, and
“came to speak to her and tell her of
their convention, she felt a great desire
to meet them, and so had accepted
gladly their invitation for yesterday
afternoon.

News from Macedenia.

She said she wanted to tell them the
last good news from Macedonia. :The
very village of Bansko where she and
Mme. Tsilka were captured had had an
addition of seventeen young people to
the church in consequence of their
capture. And at Samapo, fifteen miles
beyond,where the schools of the church
‘were situated, there had been a great
ingathering of fruit for the Leord’s pur-
poses. “The man who is much alone
with God makes a friend of Him, and
He makes a friend of that man.” This
experience, she said, she and Mme.
Tsilka had. “Denominational lines are
down over in the missionary field,”
she continued. “In the Balkan penin-
sula the church nearest to us is the

translated into Bulgarian for wuse in
our work. God bless the Luther
league, and may the Lutheran church
have a future on a par with the his-
tory of the Lutheran church, which is
a glorious one. And young Lutherans
may well honor the man who shook
the religious world, and whose hfe is
a standard work in missionary fields.”
JImmediately after her address Miss
Stone returned to Liinneapolis.

Much of the morning session was
taken up with devotional exercises.
The principal topic of the morning ses-
sion was the struggle for supremacy
between the Christian Endeavor so-
ciety and the Luther league. The for-
mer society has been organized for
some years in some branches of the
church, and it is now proposed to re-
place it with the leagues.

Organization Is Growing.

The president, W. C. Stoever, of
Pennsylvania, read the report for the
last two years, showing the organiza-
tion to be growing, and the statistical
secretary, Charles K. Hunton, of Co-
lumbus, read a report setting forth
the financial standing of the church,
which he said was in a prosperous con-
dition.

The treasurer’s report showed that
the assets exceeded the liabilities by
$15.

Among other items of interest the
statistical - secretary stated. that -the
membership now is 34,305. The Rev.
J. D. Haupt reported that in Minne-
sota the effect of the convention would
help much in changing the Christian
Endeavor societies into leagues. 2

Beside the address by Miss Stone the
afternoon session was occupied with
the reports of the various committees.
The chairman of the executive com-<
mittee recommended the selection of
a traveling setretary, whose entire
time would be devoted to the work of
extending the Luther league. The ad-
dress by the Rev. J. A, Wirt was not
given.

The Rev. E. F. Eilert, editor of the
Luther League Review, explained that
the object of the Review was that the
young people of the church might
know something of its progress. Many '
young men now in the ministry be-
came interested first through the Re-
view, apd he said he was not going
to ask for money, but for increase of
circulation.

Reading Course Degree. Y

The Rev. Charles L. Fry, of Phila-
delphia, literary secretary, suggested-
in his report that some sort of degree
should be granted to those who took
the reading course. He said that the
present plan of giving certificates was
not very satisfactory, and he thought
it would be a good plan to ask the aid
of some of the Lutheran colleges and
-sermninaries to hold an examination, and
that the result would be a test for a
degree which would be honored, if not
by outsiders, at least by themselveés.
Tultion by correspondence was no new
idea. He also believed that each
league might establish some sort of
bureau of exchange, fcr some leagues
were strong in some things and weak-
in others. He suggested also that it
would be a good plan to adopt somer

Miss Josephine Maedel’s paper on
“The Power of Prayer” was read by’

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ASPHALT WINS OUT|

MAYOR VETOES WEST SEVENTH
STREET SANDSTONE ORDER
AT MIDNIGHT

DRAMATIC ENDING TO
TO LQNG DRAWN OUT FIGHT

At the Last Moment On Final Count
of Property Owners Showing Major-

. ity of Five for Asphalt Mayor Keeps
‘His Pledge While Big Crowd Cheers
His Action.

If the two branches of the council
sustain Mayor Smith’s veto, West Sev-
enth street, from Ramsey to Tuscarora,
will not be paved with sandstone. As-
phalt will be the material instead.
Shortly before 12 o°clock last night
the mayor scrawled his negative
across the final order that has been in
his office since last Friday, and the
crowd of property owners that filled
the office answered with a cheer and
went home satisfied.

«Taking heart from the mayor’s state-
ment that he would veto the order of
a majority of the property owners
could be shown to prefer asphalt, and
that he would wait until 9 o’clock last
night before signing it, the advocates
of asphalt took heart and spent the
entire day yesterday in going from
property owner to property owner so-
liciting signatures.

