COLOMBIANS ON THE
PANAMA CANALQUESTION
Citizens' Committee Reports that the

Way Should Be Smoothed for~the
United States.

PANAMA, July 14.—President Mar-roquin last month decided to ascertain
the opinion of the isthmian residents
regarding the canal question, they be-
ing most vitallyinterested in having the
business satisfactorily settled without
further obstacles.

He instructed Gov. Salzar, of this de-
partment, to appoint five prominent
citizens here to study the matter care-
fully. The committee rendered a re-
port -which was almost unanimous ex-
cept on some triflingpoints.

The salient points emphatically de-
clare that it Is urgent to authorize,
without unnecessary delays, the new-
Panama canal company, to transfer to
the United States government the con-
cession it holds to build the inter-
oceanic canal through Colombian terri-tory. They suggest prompt govern-
ment action, with prudent tact, but
advise accelerating the pending nego-
tiations in order to bring to fruition
the United States' preference for theprompt construction of the canal over
the Panama route. Colombia would act
in a suicidal manner if, by unpardon-
able neglect or want of diplomatic abil-
ity on the part of her representatives,
she should impose on the United
States government the alternative o£
choosing the rival, or Nicaraguan
route.

The members of the committee be-
lieve Colombia should gratuitously
permit the canal company to transfer
to the United States its concession,
bearing in mind not only the tremen-
dous losses the original French share-
holders already have sustained and
the millions of francs paid by the com-
pany to the Bogota government at
different times, but also the Indisput-
able fact that the United States engi-
neers have been influenced in their se-
lection of the Panama route over all
others principally on account of the
amount of practical work already done
on both sides of the Isthmus, especially
the Culebra cut.

A very liberal and reasonable con-
cession should be granted to the Unit-
ed States, provided the sovereignty
and dig-nity of the republic of Colom-
bia Is maintained and effectually guar-
anteed.

SPECIAL AMBULANCE
FOR KING EDWARD

He Will Be Taken Aboard His Yacht
Today.

LONDON, July 14.—The specially
constructed ambulance In which Kint;
Edward is to be removed from Buck-,
ingham palace to the railway stationon the way to his yacht was taken to
the palace this afternoon. Six blue-
Jackets who have been selected to re-
move the king went through a rehears-
al by removing the couch on which the
king has at times been resting to the
ambulance, under the direction of the
nurses.

His majesty, when he is taken from
the palace tomorrow, will be accom-
panied by Queen AJexanara, Prince
and Princess Charles of Denmark, Sir
Francis Knollys, the king's private
secretary, and the king's attending
physicians.

As the outcome of the petition from
South Londoners, voicing- the disap-
pointment felt at the abandonment of
the second day coronation procession,
King Edward has consented to a tenta-
tive arrangement in accordance with
which he will drive through South
London in the autumn, probably in
October.

GEORGE MAYBE POPULAR
TRAITS OF A MAN WHO WILL

EVENTUALLY BECOME KING.

Analysis of the Charge That He Is
Insignificant in Mind and Ambition-
Has Sought to Develop Himself to a
High Degree of Efficiency—Forrrs
His Own Opinions.

LONDON, July 14.—Will the com-

ing king of Great Britain and Ireland
and _probable ruler of the destinies of
the future great confederation toe as
capable as his father of holding to-
gether the mighty empire that has
been formed?

Doubts have been expressed that he

father possesses—that he would not

"I think that the stidden and terrible
incident ofKing Edward's sickness andequally sudden elevation of the Prince
of Wales to the regency will possibly
solve this question and bring the two
royal consorts into a closer affinity.

"The mere idea that the regent is in-
significant in mind or ambition is
dwarfed by the fact that he has in no
way proved himself so. He Is of a lit-
erary turn of mind, and in his early
manhood cultivated the verse habit,
being a close literary student, with the
result that I understand some of his
poems may actually survive in litera-
ture.

"As a matter of fact, Prince George

every inch of his business. While I
would not say that he should be put
in charge of the 'Channel Squadron,'
he would be able, in the absence of the
commander, to take charge of things
generally on a battleship and aqiiit
himself creditably.

"He has perhaps really tried harder
to be the real thing than a great many
of his predecessors.

Forms His Own Opinions.
"He has also acquired the useful

habit of forming hia own private opin-
ions, the intuition for which undoubt-
edly comes to him through his mother,
whose good sense and judgment has
always been the power of quietly rul-
ing the throne.

"It seems to me well that a man
should be built on these lines, for, al-
though only to be constitutionally
elected monarch (with less power than
has the president of the United States)
he naturally has a right to exercise
the divine prerogative and should be
self-opinionated enough to do it so
correctly.

"We may hark back for a moment
without disturbing ourselves. He is a
man who has enjoyed all the advan-tages of being educated as a prince.

These opinions may have been hast-
ily formed as a result of mere crude
observance.

He appears to be the antithesis of his
father in many respects. He is notby nature of a convivial turn of char-acter, and is rather one who has avoid-
ed popularity than courted it.

He has been accused of being insig-
nificant in mind and ambition. Insig-
nificance is a matter of pure individu-
al judgment.

He was not trained with the idea
that he was to be one of the royal
purple wearers, and was never lookedupon, even by his father, as a pros-
pective successor to the throne—but
has been brought up as an ordinary-
English gentleman.

"We must remember," said a mem-
ber of the royal circle, who is quite
democratically disposed, recently, "that

has never been invited, from youth, to
popularize himself, and has sought
rather to develop himself to a high de-
gree of efficiency in whatever lines he
was called upon to appear. For ex-
ample, he has taken his profession se-
riously and made himself a good naval
officer. The British tradition by which
the second son goes into the navy, and
according to which he followed thecourse of his uncle, the late Duke of
Edinburg—afterwards of Saxe-Co-burg-Gotha—was a training for him ofwhich he did not fail to avail him-
self. There is a certain expression cur-
rent that a man has a natural right
to be careless about the real duties of
his profession.

