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NO STORM DAMAGE

WEEKLY CROP REPORT OF THE
NORTHERN PACIFIC IS
A GOOD ONE

WEATHER FAVORABLE
AT MOST ALL POINTS

Some Grain Lodgeéd by the Hail, but
Is Coming Up Rapidly—Condition of
Grains in the Red. River Valley Is
Excellent, and a Large Yield Is
Promised in All Sections.

“Generally good” is the trend of the
twelfth weekly crop report issued by

the Northern Pacific railroad. The
storms and hail did some little damage,
but such grain as was lodged is com-
Ing up again in good shape.

The storm only passed  between
Crookston and Grand Forks, and there
is but little grain in this locality.
Rains were heavy throughout the

Northwest, but the damage was very
light.
In the Red river valley the damage

that that was a banner year. The in-
dications are that the rush will con-
tinue, and that at the end of the year
the business will have far surpassed
that of any former year.

“Our chief trouble at present is to
get enough coaches to handle the
crowds. Passenger business this year
will be enormously increased over for-
mer years. There is considerable local
travel, and, of course, the many people
that have settled there lately swell this
business. .

“I think that it is a conservative
statement to say that the local busi-
ness has increased fourfold in that
part of the country within the past ten
years.

“I have been through the park a
number of times, but never before
have I had such an enjoyable trip. The
transportation facilities are excellent.
The company has over 700 head of
horses, and can handle 300 people a
day easily. The wagons are light and
comfortable, and the hotel accommo-
dations are better tlan ever.”

The Report in Full.

Minnesota Division—Between Per-
ham and Winnipeg Junction crops suf-
fered some damage by hail and wind
on the 15th, but most of the grain lodg-
ed by wind is coming up again, so
the damage will probably not be as
great as first supposed. All other sta-
tions report crops in excellent condi-
tion, and no damage caused by last
week's storm. Rye is nearly all har-
vested and in shock.

St. Paul-Duluth Division—Weather
warm, with plenty of rain, and crops
maturing rapidly.

Little Falls & Dakota Branch—
Heavy rain the 15th, but no damage
reported except to some flelds north of
Sauk Center, which were struck by
hail. Here the damage is not as heavy
as first reported; agent advising that
fields which were at first thought to be
a total loss will yield fully half a crop.
Grains are headed and filling well.
Haying under full headway, and farm-
ers are harvesting the heaviest crop
they have had for several years.

Fergus Falls & B. H. Branch to
Oakes—Frequent showers and warm
weather reported. Grains are headed
and commencing to fill; corn growing
well. Crops around Henning were bad-
ly damaged by hail the 15th, but the
storm did not touch any other point.

In the Red River Valley.

Red River Valley Branch—The hail
storm on the 15th inst. was confined to
the district between East Grand Forks
and Crookston, where the damage was
severe to early sown grain. Slight
damage was reported on the Red Lake
Falls branch in the vicinity of Lees.
The storm did not touch any other
points, and crops along the balance of
the branch are‘in excellent condition.
Weather has been very favorable and
grains have made splendid progress.

Dakota Division—Weather very fa-
vorable; wheat, oats, barley, etc.,
headed and commencing to fill. Flax
and corn growing nicely. Good rains
west of Mandan; very little east of
there since last report, but none need-
ed.

Fargo & Southwestern Branch to
Dickey—No rain since last report, but
there is sufficient molsture to last some
time. Grains are maturing rapidly and
promise heavy yields.

Casselton Extension — Conditions
have been favorable, and all crops
have made satisfactory progress. Grain
is headed and commencing to fill.

Cooperstown Branch—Crops are in
excellent condition, and wheat, oats
and barley are heading. A good rain
would be beneficial, ag grain will need
moisture during filling time.

Jamestown & Northern Branch—
Bufficient moisture has fallen during
the week, and conditions are all that
could be desired. Wheat, oats, etc.,
are headed and maturing rapidly. Flax
growing well.

Montana Crops Progressing.

Montana—Favorable weather has
prevalled, and crops are mgking satis-
factory progress. Oats, barley, etc.,
are headed, and will be ready to har-
vest in about two weeks. Good yield
enticipated. Haying_ is general all over
the state, and a large crop is being
harvested.

Idaho, Washington and Oregon—
Weather very favorable, and all kinds
of grain making fine progress. Har-
vesting of fall grain has commenced
in some sections along the main line;
will not commence on other districts
for about two weeks.

Washington & Columbia River Rail-
way—Harvesting will begin next
week. High winds first part of last
week caused slight damage.

PARK BUSINESS BREAKS RECORD

C. S.. Fee, of Northern Pacific, Says
‘e Travel Is Very Heavy.

C. B. Fee, general passenger agent
of the Northern Pacific road, returned

esterday from an extended trip
hrough the Yellowstone Park and the
West. Mr. Fee Is enthusiastic over the
situation In the national park.

“Never in any year before has the
travel been so heavy there,” said Mr.
Fee yesterday. ‘“At the present time
we are 1,200 people ahead of our rec-
ord last year, and we thought then

though it is stated the action of the
board of aldermen yesterday was an-
ticipated.

No con-
tracts, it is announced, have as yet
been awarded.

Yesterday th- Northern
Pacific had 900 people out of St. Paul
on special trains, and today the pas-
senger officials of the road expect to
carry more than 1,000.

One train, consisting of
twenty passenger coaches and two
baggage cars, went North over that
road Tuesday, and every day the tray-
el is increasing.

It is at this point that the Yellow-
stone Park business is transferred; and
the building has been built for the
special handling of this class of trav-
el, and iIs provided with every facility
for the comfort of tourists and the
speedy Landling of baggage, etc.

TOPEKA, Kan., July 23.—Superin-
tendent of Motive Power Henderson
today practically announced a settle-
ment of the differences existing be-
tween the Santa Fe road and the Na-
tional Brotherhood of Railway Car-
men.

Wages of carmen over the entire
system wili be advanced about 25 cents
a day.

Let Big Contract in Colorado.

DENVER, Col, July 23.—President
Perry, of the Denver & Northwestern
railroad, has awarded a contract for
the construetion of eighteen miles of
the Hoffat road leading into the moun-
tains. The contract requires that the
work shall be completed by the 1st of
March. The contractors will receive
about $30,000 a mile, or a total of $540,-
000 for the work.
