J. ADAM BEDE AGITATING FOR

ONE AT DULUTH

Scheme Is to Be National in Its Scope,

and Leading Educators of the World
Are Talked of as Instructors in An-
nual One Month's Course.

J. Adam Bede is agitating the prop-
osition for a Kreat national summer
school at Duluth again. He believes
such a national educational institute
permament in rharactor, could be or-
ganised to hold a month's session every
summer on the shores of Lake Supe-
rior, courses of lectures and instruction
to be given by the most distinguished
educators of the country. He thinks
that if such a national summer school
were founded it would mean from
5,< to 10,000 educaton visiting Du-
luth every summer, and he says it
would be a great thing for the state of
Minnesota. Mr. Be. c says:

•Duluth is the natural location for a
I national summer school. There

is no good reason why there should not
I><- 5,000 educators in Duluth for sev-
eral weeks every summer. We are too
busy now with our prosperity to think
of little things, but some day a move-
ment to this end will be inaugurated
and the school made a great feature of
the state The best educators of the
world could be secured and the time
spent on the banks of Gitchee Gumme
would be an outing and a rest for them
all. Let us have the school and the
culture it would give us.

"Our National Educational associa-
tion meetings are great things, and
draw thousands of teachers, but a
summer school of mis kind would beeven more important and more attrac-
tive to teachers. It would be recrea-
tion and rest as well as culture and
Improvement It would be a great
thing for the teachers of our own state.
The attendance at our summer train-ing schools is decreasing. Educatorssay that nothing must take their place.
What more helpful substitute could
there be than a great national meeting
of this kind where our teachers could

of the educational profession of

tlv ntire country, receiving from such
contact great help and inspiration?"

PAVING GOMES HIGH
ST. PAUL WILL SPEND ABOUT

$500,000 THIS YEAR ON IM-
PROVEMENTS

STREET RAILWAY ALSO
PAYS OUT LARGE SUM

It Is Estimated That This Corpora-
tion's Share of the Expenditure Will
Approach $400,000 —Complete List of
City Streets Improved This Sum-
mer.

If the contract for the paving of
West Seventh street, from Ramsey to
Tuscarora, is placed this year, St. Paul
will have closed the current twelve
months with an expenditure of nearly
$500,000 in increasing its area of pav-
ed streets. If University avenue and
Ramsey street are paved, which it not
likely, the half million mark willbe ex-
ceeded considerably.

Lust year the total increase in the
area of permanent pavements amount-
ed to 38,596 yards, the cost involved be-
ing $159,984.45. So far this y-ear the
total increase is 122,701 yards and the

amount of money invested $362,168.95.
This includes every contract placed by
the council, the last of which was for
Jackson street, approved by the board
of aldermen several days ago.

Streets Paved This Year.
The streets paved this year, together

with their cost, are:
East Tenth, from Locust to Grove;

Lafayette avenue, from Grove to Col-
lins, and also Collins, from Lafayette
to Bedford, with brick; cost to prop-
erty owners, $17,549; cost to street
railway, $9,983; area, 14,509 square
yards.

Street Railway Pays $95,000.
According to the bids received for

the street railway's portion on all
streets for which contracts were giv-
en, that corporation has paid over to
the paving companies $95,703, but the
engineering department says the
amount is double that. The paving
the street car company places between
and beyond its tracks is generally of
the best hand-cut granite blocks, and
the' cost in consequence is greater.
Including new rail and ballast, a con-
servative estimate places the ..expendi-
ture of the railway company this year
as a result of paving at $400,000.

If possible West Seventh will be
paved this year,- but there is little like-
lihood of any other streets being
touched. The season is getting late,
and, with the quibbling which accom-panies every proposition' to pave, to
do any more would: almost be an im-
possibility. ,

With the exception of cement and
wooden sidewalks, all kinds of street
improvements this year will greatly
exceed that of last. The amount of
paving is now almost double, while as
to sewers, the extension is the heaviest
In years.

MRS. MARY G. WDRLEY DIES
AT CLINTON, CONN.

For Many Years She Resided in St.
Paul—Leaves Six Children.

The death at Clinton, Conn., of Mrs.
Mary G. Worley, widow of the late
Adam Worley, will be regretted by
many friends in St. Paul, where she
lived many years, so widely known and
respected. Mrs. Worley was born in
Baltimore, Md., in 1827. When quite
young she was married to William H.
Haeney, of that city, by whom she had
one child, now Mrs. Frank Weed, of
Brooklyn. Mr. Haeney having died she
married as her second husband Adam
Worley, also of Baltimore. In 1859 Mr.
and Mrs. Worley removed to St. Peter,
Minn., where they resided until about
1863, when they came to St. Paul,
which was then made their permanent
home. Soon after coming to this city,
Mrs. Worley opened a dressmaking es-
tablishment, which she maintained un-
til 1894, when failing health compelled
her to lay aside all business cares. Not
long" after giving up business she went
East to visit her children, and since
then had resided there most of the
time. Mr. Worley died in 1892. Six chil-
dren survive them, viz: Mr,g. Edgar
Buell and Benjamin Worley, of Clinton,
Conn.; .George Worley, of Seattle,
Wash.; Mrs. R. S. Nutting, Mrs. Fred-
erick L. Breen and Frederick Worley,
of. St. Paul; Richard Worley, anotherson, died in South Africa, and Joseph
Worley at Bozeman, Mont.

Mrs. Worley will be burled at Clin-
ton, Conn., where two of her children
reside.

WILL BUILD A MANSION
L. W. HILL'S WILL BE AMOMG

BEST ON SUMMIT AVENUE

Basement Plans Are Filed With City
Building Inspector—Exterior Decora-
tions Are to Be Largely of Marble—
The Cost Is Said to Exceed $100,000.

Basement plans for the palatial resi-
dence shortly to be erected on Summit
avenue by L. W. Hill were filed with
the city building inspector yesterday.
The cost is not given, but according
to the statement of those who filed the
plans, it will exceed the $100,000 mark.

The new residence will adjoin the
home of Mr. Hill's father, J. J. Hill,
and will have a frontage of nearly 100
feet, with a depth of about fifty. It
will not only include the lot to the
west of the Hill residence, but will
take in the major portion of Walnut
street, an unused thorougfare, which
the city council vacated some months
ago. For this vacation the city re-
ceives a handsome stone or iron stair-
way, ten feet wide, extending from
Summit avenue to the street' below. A
delapidated stairway now exists. The
new stairway will be between the new
residence r d that of J. J. Hill.

The foundation plans for L. W. Hill's
new home are quite elaborate and mas-
sive and will carry a structure that
will be largely marble in its exterior
decoration. Much steel structural work
will also enter into its construction.
Work will be commenced on the foun-
dation as soon as the plans are ap-
proved by the building department. It
is hoped to have the residence com-
pleted by fall.

ONCE TO COST $6,000

Butler & Ryan Have Started to Put
Up the New Postal Substation at
Rosabel and Third Streets—lt Is to
Cost $50,000.

Plans were yesterday filed by A. T.

Say the Crash Was a Ter-
