Ferguson is heading rapidly for the
big league. The big blonde twirler is
pitching winning ball, and he is driv-
ing out safe ones like a Lajoie. He
had everything and from the start
Toledo had no chance.

Determined to stop the reckless
"knocking" that has been going on
ever since the team returned home,
the management ejected a bleacherite
from the grounds. President Lennon
declares that he is willing to allow
the fans respectable latitude, but while
the team is playing winning ball he
will not permit them to p?ck out any
individual player as a target for at-
tacks.

Kelley dropped Meaney's high one In
the eighth. The manager had been
playing fast ball from the start, but
several vicious ones in the bleachers
forgot this and began to abuse him.
Following the instructions of the man-
agement, Groundkeeper Neff tendered
a man who had called Kelley a "fat
head" the price of his admission and
ordered him from the grounds.

The newspaper men were ordered by
several excitable ones to turn and
"roast" the St. Paul players, especially
Manager Kellejv^or sending this man
from the grounds. The excitable ones
declared that the time to say things
about the team had arrived.

JOB IS UNEARTHED
DRIVER TOM STUARD AND THE

HORSE ELDERONE SUSPEND-
ED FOR ONE YEAR

UNDERHAND WORK 18
ATTEMPTED IN THE 2:20 PACE

Greenline Wins the First Heat and El-
derone the Second, Cutting His Rec-
ord by Four Seconds—He Finishes
Fifth Heat Behind the Flag and His
Hopple Is Found Cut.

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Aug. I.—The
judges at the grand circuit races to-
day unearther a job in the $5,000 stake
for 2:20 pacers, and by prompt action
saved innocent spectators who had
backed the field by a large sum of
money. Severe punishment was meted
out to the guilty party, Driver Tom
Stuard, and the horse Elderone being
suspended for one year.

The 2:20 peace was the feature of a
good card. There were six starters,
but Greenline and Elderode were con-
ceded to have the race between them.
Greenline won the first heat with ease
in 2:09%, slow time over the track,
which was lightning fast. The second
heat was a race in itself and was won
by Elderone, who paced a beautiful
mile in 2:05%, cutting his record by
four seconds. The original betting was
Greenline. $100, and the field, $30. El-
derone's showing in the second heat
produced the desired effect on the odds,
which now switched to $30 on Green-
line and $50 on the field. The third
heat went to Greenline in 2:10%; Stu-
ard making no effort with Elderone.

When the horses came out for the
fourth heat the judges ordered Stuard
out of the sulky and put "Valentine, a
local trainer and driver, up behind El-
derone. Elderone took the fourth heat
in 2:06% without pacing Greenline in
the stretch. In the fifth heat Elderone
went to a break in the first turn and
could not be set to pacing again. He
finished behind the flag with a broken
hopple, which investigation showed had
been cut through before the heat start-
ed. The judges declared all bets off,
placed Elderone fourth, instead of dis-
tanced in the last heat, suspended Stu-
ard and the horse Elderone for one
year and fined Hudson $100 for not
trying to win the last heat with Terti-
men. Valentine was awarded $200 for
driving Elderone, the amount to be
taken from the horse's share of the
purse. Elderone is the pacer -vrho fin-
ished second to Direct Hal in the
Chamber of Commerce stake at Detroit
and again at Cleveland. He had a
world of speed today and should have
beaten Greenline.

The 2:10 trot went to Wauburi after
seven hard heats. The gray gelding
was favorite at $100 to $70. Bad
breaks put him out of the first two
heats, but he stayed long enough to
land first money. The two short races
were won by Klondike and Chase in
straight heats. The feature of the
closing day of the meeting will be the
attempt of Dan Patch, 2:03%, to beat
2:01%, the record of his sire, Joe
Patchen.

BAN JOHNSON'S ANSWER FILED.

Asks Dismissal of Bill for the Appoint-
ment of a Receiver

BALTIMORE, Md., Aug. I.—The an-
swer of President Ban Johnson, of the
American league, to the bill for the ap-
pointment of a receiver, which was
docketed last Monday by the Baltimore
Baseball and Athletic company, was
filed in court this morning by Olin
Bryan, attorney for Mr. Johnson.

The answer states that the lease of
the grounds was transferred to Mr.
Johnson on March 20, 1901, to hold in
trust for the benefit of the American
league of clubs and that when the com-
plaining company failed to play the
game scheduled for July last it for-
feited its franchise and all right to the
property under the constitution of th.-
association. It further avers that the
players "jumped" to the New York Na-
tionals without first obtaining the con-
sent of the president or of the associa-
tion as required under the constitution,
thereby making possible the default of
the game, which occurred on July 17.

Mr. Johnson emphatically denies that
he colluded with certain managing offi-
cers of the complainant company, ami
alleges that the action of the baseball
company was aimed to wreck the I
ciation, if possible, and that this ac-
tion was aided and abetted by th-
jority stockholders. He claims that he
has acted faithfully to protect those
represented by the trust imposed upon
him and denies that the grounds con-
stitute any part of the assets of the
complaining company. The grounds,
he declares, were transferred to him for
a valid and bona fide consideration,
and he announces himself as perf<»crly
willing to account to the parties in
whose behalf he is acting.

Mr. Johnson charges further that the
majority stockholders of the company
willfullyand deliberately attempted to
wreck the association in the inter* sts
of the National league. He also denh-s
that the complainants have any stand-
ing at all in a court of equity, ami siys
that the signature attached to the bill
of complaint was not authorized by the
company through its board of directors.
The court is then asked to dismiss the
bill.

FOR A CINCINNATI FRANCHISE.

Application Made by Parties Who Keep
in the Background.

CINCINNATI,Ohio. Aug. I.—John ft
Bruce, attorney for the American I
ball league, and President Ban John-
son, of that league, held a number of
conferences here today. As a result of
these conferences tt is announced that
the American league received formal
application for a franchise in Cincin-
nati for next year. The names of the
men who are back of the movement to
secure a franchise for the league are
suppressed at this time, in view of the
fact that the application will not be
acted on until the fall meeting of the
league. The men making the applica-
tion are said to be prominent tinam ial
men of this city, who are interested in
the sport. Attorney Bruce state? that
in his opinion there would be an
American League club in Cincinnati
next summer. President Johnson said:

"The application was made about
three weeks ago. I cannot make pub-
lic the names behind the move, but
they are among the lending business
men and baseball enthusiasts in Cin-
cinnati. The Cincinnati application
will be acted on at the fall meeting
of the American league, which will be
held probably in October. Good
grounds can be secured and the men
behind it can secure all the bucking
necessary."

FIFTY-THOUSAND-DOLLAR RACE.

Forty Thousand in Bets on the Lord
Derby-Boralma Contest.

NEW YORK, Aug. I.—The entire
side bet of $40,000 for the match trot-
ting race tomorrow at Hartford be-
tween Lord Derby (2:0t5'4), owned by
E. F. SmathersC* and Thomas V. Law-
son's Boralma (2:07), has been posted,
the iinal installment of $10,000 each
having been placed in the hands of
the stakeholder in this city today. The
contest practically will be for $50,000.
