WINS A LONG FIGHT
CHARTER COMMISSION IS READY

AMENDMENT IS TO BE
SUBMITTED TO VOTERS

TO GRANT DEMANDS OF
PARK BOARD

It Provides for Improvement and Main-
tenance of Parks, Sum Equivalent to
One Mill on Each Dollar of Assessed
Valuation—Surplus to Be Retained.

After a struggle of nearly a year's
duration to induce the charter commis-
sion to amend the charter to give the
park board the right to use the money
It earns every year in making improve-
ments and also to have any unexpend-

ed balance of the yearly appropriation
at the end of the year carried over to
the next year, in addition to that year's
appropriation, the matter was finally

settled at a special meeting of the
c|arter commission last night by that
body granting the request of the park
board by adopting the following re-
port of a special committee:

"Your committee, appointed July 28
to consider proposed amendment to
the charter of the city of St. Paul,
submitted by Mr. Wheelock, president
of the board of park commissioners,
met pursuant to notice on July 31,
1902, all the members of the commit-
tee being present.

Report of the Committee.
"To the charter commission:

"After fully considering the amend-
ment proposed your committee unani-
mously approved and hereby submit to
this commissionl the following amend-
ment to said charter, to-wit:

"That subdivision numbered 21 of
section 4 of title 2 of chapter 5 of the
present charter of the city of St. Paul
be and the same is hereby amended
to read as follows:

" 'To provide for the improvement
and maintenance of the public parks,
park ways and drives, and the ac-
quisition of land for park purposes, not
exceeding, however, in any one year a
sum equivalent to one mill on the d-ol- |
lar of the assessed valuation of the real
and personal property of the city, to-
gether with the estimated amount of
any and all moneys which may be re-
ceived by the board of park commis-
sioners from miscellaneous sources *as
contemplated by the provisions of sec-
tion 36 of title 1 of chapter 13 of this
charter; provided, however, that any
unexpended balance remaining to the
credit of the park fund herein provid-

ed for at the expiration of any fiscal
year shall be carried over to its credit
as an increase of the appropriation for
the ensuing year.'

The above amendment submitted by
the committee appointed at the last
meeting of the commission at the
meeting last night was not adopted,
however, without considerable discus-
sion. Dr. Bridgman, chairman of the
committee, in moving for the adoption
of the report and the amendment, said
the conditions that weighed most
heavily with the committee were the
facts of the increased cost of material
and the larger amount of ground the
park board had to take care of than
in former years.

The next few minutes were given
over to discussing the technical work-
ings of the proposed amendment by
Franklin H. Griggs.

Gen. Childs seconded Dr. Bridgman's
motion to have the report of the com-
mittee, and in speaTdng in favor of
the amenldment said:

Chain of Parks.
"We are at present laying the

groundwork of a system of parks that
will both benefit the city of St. Paul
and be a credit to it, and the park
board should have a sufficient amount
with which to carry oh its work in the
future. As an illustration, look at the
banks of the Mississippi river. It is of
importance that the city should im-
prove the banks of the river within
the city limits and also that boule-
vards should be built along its banks."

The amendment was unanimously
adopted and it is now up to the people
to vote on it at the fall election.

Under the present provision in the
charter the money that the park board
earns is placed in the general fund
ami the board has no benefit from it.
Besides this if there happens to be a
balance of the appropriation left over
at the end of the year that amount
is deducted from the coming year's ap-
propriation. Realizing the fact that it
would need more money in the future
to properly take care of the city parks
and improvements, the park board
sought the aid of the charter commis-
sion to have the charter amended so
that instead of having- to turn its earn-
ing, which at present amount to about
$3,000 per year, into the general fund,
these earnings in addition to the ap-
propriation would be placed at the
disposal of the board to be used in
making improvements in the parks.
The amendment also provides that in
case the board does not use for its
entire appropriation by the end of the
year, the balance remaining shall be
carried over to the board's credit as
an increase of the appropriation for
the ensuing year. This will give the
board, should there be any money at
the end of the year, a chance to use
it in making additional improvements
as the occasion may demand in the fu-
ture.

