NO MORE CHANGES FOR
THE PRESENT

>MAYOR'S RESIGNATION
1 NOT YET PRESENTED

There Is Considerable Speculation as

to Who Will Be the Next Superin-

tendent of Police —Comptroller Rog-
ers Says Contingent Fund Will Be
Paid to Acting Mayor.

Acting Mayor Fred M. Powers will
now rest on his record until Aid.
Jones' return from the East. He si \ 1
yesterday that there would be no more
removals in the police force by him,
but when Mr. Jones returned he did
not know what would happen.

He simply removed th(«fe whom he
thought had been too perniciously ac-
tive during the Ames administration,
and the removals, in his opinion, were
for the best interests of the entire po-
lice department.

There was a rumor current Monday
evening that there would be several
removals on Tuesday, but apparently
it was without foundation. Those
whom it was thought were slated for
the ax called on the acting mayor yes-
terday morning and he informed them

Jhat they need not worry until the re-
urn of Mr. Jones.

Speculating on Superintendent.
There is considerable speculation as

to who is to be the new superintendent
of police. Some seem to favor Capt.
Henry Getchell, present acting super-
intendent, while there are others who
are strongly of the opinion that theposition will be offered to James Doyle,
who made such a good record under
former Mayor Gray, and still there is
another guess that ex-Supt. Vernon M.Smith may again be seated in the
chair of authority.

It is not likely that Mr. Doyle willbe selected, as he is a Democrat, and
is at present in the employ of a good
concern, and he would hardly give up
his present position to take the office
of chief temporarily.

No one seems to be in position to
know just what Mr. Jones' ideas are
relative to appointing a superintendent
of police, as that proposition was not
considered prior to his trip East. It is
known, however, that before he left hewas not fully satisfied with the make-up of the Minneapolis police force,
and the chances are that there will benumerous removals when he returns;
just who the unfortunate ones will beno one can tell.

Contingent Fund Talk.
There has been some talk regarding

who will get the $250 contingent fund
that is quarterly turned over to themayor of the city. There is $1,000 inthis contingent fund, and it is paid in
Quarterly installments to the mayor
of the city. There will be $250 due at
the quarter beginning Oct. 1, and CityComptroller Rogers says that he knowswho this will be turned over to. Itwill be the acting mayor at that time.
It certainly will not be given to Mayor
Ames down at West Baden, unless, ofcourse, he refuses to resign, and is
present in the city discharging the
duties of his office when the time
for payment arrives.

No Resignation Presented.
Mayor Ames' resignation has not yet

put in an appearance at the city clerk's
office.' There are many of the opinion
that the mayor does not intend to re-sign, and may return to the city any
day and assume the duties, to whichhe was elected.

brought back the spark of life
v The unfortunate girl was taken tothe city hospital where she is nowrapidly recovering her strength.

When the girl was able to speakshe told the sisters her name was
Anna Schlosser twenty years old, andthat she resided with her parents at
601 Seventeenth avenue south.She said she had come to St. Mary's
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cemetery to kneel at her sisters grave,
as she had done many times before.

SHE DRANK CARBOLIC AC

Louise Anderson Quarrels With Her
Lover, Then Commits Suicide.

After a desperate quarrel with her
lover early last evening, Louise An-
derson, aft" inmate of Mattie Sinclair's
place at 1115 Second street south,
went to her room and swallowed the
contents of a bottle of carbolic acid.

She then came d,own to one of the
parlors and in a few minutes toppled
over on the floor from a couch upon
which she sat. Efforts to save her
life proved futile, and when the patrol
wagon, in charge of Capt. Coffin, of
the South side station, arrived to take
the young woman to the -city hospi-
tal, she was dead. Death came sud-
denly. Her lips, mouth and throat
were horribly burned by the acid.

She came to Minneapolis from Dav-
enport, lowa, last Saturday, and im-
mediately went to board at the place
where she last night took her life. She
is about twenty-five years of age.
Coroner Williams was called, and after
viewing the remains ordered the body
removed to Amor's undertaking rooms.

GREAT SALT LAKE
SLOWLY DRYING UP

Has Reached the Lowest Level Since
Weather Department Began Tak-

ing Observations.

