NEW YORK, Aug. 7.—The team of
the American lawn tennis experts suc-
cessfully defended the Dwight F. Davis
international challenge cup today on
the courts of the Crescent Athletic
club, Bay Ridge. They defeated the
challenging Englishmen in the four
matches of the singles by. three victor-
ies and suffered one defeat.

William A. Larhed, the national
champion, was the only/ player on the
American team to succumb to the play- !
ing of the Englishmen. 1 He was beaten 'by R. F. Doherty, who formerly held
the championship of all England. Mal-
colm D. Whitman, the unbeaten Ameri-
can title holder, beat Dr. Pirn and R.
F. Doherty. Lamed' only victory was
scored against Dr. Pirn.