It was not until some time after that
hour, however, thaf the delegation,
headed by Senator John Ives, appeared
on the scene. They had a petition,
but of the 180 or more property own-
ers, only the names of sixty-six were
shown, the total frontage represented
being a trifle over 5,000 feet. For the
next hour the members of the dele-
gation, which numbered about thirty,
labored with the mayor to recognize
their request, but the fact that they
failed to show a majority was against
them, and the mayor was about to re-
fuse, when one of the members sug-
gested an examination of the official
abstract and a comparison of the pref-
erences with their own petition.

Had a Close Call.
Here some surprises were unearthed

in the shape of names who had been
“credited with as many votes as they

owned lots. The lists purged of this
repeating, the number of sandstone ad-
vocates were gradually reduced in
number, and by the time the delegation
was through it found its own petition
was in the lead. Final figuring showed
fifty-nine for asphalt and fifty-four
for sandstone. On this announcement
and its verification, Mayor Smith pick-
ed up his pen and applied his veto to
the order. It was then a few minutes
of the midnight hour.

Ald. Rohland, the Fifth ward repre-
sentative, was in attendance, but he
offered no opposition. He said he fa-
vored what the majority desired, and
advocated anything which would se-
cure the paving of the street this year.
He refused to name a preference as to
material. His main desire was to pre-
vent anything that would act as a de-
lay. Commissioner Van Hoven was
also in attendance, and gave the dele-
gation assistance in explaining the ab-
stract and the various petitions receiv-
ed. He favored sandstone, for the rea-
son that so far it had the most ad-
vocates.

Work Will Be Held Up.

The proposed paving of West Sev-
enth street has started a fight that
threatens to keep the council and the
board of public works in a state of fer-
ment as long as it lasts. There is in-

tense feeling between the advocates

of sandstone and asphalt, and it-is like-
ly to result in the holding up of the
work this year.

On the petition received last night
was inscribed the names of the Hamm
and Schmidt Brewing companies and
a number of heavy frontage property
owners. These two firms were origin-
ally for asphalt, but seeing that there
would be delay, switched to sandstone.
Now they have returned to asphalt.

The street is in a bad condition, and
the desire for the paving of the street
is general. Thére is also a likelihood
of the property owners losing the $30,-
000 appropriated by the council for
street intersections in the event that
the work is delayed until next year. .

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SCHOOL BEGINS WORK

Three Hundred Students Enrolled—Lec~
tures by Dr. Shields and
Rev. Donehy.

The Columbian Catholic summer school
held its first session at the state capitol
yesterday, over 300 students being regis-
tered from pracfically all the Waestern
states, from Illinois to Washington.

Dr. Henry Austin Adams, of Chicago,
who was to have lectured last evening
before the summer school, has not yet
arrived in St. Paul. No word has veen
received from Dr. Adams by those in
charge of the school, so it is presumed
that his delay is the result of a miscal-
culation of dates or delayed trains. Rev.
P. Danehy, of Minneapolis, president of
the summer school, spoke in Dr. Adams’
place last evening. His subject was
“The Commonplaces of the Bible.” The
speaker traced in simple yet eloquent
fashion the history of the Bible from its
birth in the Hebrew and Greek tongues
down to its translation into the English
language. Father Danehy compared the
work of the Catholic and rotestant
translators, and pointed out the reasons
why the Catholic church considers its
own translation the better one. The
speaker asserted that it was not alone
the Catholie scholars, priests and lay-
men, who had proven the falsity of the
charges made by the followers of Martin
Luther in regard to the Catholic Church’'s
concealment of the Bible from the com-
mon_ people, but non-Catholic and im-
partial scholars as well. Father Danehy’s
occasional digressions were as interest-
ing as his main argument, for he gave
his audience an occasional glimpse into
those literary workshops of the middle
ages, the monasteries. A large audience
enjoved the address.

The morning lecture was by Rev. F. E,
Shields, Ph. D., who gave the first of
three lectures on “Mental Development.”
His subject was “Physical Heredity,”
which he treated in a lucid manner, de-
lightfully freee from technicalities.

“Educators,’” said Dr. Shields, ‘have
made the mistake of believing that the
best interests of the child’s development
are served by leading it to a functional
experience in each p.ase of the ancestral
history.”