" 'George Frederic Ernest.' as I
term him, did not attempt to be care-
less or even to avoid any possibilities
that might have been thrust upon him.
He carefully watched, measured and
mastered every detail that belonged to
his profession, and while he did not
show any desire to be a martinet, knew

something which means a good deal in
the real acceptance of the word.

"The perfunctory replies which he
made on his tour around the world,
since his father's accession, do not In-
deed, prove much about his possibili-
ties even as an orator or his feelings
as a man. Itis possible that they may
have been dictated.

"His speech on the return, however,
wa? of an entirely different character,
a y ,:ous appeal to his countrymen
that it behooved them to bestir them-
selves if they meant to uphold the in-
dustrial and commercial supremacy of
Great Britain.

"It seems to me that a man with hisstrong character and decided opinions
will make himself felt and convenient-ly adjust himself to the exalted posi-
tion of his father. It is more thanpossible, in my opinion, that he will
develop whatever social graces are
considered necessary in the monarch
and prove himself equal to the occa-
sion.' —Arthur Field.

FALL OF BELL TOWER
OF ST. MARK'S CHURCH

Thousand-Year-Old Landmark Sinks
to Destruction.

VENICE, Italy. July 14.—The Cam-panile (detached bell tower of St.Mark's church), collapsed this morn-ing and fell into the piazza.
The cathedral and palace of theDoges are quite safe, but a corner of

the royal palace was damaged. Re-pairs on the Campanile were to have
been commenced today. It is feared
there was some loss of life. The ruinswere surrounded by a cordon of troops.

The first intimation of danger was
the sudden appearance yesterday ofa longitudinal crack in the corner of
the wall facing the clock tower and
the breaking of two windows. A cos-
cert which had been arranged to be
held on the piazza yesterday evening
was stopped by order of the prefect,
with the object of preventing a con-
course of people.

The Campanile stood opposite thechurch of St. Mark's. It was founded
in 888, restored in 1329, provided witha marble top in 1417, and in 1517 was
crowned with the figure of an angel
nearly sixteen feet high. The logetta,
or vestibule, on the east side of the
Campanile was once a rendezvous of
the nobilia and afterwards a waiting
room for the guards during the »ea-
sions of the great council. There were

; bronze statues of Peace, Appollo Mer-cury and Fellas on the coping of the
and its fine bronze door*

were much lidmired. At the top of the
tower a fire watchman, with a tele-
sco_P_e' was continually stationed.

The municipal council has de-
cided to open a preliminary fund of
500,000 lire (about $100,000) for the re-
building of the Campanile and the
Sansovino Loggetta. A public sub-scription will also be opened for thesame purpose.

SAYS MONROE DOCTRINE
WAS NOT MONROE'S

Prof. Hart, of Harvard, Attributes It to
John Quincy Adams.

CHICAGO. July 14.—The Monroe doc-
trine and President Monroe were dis-
cussed by Prof. Albert Bushnell Hart, of
Harvard university, in a lecture at the
Lniversity of Chicago tonight.

"Monroe was not the father of the so-
called doctrine," said Prof. Hart, "and
it is doing him too much honor to attrib-
utel*, to him. It was solely the workor John Quincy Adams, who kept urging
Monroe to take the step until he yielded,
rather against his will. Monroe was anhonest. God-serving man, who went to
church and paid his debts, but he was no
statesman. Adams wrote the doctrinehimself and it appeared in President Mon-roe s message in exactly the same form
in which Adams put it."

The Monroe doctrine, the doctrine ofparamount interest, was declared a deadletter.
"It Is useless to attempt to police all

of the American continent." he said, "andwe will only get involved in costly wars
if we stick to it."

Secretary Hay was complimented by
the lecturer and classed as not only thegreatest secretary of state that the Unit-
ed States has had, but the greatest living
diplomat in the world.

WASHINGTON, D. C, July 14.—Plans
are materializing' for naval movements
which will precede the joint army and
naval maneuvers this autumn. The ar-
rangements have been placed entirely
in the hands of Rear Admiral Higgin-
son, commanding the North Atlantic
station.

An interesting part of the work in
both sets of maneuvers will be that as-
signed to the "umpires." Officers will
be assigned to each of the ships in
the naval maneuvers, and to both
ships and fortifications in the joint ex-
ercises, to act as judges, and it is un-
derstood that the final decision in the
greater maneuvers as to whether the
army or the navy has been victorious
will be rendered by a board of high
ranking officers from both branches of
the service, probably headed by Ad-
miral Dewey.

The task of the individual judges will
not be an easy one, for the entire
scheme of the exercises is to be based
on probability. For instance, a battle-
ship steams up past one of the Staten
Island forts in the dead of night. A
searchlight flashes out from the fort
and finds her, and the gunners ashore
train their big weapons to blow her out
of the water. Did the searchlight find
her in time to have prevented deadly
work if it had been real war? Were
the guns in the fort trained on her
with the requisite precision, or csn she
be considered as having run t^j-g*unt-
let and as flying up the bs.v "">the metropolis? This is but & sample
of what may be expected in the war
of situations opened to vigorous dis-
pute from both sides.

As soon as Gen. Mac Arthur takes
hold at New York it is expected that
he will co-operate with Rear Admiral
Higginson in drawing up a complete

and definite plan for the game of war
between the army and navy, which
begins the latter part of August.

SEATTLE. Wash.. July 14.—The Unit-
ed States training ship Mohican is safe.

June 28. after being out from Yokohama
thirty-nine days.