President Wheelock, in speaking of
the matter after the meeting v last
night, said the park board wanted to
build a new pavilion at Corrio, wanted
to make new improvements at Lake
Phalen and in fact wanted- to make'
a number of other improvements that i
would tend to help beautify the city, ]
but that under the present charter
they were *bnly allowed $75,000 per
year and in case anything: was left
over at the end of the year it was de-
ducted from the next year's appro-
priation. . .

Besides all the money earned by 'the ]
board during the year had to be turn-
ed over to the general fund of the.
city, and could not be used by the
board in making needed improvements.
Anticipating- the growth of the park
system the board found it necessary
to ask the charter commission to'
amend the charter so as to give the
board more money with which to make
the necessary improvements. The pres-
ent assessed' valuation of the city is
$88,000,000 and if the amendment is
pass the council .if it sees fit can
give the park board an annual appro-
priation of $88,000, which would be at
the rate of 1 mill on the dollar, besides
the earnings derived from the parks by
the board.. —— : a —_—. iii:

FALLS DEAD IN YARD

She Drops While Walking Toward
Her Husband, Who Was Trim-

ming Vine.

Mrs. Margaret K. HuntresS, 178
Dousman street, dropped dead yester-
day, early after noon, while walking

in her back yard. H. B. Huntress,
her husband, was trimming some
vines, and Mrs. Huntress was walking

toward him, when she fell to the
ground. Huntress immediately ran for
help, and Driver Thomas Haggerty, of
the central station, arrived on tr«»
scene in a moment. When he arrived
the woman was dead. Coroner Miller
examined the remains and believes the
woman died of heart faiure. For sev-
eral years past she has been suffering

from neuralgia, and some weeks ago
had an operation performed on her
face. She was fifty-nine years of
age, and was born in Maryland. She
lived in St. Paul for the past nine
years. Beside her husband, two daugh-
ters survive her. The body was re-
moved to Dampier's undertaking es-
tablishment. There will be no inquest.

ASSEMBLY DOES NOT
PASS ON THE RULES

Use of Voting Machines This Fall May
Be Blocked by Time Limit.

For the purpose of permitting the
use of voting machines in the coming
election the assembly should have met
last evening and given its approval as
required by law of the rules regulating
their use, but there was not a quorum
present.

According to" some of the members
that did show up the cause of the ab-
sence of the others is due to a desire
to knock out machine voting for this
year at least. Two firms, the United
States Voting Machine company,
which has a machine on exhibition in
the council chamber, and R. F. Her-
sey, the owner of patents for a ma-
chine now being constructed in the
East, are anxious to sell the city ma-
chines. R. F. Hersey is a local man,
and the claims made last night that one
of the members, fearful that the out-
side company would have an advan-
tage, induced the others to stay away
so as to defeat the use of machines this
year, or until the Hersey apparatus
was ready for use and delivery.

Despite this, however, the few mem-
bers met and adjourned until this
evening, when another attempt will be
made to get the entire body together.
If the rules which were adopted by the
board last night are not concurred in
by the assembly this evening, machines
will not be used in the coming election.
A time limit is provided by law in
which this must be done, and today is
the last day.

FACTIONAL FIGHT MAY
SPLIT UP THE ORDER

Special Call Issued for Meeting of
High Court of United For-

esters.

Members of the United Foresters
throughout the state have been
aroused to a high pitch of interest by
a recent call for a special meeting of
the "high court, to take place in this
city Aug. 27, and all sorts of rumors
have been circulated as to the cause of
a meeting at that time. »

One report which has gained some
credence is to the effect that there is
in contemplation so radical a proposi-
tion as" secession on the part of the
Minnesota jurisdiction from the su-
preme body, and if such hi the case it
is assured that the meeting will de-
velop sensational features and will
precipitate a bitter factional fight
among the members of the order in
this state.