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah, Aug. 5.—
Great Salt lake, which for several years
has been slowly but steadily receding,
has, according to Director Murdock of
the United States weather bureau, now
reached the lowest level recorded since
observations have been taken by this
department. Up to Aug. 1, the lowest
mark ever recorded was on July 11.
Since that time the lake has receded
four inches. The fall of the water since
1894 amounts to nearly six feet, and on
the low, fiat eastern shore this resulted
in a recession of the water line during

that time of fully three-quarters of a
mile.

Speaking ofthis phenomenon Director
Murdock said: "Utah has been in a
dry circle for seventeen or eighteen
years. In this period the precipitation

has been much below the average.
Precipitation sometimes moves in cir-
cles of this kind and duration, and I
think a prolonged period of increased,
precipitation is nearly due. But it
will take several wet years to bring the
lake back to its former level."

HARRY TRACY WARNS
SHERIFF CUDIHEE

Says He Will "Fix Him Plenty" if He
Tries to Catch Him—ls Going

to Wyoming.

SPOKANE, Wash., Aug. s.—The
sheriff's office at Davenport received a
message from Preston stating that
Tracy spent all day Monday at the
home of L. B. Eddy, a rancher on Lake
creek, three and a half miles south of
Fellows. The outlaw made his ap-
pearance Sunday evening and took
possession of the place. He is report-
ed to have been there last night, leav-
ing about 7:30. Pinned to the well on
a farm about a mile north of Odessa,
where apparently Tracy had watered
his horses, the following note was
found todry:

"To Whom it May Concern—Tell Mr.
Cudihee to take a tumble and let me
alone or I will fix him plenty. I will be
on my way to Wyoming. If your horsesare any good would swap with you.
Thanks for a cool drink.

"Harry Tracy."

STRIKE OF GALICIAN
PEASANTS SPREADING

Many Are Wounded and Arrested in
Riots With the Uhlans—Protest

to the Premier.

VIENNA, Aug. s.—The strike of
Galician peasants is at present spread-
ing to districts which have hitherto
not been affected, and there have beenmany conflicts between the peasants
and the military. A detachment of
Uhlans attacked 500 peasants at Foth-ering; many of the latter were wound-
ed, and the soldiers made 173 arrests.
The prisoners were confined over
night, densely overcrowded in a stable,
and were taken to jail next day in a
fainting condition, not having tasted
food in twenty-four hours.

Three Ruthenian members of thechamber of deputies have protested in
this matter to Dr. yon Noerber, the
Austrian premier, declaring the peas-
ants to be indifferent whether they die
at the hands of drunken gendarmes
brutal soldiers or the legal executioner.
This protest alleges that officials are
siding with the landlords instead ofacting as mediators in the trouble.

CUBAN SENATE
APPROVES BIG LOAN

Empowers President to Raise $4,000,-
--000 Now and a Further Sum of

$35,000,000 Later.

HAVANA, Aug. s.—The senate to-day passed the bill, which had al-ready been discussed and approved in
part, to empower the executive to raise
a loan of $4,000,000 at the minimum
price of 90 and at the maximum rate of
interest of 5 per cent, payable in thir-ty years, to be used to assist the sugar
cane growers of the island.

This bill includes authorization to
raise within six months another loanof $35,000,000 to include the first loan.This second loan is to be used to pay
the Cuban revolutionary army and thedebts of the revolution referred to in
the constitution.

TO WIDEN THE MISSISSIPPI.
Important Work Begun in River Near

Winona.

WINONA, Minn., Aug. s.—An im-portant change to improve the channel
of the Mississippi is being made about
a mile above this city. A sandbar has
formed here directly in the middle of
the river, reducing the channel on
either side. The boats prefer the Min-

down another boat cannot get by. The
dam on the Minnesota side of the
river at this point is being removed
and a dam constructed on the Wiscon-
sin side.

This will have the effect of wash-ing put the sandbar and widening the
channel on the Minnesota side. En-gineer Dv Shene, who is here in con-
nection with this work, states that the
government expects to complete the
harbor of refuge on Lake Pepin thissummer. The harbor will be on theWisconsin side of the river, near thevillage of Pepin, and its construction
will cost about $14,000. Work on itwill be commenced in about twoweeks.