With this belief the speaker differed,
holding that if man, in his mental un-
folding, were to reach the highest plane
in civilization, the ancestral phase must
be abbreviated and unfunctional.

While it was true that there was no
other system of life that mirht be given
the child but that of inheritance it was
nevertheless true that they possessed the
power of diverting this stream. The
struggle with the ancient impulses of a
vanished past caused St. Paul to cry to
heaven for relief.

Dr. Shields warned his hearers against
the belief that their sole power of di-
recting the child’s unfolding lay in in-
hibition. It was rather the function of
the parent, and the teacher to reinforce
the good impulses, rather than repress
the bad. The old commandment, “Thou
shalt not kill; thou shalt not steal,” was
giving place to the new, ‘“Thou shall
love thy neighlor.” 2

Dr. Shields will lecture this morning on
“Social Heredity,” and tomorrow morning
on ‘“‘Personal Acquisition.”” ‘I'ne morning
lectures next week will be given by Rev.
Joseph Campbell on “Fundamentai Eth-
ics,” ‘‘The Ethics of Conscience,” and
*‘The Ethics of Morality.”

Dr. Henry Austin Adams, the distin-
guished New York historian, will give the
next four evening lectures.

Next week there will be afternoon ses-
sions, devoted to the Sunday school con-
ferences, of which Rev. J. F. Dolphin,
president of St. Thomas’ college, is chair-
man. Papers will be read at this con-
ference by a number ¢f distinguished
clergymen. :

Among the lecturers still to come_are
Rev. W. J. Kerby, of the Catholic Uni-
versity of Washington, who will deliver
three addresses on “Social Reform.” He
is an authority of sociology. L

Hon. M. J. Wade, of lowa City., will
lecture on “Lincoln,”” and *“‘Christopher
Columbus,” on July 25. Hon. J. C. Mon-
aghan, of Madison, will deliever three lec-
tures on ““‘Diplomacy, Commerce and the
Consular Service.” Other lectures will be
announced. The character of the speak-
ers is guarantee of an intellectual feast.

BIC BAIT FOR BIDDERS

Board of Public Works Ready to Be-
?in Work On It—Violent Opposition
I1s expected and Work Is Not Likely
to Be Done This Year—Engineer’s
Estimates On Material.

Because of its size and value
contract for the paving of West Sev-
enth street is just now a prize that
the several paving companies
ing all their energies toward secur-
ing, and incidentally stirring up a
conflict among the property owners
that threatens to break out in open
»\\'urfa.re, but it is a mere bagatelle to
the size and value of the order for
the paving of University avenue, which
the board. of public works will begin
work on in a few days.

The order, which calls for the pav-
ing of University avenue from Rice
to Dale street, was introduced last
May by Assemblyman Whitcomb, but
owing to a pressure of business in the
engineering department, was sidetrack-
ed. Yesterday an estimate of cost
was returned by City Engineer Rund-
lr{tt, and the figures given show the
biggest paving improvement that the
new board of public works s yet
tackled. Where $60,000 was ample for
the paving of West Seventh street,
_fu]ly $95,000 will be necessary for this
Improvement, and it may be increased
if sewers and other accessories are
deemed necessary.

Engineer’s Estimate.

TQ pave the street with brick, City
Engineer Rundlett places the cost of
the city's portion at $46,280, or $4.91
a foot; with asphalt, $54,258, or $5.75
a foot, and with sandstone, $59,99%,
or $6.35 a front foot. The cost to
the street railway would be $24,890,
$29,860 and $32,337 respectively, This
would make the total cost for brick
$71,170; for asphalt, $84,118, and for
sandstone, $92,349. There is about ten
blocks in all to be paved, according
to the order.

That the street will be paved this
year is considered doubtful, though
the members of the board of public
works and Assemblyman Whitcomb
say it is not because the street does
pot need it. The street car company
is expected to head the opposition,
and if it deps not, the immense cost
will. bring tirward a large number
of small pro¥erty owners who will
prove an effectual block.

Contractors Are Eager.

This street, or at least a portion of
it, is covered with cedar blocks, but
these, under the heavy traffic, have
deteriorated badly. If paved, it will
be the largest single contract let by
the board in years, and already the
several contractors are massing their
forces to have their particular paving
material selected in the event that the
work is decided upon. A hearing will
be given the property owners in a
few weeks by the board of public
works.