The reported movement toward Re-
cession is said to be inspired by Judge
James Schoonmaker, of this city, and
his friends, as the result of some fric-
tion between Judge Schoonmaker and
S. C. Olmsted, who is also a resident
of St. Paul. The friction between
these two gentlemen, it is said, dates
back to the time when Judge Schoon-
maker was defeated by Mr. Olmsted
for the office of supreme counsel of
the order at the national convention
held in Duluth. The report is to the
effect that the followers of Judge
Schoonmaker have raised objections to
the methods of Mr. Olmsted in mak-
ing loans and- other investments from
the funds of the order in his capacity
as supreme counsel.

The call for the meeting states that
one of the purposes is to discuss in-
vestments and loans.

CHURCH PLEA FAILS
1 -'C

LE CLAIRE SECURES LICENSE TO
CONDUCT SALOON ON MIS-

SISSIPPI STREET.

Dan(«l Doty and William Haitian, the
Principal Spokesmen Before the
CoiVimiftee on Streets of Aldermen—
Board Indorses Committee's Recom-
mendation After Debate Has Been
Gone Over.

For two hours yesterday a score or
more of the members of the PacificCongregational church, on Mississippi
street, including Attorney Daniel Doty,
the accepted attorney of the St. Paul
Prohibition party, pleaded with the
committee on licenses of the board ot
aldermen not to grant a license for a
saloon to be located at Mississippi and
Acker streets, but they were not suc-cessful. Last night the same delega-
tion pleaded with the board of alder-men, but their arguments were notconvincing, and they had to accept de-
feat in the grant of the license, which
is made out to H. J. LeClaire.

The real battle was fought out in
the committee on streets, where At-torney Doty, as the spokesman for the
delegation, attempted to constitute the
committee a regular ordained court
and himself the prosecutor. Armed
with it a lot of law books, petitions
and papers from which he read copi-
ously, he started to argue at length,
but was brought to a nalt when the
committee informed him that it want-
ed facts, not law. His principal con-
tention was that the committee had no
right to consider the application be-cause the applicant had violated the
law in running his place without a
license. To clinch his argument he
produced a bottle of whisky purchased
by a member of the congregation,
which he asked the committee to
either taste ,or smell as to its genuine-
ness, But hfs jocular manner was not
at all to the liking of the committee,
and the offer was refused.

Edward Fanning, whose alcoholic
proclivities have made him well known
in police circles was sent to the work-
house yesterday for ninety days on a
petty larceny charge. Fanning was

Farmers who. make a specialty of
raising potatoes for the market are not
getting one-fourth as much for their
potatoes per bushel this year as they
did last year at this time. The large
decrease iti th£ price is attributed to
the fact ttiat while there is a consider-
ably largefc crop this year, the demand
is not better thkn it was last year. At
this time last year the commission men
were selling potatoes at wholesale to
the retailers at from 90 cents to $1 per
bushel. In contrast to this potatoes
have been wholesaling at from 18 to
22 cents a bushel during the past few
days, and the average price yesterday
was 20 cents per bushel.

Eggs dropped a cent per dozen yes-
terday, and during the last few days
the price of butter packing stock has
dropped from 15 to 13 ceHts. The
market for the best creamery butter
has also been rather easy, and the
best butter is now being sold to retail-
ers at 20 cents per pound.

Apples are also coming in freely, es-
pecially from the «outh, and are selling
at from $2.75 to $3 per barrel wholesale.
Last year apples were about 75 cents
higher. There is a good cropthis year,
and the demand so far has been strong.

Aid. Moriarty is the author of a res-
olution requiring the street car com-
pany to issue transfers to passengers
on the Interurban and Como-Harriet
lines destined for the West side at
Seventh and Wabasha streets only.

btrapp, captain of the Firemen's base-ball team: Dear Sirs—For several yearspast the members of the police depart-
ment have with commendable self-re-
straint listened to frequent remarks made
by members of your department relative
to their ability to play baseball. What
would have been justifiable on the part
of the policemen during this time need
not be mentioned. The policemen havelong been of the belief that there is nota member of the fire department who
could hit an ice wagon with a handful
of shot, to say nothing of a baseball. Nev-
ertheless, the policemen hereby challenge
any nine members of your department
whom you may be able to disguise as
ball players, to play at Lexington park,
August 21. This department also will ten-
der the use of its new ambulance for thetransportation of the firemen's team from
the park to their respective stations."