ANOTHER STRIKE IS
LIKELY AT STILLWATER

Employes of the St. Croix Boom Com-
pany Demand Extra Pay for Over-

time—Prison City News.

Unless a decided change of senti-
ment takes place this morning, the St.
Croix Boom company's works, at the
head of Lake St. Croix, will not be in
operation today, owing to differences
existing between the boom company
and its employes, who demand that
ten hours shall constitute a day's la-
bor, and are not willing to work the
extra hour unless they receive extra
pay and extra work is needed. It has
been evident ever since the strike at
the mils on the St. Croix, some weeks
ago, that trouble was brewing, and
at a meeting of the union of river
and mill employes, held Monday night,
the situation at the boom was dis-
cussed at considerable length. Some
advocated that the men go to the boom
at 7 o'oclock yesterday morning, in-
stead of at 6 o'clock, as heretofore,
but it was finally decided that the men
work the same yesterday as before
an<J that a committee wait upon Wil-
liam Sauntry, the president of the
boom company, yesterday.

The committee met Mr. Sauntry,
who stated that the demands of the
men could not be granted, and that
rather than run the boom ten hours a
day the works would be shut down.
The committee discussed the situation
with him from all points of view, but
he refused to grant the demand, and
it is said that a strike will be inaugu-
rated this morning.

present, others have logs in Nevers
dam they are anxious to get, and doriot want to see the boom shut down.
It is said that there are more than 250
union men at the boom, and if all of
them refuse to work it will be impos-
sible to run the boom today.

The Gazelle, of the Staples Towing
company's line, arrived last evening
from Prescott with a tow of logs for
the Atwood mill, and will leave today
with a raft of logs for Charles
Boettcher, Red Wing.

HARVEST IS DELAYED
STORMS IN MINNESOTA PREVENT

FARMERS FROM CUTTING
SPRING WHEAT

UNUSUALLY FINE CROP
OF CORN EXPECTED

Rains Benefit Tobacco in Tennessee,
Kentucky, Virginia and Maryland—
Reports Indicate That the Apple Crop
Will Be Small Except in Kansas,
Michigan, New England and Middle
Atlantic States.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. s.—The
weather bureau's weekly summary of
crop conditions is as follows:

A drought prevailing the previous
week from Virginia and the Carolinas
westward to Arkansas has been largely
broken, the rains being excessively,
heavy over the western part of the
region named. Drought, however,'con-
tinues in portions of the lower Ohio
valley, the Carolinas and Northern
Georgia, The Central and Northern
portions of Texas have again received
very heavy rains and the lake region
and the Northern portion of the Mid-
dle Atlantic states have also suffered
to some extent from excessive mois-
ture. The protracted drought in the
Central and Southern Rocky Moun-
tain districts continues with increased
severity, and portions of Kansas, Ne-
braska and the North Pacific coast re-
gion are in need of train. Generally
the temperature conditions have beenhighly favorable.

Big Corn Crop Promised.
As a whole, corn has made excellent

progress in the principal corn-produc-
ing states, and an unusually fine crop
is promised. In a small part of the
lower Ohio valley and in Southeastern
Missouri, Central and Western Kan-
sas, Tennessee and Virginia, a part
of the crop is, however, suffering from
drought.

Some winter wheat remains to be
harvested in extreme northern districts
where harvesting has been much de-layed by rains and considerable dam-
age has been done to wheat in stack
and shock.

Harvesting is in general progress on
the North Pacific coast under favor-
able conditions.

Spring Wheat Harvest Begins.
Spring wheat harvest has been some-what delayed by showers in Minne-Ff>ta, where harvesting is in progress

as far north as the middle portion of
trie state. In North Dakota, high
winds and hail have lodged and dam-
aged spring wheat slightly and rustis appearing on the late sown. The

Rains have benefited the tobacco
crop in Tennessee, Kentucky, Virginia
and Maryland, and the conditions have
been highly favorable for curing in the
Carolinas.

The reports respecting apples con-
tinue generally unfavorable except in
Kansas, Michigan, New England and
portions of the Middle Atlantic states.