When this communication was read
at headquarters, Chief Jackson and
Assistant Chief Strapp looked Lieut.
Horn sternly in the eye. The lieuten-
ant gravely bowed himself out of theroom and returned to police head-quarters. Notice was last
night that the fire department wouldanswer the challenge today.

STREET LUNCH WAGONS
MAYBE ABOLISHED

Board of Aldermen Passes Ordinance
Giving Them the

Quietus.

Street lunch wagons in St. Paul are
to be numbered among the things of
the past, if an ordinance adopted by
the board of aldermen last night re-
ceives proper consideration at thehands of the assembly. The measurewas introduced by Aid. Huber, of the
Fourth ward, and provides not onlyfor their future abolition, but the re-
vocation of all licenses now in exist-ence.

Unlike some of the other measures
which were sent to the committee on
streets, this ordinance received imme-
diate consideration and will go to theassembly ; for approval jat its meeting
Thursday evening. The claim is madethat the wagons now operating have
Become a nuisance; that they tend todestroy the business of those caterers
who pay building rent, and, besides,
are unsanitary. In revoking the li-censes now in existence, provision is
.made for the proportionate return of
all license money paid by the owners.

There are now in existence about a
dozen of these street licensed lunchwagons, the owners of which pay $50 a
year. They are mostly confined to the
"night owl" sections of the city, and
have long been a bone of contention.

TEAMSTERS' REQUEST IS
REFUSED BY COMMISSION

Proposition to Have Street Sprinkling
Done by Day Labor Turned Down.
A committee, headed by George A.

Shaw and John Geary, officers of the
local Teamdrivers' union, was present
at the meeting of the charter commis-
sion last night and presented the fol-
lowing petition asking for an amend-
ment to the city charter relating to the
manner of doing the city sprinkling:

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BLAME THE OWNERS
CORONER'S JURY FINDS RESPON-

SIBILITY FOR THE DEATH OF
YOUNG HOWARD RYAN

CITY AUTHORITIES ALSO
GUILTY OF NEGLIGENCE

After Hearing the Evidence of Those
Who Were on the New York Life
Building Elevator at the Time of
Accident, Operator Charles Parsons
Is Exonerated by Jury.

The responsibility for the death of
Howard Ryan, who was killed in the
New York Life Building elevator Fri-
day, was yesterday placed on the own-
ers of the building and the city author-
ities. The coroner's jury, which met
yesterday morning at the morgue, re-
turned the following verdict after be-
ing out thirty minutes:

"It is the unanimous verdict of this
jury that the owners of the New York
Life Insurance building and the proper
city officers were negligent in allow-
ing the recess or opening to remain
unguarded, and we deem the said recess
or opening to be dangerous under the
present conditions.'*

The taking of the testimony lasted a
little over an hour. There was nothing
of a sensational nature divulged. Ac-
cording to the witnesses the elevator
was not overcrowded, and was running
smoothly at the time of the accident.
Each witness denied that there was
any jostling or pushing. After listen-
ing to these statements the jury com-
pletely exonerated Charles Parson, the
elevator operator.

The witnesses who testified were:
Eddie Whittaker, a cousin of the dead
boy, who was with him in the elevator;
Charles Parsons, the operator; Otto
Kueffner and Lester Brown, who were
passengers in the cab; Dr. Lufkin, who
was called to the accident; Dr. Whit-
comb, who performed the autopsy, and
E. A. Whittaker, an uncle of the dead
boy.

Charles Parsons told an inquiring
juryman that in all his experience he
had never seen an elevator shaft con-
structed like the one in which the ac-
cident occurred. He said that he con-
sidered it to be highly dangerous at all
times.

The coroner's jury consisted of Hen-
ry C. Sinks, foreman; Martin Gerber,
W. M. Sheire, Nicholas Weiler, Frank
Giesen and Charles O'Mara.

Taking cognizance of the terrible
elevator accident in the New York
Life building, the board of aldermen
last night authorized an amendment
to the building ordinance, directing
that all elevator guards now in use
and hereafter to be constructed must
be flush and in a vertical line with
the shaft. No recesses of any kind
will be permitted.

This amendment was drafted yes-
terday at the instance of Building In-
spector Ellerbe and City -Engineer
Rundlett, and followed the verdict of.
the coroner's jury, in which the build-
ing department was censured for its
failure to see that the elevator guards
were flush with the shaft.

"I do not think the jury was ac-
quainted with our building laws, or it
would have never included this de-
partmtent in its censure," said Build-
ing Inspector Ellerbe yesterday. "The
building law, as it exists now. calls
for guards around all elevator shafts,
but makes no provision as to how
they shall be set. Neither myself nor
Mr. Rundlett knew of the presence of
this recess at the New York Life.
Had we known it, all we could have
done would have been to suggest to
the owners that they make the change.
The law, as it reads, does not permit
us to compel the change. Even now
we have not the authority to order the
elevator closed until this is done,
though I am informed the owners of
the building have realized the danger
it offers and are having the work
done." ,
SAY LOWEST BIDDERS

CANNOT DELIVER COAL

Holmes & MacCaughey Offered
Youghiogheny Coal Cheaper

Than Other Firms.

The board of education will hold a
regular meeting this afternoon. The
question of fuel will be one of the
matters discussed, and the probabili-
ties are the board will recommend that
Hocking or Youghiogheny coal be se-
cured. The purchase of the fuel is left
to the committee, consisting of Mayor
Smith, President Haas, of the council,
and Treasurer Bremer, but the wishes

j of the schoSl board will undoubtedly
have weight with the purchasing com-
mittee.

Aldermen Take Action.

The coal bids opened by the pur-
chasing committee Monday showed
Holmes & MacCaughey the lowest bid-
ders for Hocking and Youghiogheny,
the prices submitted by the firm be-
ing 10 cents per ton less than those
of the other bidders. The unsuccessful
bidders now say that the firm are sim-
ply retailers, and cannot furnish the
coal at the prices bid.

There is probably something in this
claim, for a representative of Holmes
& MacCaughey has approached several
of the members of the board with a
proposition that Cartersville coal at
$3.97 per ton would be much bet-
ter for use in the schools than either
Hocking or Youghiogheny.

The officials are of the opinion that
the Illinois coal is not the right kind
to use in the schools, and will recom-
mend to the purchasing committee that
either Hocking or Youghiogheny be se-
cured.

The "Jones & Adams company claim
that ft Carterville coal is to be used
the contract will have to be awarded
to it, as its bid is the lowest. When
the purchasing committee holds its
adjourned session Friday afternoon
there is likely to be some lengthy
arguments by the representatives of
the coal companies.

Committees from the Commercial
club and Women's Civic league will at-
tend the school board meeting this
afternoon and urge the advisability of
making industrial training general in
the schools. __

"The disease is a common one in the

old country," said Dr. Bracken, "andis fatal and infectious. It is not acommon thing in the West and very
often a mistake is made in the diag-
nosis. I should be a little inclined to
doubt that the cases at La Crosse are
anthrax."

Mr. De Wilde arrived in thecity from Duluth about 10 o'clockMonday evening on business, and being
tired after his ride immediately retired
to his room, which was on the secondfloor in the rear of the hotel. The
window of the room directly overlooks
the roof of a summer kitchen, and one
can step from the room onto this roof
Mr. De Wilde laid his clothes on thetable, with his pocketbook, containing
$96 in money, several passes and val-
uable papers, and his gold watch and
chain.

He slept soundly, and during thenight someone entered the room
through the window, which had been

clothes on the roof of the summer
kitchen. His watch and chain were
gone, as was also the money. The bur-
glar or burglars, however, had left the
railroad passes and papers that were
in the wallet scattered about the roof,
and luckily the wind had not fceen
strong enough to blow them away.
