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CORPSE IN A CELLAR
NUDE BODY OF A WOMAN IN CHI-

CAGO BEARS EVIDENCE OF

MURDER

HER SON IS SUSPECTED
OF THE AWFUL DEED

He Is Missing and Is Thought to Have

Also Killed a Young Woman, Whose

Eody Was Found in a Vacant Lot—

Fiendish Ingenuity in Destroying
Traces of the Mother's Fate.

CHICAGO, Aug. 9.—With a jagged
wound in the left temple and physical
evidence that she had been strangled
or smothered, the almost nude body

of Mrs. Annie Bartholin was found to-
night buried beneath the cellar floor of
the house in which she lived, 4310 Cal-
umet avenue.

Coincident with the finding of the
body, the police redoubled their efforts
to find the missing son, William Bar-
tholin, who is also suspected of the
murder of Miss Minnie Mitchell, whose
body was found in a vacant lot at Sev-
enty-fourth and State streets, Thurs-
day evening. The police have evidence
that Bartholin slept in the house on
Calumet avenue last Tuesday night,

three weeks after his mother had been
murdered and six days after he is sup-
posed to have killed Minnie Mitchell.

Found by Newspaper Men.
The body of Mrs. Bartholin was

found by a party of newspaper men,
after the police had searched the house
and had concluded that if the woman
had been murdered her body was con-

'l somewhere away from the resi-
dent c. All the rooms of the house had
been ransacked, partitions torn down,

walls pounded and the basement and
the premises searched.

Earlier in the day persons who
were searching in the basement
found a place where the cement floor
seemed to have been disturbed. Dig-
ging there, they found what at first
was supposed to be fragments of a
human body. Later they became sat-
isfied that a dog had been buried there.

Crcwbar and Hatchet.
A crowbar, apparently stained with

blood, and a hatchet which bore dark
marks were found in the basement, and
the searchers were unwilling to aban-
don their task even after It seemed
that there was nothing further for
them to do. Finally tonight some one
found a small crevice in the cement
floor, indicating that the cement had
been disturbed and then skillfully

patched.
The cement was quickly broken away

and then the diggers came on a bed
of v%hite sand. Delving through this,
they came upon a dress skirt. This
was dragged out and other articles of
Woman's wear were found. When
these had been removed the body of
the woman was found. It was wrap-
ped in a blanket and practically was
Avithout clothing, there being only a
etc. king on the left foot and a corset
cover around the chest.

Character of the Wound.
From the appearance of the body

It was believed that Mrs. Bartholinxvas struck down either while disrob-
ing for the night or when dressing In
the morning.

On the woman's left temple was a
deep and ragged gash two inches long,
but Dr. E. P. Noel, a physician who
was summoned, said that in his opin-
ion it could not have caused death.

'"The wound is superficial, but may
have served to render the victim un-
conscious," Dr. Noel said. "After the
blow had been struck the woman was
either choked or smothered."

The body was removed to an under-taking establishment, where the cor-
oner's inquest will be held on Monday.

The police have rtfxindoned the the-ory that Bartholin is dead, and PoliceInspector Hunt, in whose district is
the home of Mrs. Bartholin, declaredtonight that he was confident that theman is alive and has not left Chicago.
The clerk of a real estate agent, one
of whose clients holds a mortgage on
the property of Mrs. Bartholin, met
"William Bartholin in front of thehouse on the morning of July 31 orAug. 1, he does not remember which.

Hope for Early Capture.
This fact causes the police to be-

lieve that they will capture him soon,
as he has had less than one week's
start of them.

There was no apparent motive forthe killing of Mrs. Bartholin or ofMinnie Mitchell, but the police aYe
following every possible theory. Theone that finds most favor at present
is that the young man, being in debt,killed his mother In order that herequity in the mortgaged property
might revert to him. While the theorywill not cover the murder of the Mitch-ell girl, the police believe that Barth-olin had the idea that she either sus-pected -him of killing his mother or
had taken him to task for telling con-
flicting stories regarding her disap-
pearance.

Bartholin and his mother were noton good terms, although they lived inthe same house, but beyond a desireto inherit her property there is atpresent no known motive for the mur-der.
Dr. Springer, the coroner's physi-

cian, conducted an autopsy on thebody of Mrs. Bartholin tonight ard,
announced that her death had been 4

caused by strangulation, the assassinhaving made sure of his victim by
first breaking her skull with a bluntinstrument, as a fracture was foundbeneath the wound on the temple.

Thompson was subjected to a
searching examination tonight, but
nothing wTas learned from him, his
answers to questions being direct, and
in no way contradicting his previous
statements.

CONFESSES MURDER
OF HIS WIFE

George Wolf Dug Her Grave Before

He Struck Her With

a Club

APPLETON, Wis., .Aug. 9.—George

Wolf, who murdered his wife at Chip-

pewa Falls last June, has made a full
confession of the crime, in which he
revealed the startling information that
he had dug a grave for her several
days before he killed her and that she
lived an hour after he had struck her
on the head with a club.

The only reason which he assigned
as a cause for the deed was that at-
tentions shown his wife by other men
had made him extremely jealous. He
finally resolved that she must die and
went to the river bank about four
miles from Chippewa Falls, where he
dug a shallow grave.

Several nights later he asked his
wife to go driving. She consented.
When they had reached a lonely spot
he struck her a blow on the head with
a club. Stunned and bleeding, the
woman lay in his arms for an hour, at
the end of which time he completed
his murderous job.

He then drove at once to the grave
where he deposited the body, threw in
some loose sand and left the remainder
of the grave digger's work to the Chip-
pewa river. Wolf returned to his work
in a local livery stable, going to Bril-
lion at the end of two weeks, where he
secured work with the Ormby Lime
company. A fellow workman gave the
information which led to his arrest.

He called his daughters and the
members of -his church in, and while
on his knees offering up a petition, the
Kentucky lovers slipped in and stole
the girls away and they were married.
The indignant father refuses to forgive

his daughters.

VALUE OF A YEAR'S
MINERAL PRODUCTS

Considerably Over a Billion Dollars, as
Reported by the Geological

Survey.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 9.—The
United States geological survey today
issued its annual statistical summary
of the mineral products of the United
States for the calendar year 1901. It
shows for the entire country a gran^f
total of $1,092,224,380 as the value of
minerals produced in 1901, as against
$1,064,408,321 in 1900.

This comprises $566,351,096 worth of
non-metallic mineral products, $524,-
--873,284 metallic products and $1,000,000
(estimaTed) of mineral products un-
specified, including buildings and glass
sand, iron ore used as flux in lead
smelting, tin ore, nitrate of soda, car-
bonate of soda sulphate of soda and
alum clays used by paper manufactur-
ers. Following is the value of some of
the products:

Pig iron, $242,174,000; silver, $77,126,-
--382; gold, $80,218,800; copper, $86,629,-
--266; bituminous coal, $236,201,899;
Pennsylvania anthracite, $112,504,020.

MINNESOTA MAN
KILLED BY TRAMPS

Body of John McDonald, of Sandstone,

ECHO, Utah, Aug. 9.—A body identi-
fied by papers found thereon as that
of John MacDonald, of Sandstone,
Minn., was discovered today alongside
of the Union Pacific tracks west of
here.

An ugly hole, apparently inflicted by
some dull instrument, appears on the
back of the head and the body is oth-
erwise bruised and mangled.

The authorities believe McDonaldwas killed by tramps, their purpose be-
ing robbery.

TELEPHONES IN WAR
SUCCESSFULLY TESTED IN CON-

NECTION WITH TORPEDOES IN
THE CAMP AT PEEKSKILL

THE RESULTS OBTAINED
REGARDED AS SATISFACTORY

Done Without Any Formal Exhibition
of Specially Prepared Material or

Technical Apparatus—Opinion Ex-
pressed That the Adaptability of the
Telephone to Field Operations Is
Fully Demonstrated.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—The adaption

of electricity to practical military pur-
poses is one of the questions of the
hour, and it has to an important ex-
tent been solved by the authorities of
the National guard of the state of
New York. The experiments made this
summer at the state camp at Peekskill
have resulted in certain demonstrations
of special interest to National guard
regiments throughout the country.

Today, of course, suggestions are rife
in military circles as to the probable
ultimate general employment of elec-
tric power (as applied even to automo-
biles, etc.) by forces in the field, and
all this has been and is the subject of
constant and progressive experimenta-
tion on the part of our local militia au-
thorities.

The particular experiments to which
this latter refers were made a few
days ago at Peekskill Camp by the
13th regiment, heavy artillery, of the
national guard of the state. Sub-
marine torpedo practice and trails of
the "Hying telephone line were carried
out.

The demonstrations had were con-
sidered very successful, and as giving
great encouragement to the operators.
It was one more instance of how elec-
tric power may be successfully adapt-
ed to the uses of the soldier, and of
how it may be made to facilitate mili-
tary operations in no small degree.

Material Found Haphazard.
The practice in submarine torpedo-

ing was undertaken by Company M.
It was of even greater practical value
because it was done without any for-
mal exhibition of specially prepared
material or technical apparatus. It
was no parlor display of skill—no pret-
ty demonstration done for the recrea-
tion of a select drawing room audience.
It was thoroughly extempore.

Company M. found their own ma-
terial alfresco, at hap-hazard, thusshowing what they could do in emerg-
gency and without help. They began
by collecting some black powder and
a couple of empty kegs, supplemented
by a supply of axle grease.

From this heterogeneous mass thecompany constructed a watertight
mine. This was sunk off the outpost
at a distance of about 150 yards, be-
ing connected by rubber-insulated
wire, with an incandescent light fuse.
It was then successfully discharged.

Next, a second mine was put under
the water-logged hull of an old schoon-
er formerly used for transporting
bricks, and which for a dozen years
had been lying in the river mud not
far from a railway trestle.

The exploding of this second minewas undertaken at night, when it was
perfectly dark, and without the as-
sistance of lantern light. The result
was eminently satisfactory, the old
schooner hulk being shattered topieces.

The experiments with the flying tele-phone line were also conducted by
Company M. Sergeant M. C. Sullivan
had charge of the detail told off for
the work, which was what may be de-
scribed as that of "electrical scouts."
The operators had for material —which,
as in the case of the torpedo experi-
ment, was all improvised—a regulation
army wagon. On the latter the car-
penters had constructed a reel. The
latter w^as served by a detail of sixmen. The scouts carried, strapped to
their backs, portable telephone instru-ments, attached to carrying cases.

Three miles of insulated, wire very
rapidly latd, being placed so that the
scouts could bridge in and make con-
nections at any point desired on the
line.

Nature of the Experiment.
The actual experimenting was this:

The scouts, being stationed in a bomb-proof hut, close by the targets, used
the line for telephoning to the gunners
the results of their marksmanship.
The instruments were designed witha special view to their operation over
a line the insulation of which between
conductor and earth could be very low
and in case it became broken from
any cause would still be able to give
service. This special design differs
from the ordinary commercial modeljust so far that it requires greater
battery power and somewhat louder
talking, in order to secure first class
service.

In the laying of the line it was sought
only to build a vary temporary affair,
save that obstructing gate-ways along
the route were avoided. The wire while
the wagon team proceeded at a trotting
pace, was reeled off like rope. The
insulation of the line to earth was
found to be very low; its conductivity,
however, was high, being composed of
No. 14, B. & S. high grade copper.

At the camp end of the line it was
grounded in the water-works at thetarget and a pool was made and< sev-
eral metal washbasins attached to
each other. The wagon used for theexperiments was the regulation type of
the quartermaster's department, andhad a two-wheeled vehicle been useda great increase in the range of opera-
tions might have been secured, andthe conductor have been laid down
with even greater celerity than it was.

These experiments are regarded hereas extremely succssful, and opinions
are freely expressed that the adapta-
biliy of the telephone for field opera-
tions has been demonstrated in a very
convincing manner. —George Morris.

Orders issuedtoday provide that the examination of
civilian candidates shall be held by
special boards appointed for the pur-
pose at Fort Snelling and twelve other
military posts.

The box was then con-
veyed to the prison cemetery and buried.

LEVI DODGE INSTANTLY KILLED
ON OMAHA TRACKS

He Was Paying Attention to Train in
Front of Him, and Did Not Hear
One Coming Up Behind—Heavy

Grade Prevents Engineer From Stop-
ping.

Levi Dodge, fifty-seven years old,
employed as a gatekeeper at the Min-
nesota Grass Twine works, was struck
by a special freight train on the Omaha
track, one mile east of the East Sev-
enth street bridge, about 6:20 last night
and instanly killed. Dodge was walk-
ing on the tracks on a steep grade and
did not hear the whistle of the engine.

He was knocked eight feet from the
track. None of the wheels passed over
him.

Dodge was returning home from his
work along the tracks as was his cus-
tom. It had just begun to rain, and
he had his umbrella over his head,
tilted backwards towards the ap-
proaching freight train. Engineer
James O'Neal, of Hudson, Wis., was
in the cab and noticed Dodge when
about thirty car lengths ahead.

O'Neal told his fireman, Oscar Strom,
to blow the whistle, which was done
continuously until Dodge was struck.
The freight train, which was on the
west-bound tracks, was loaded heavily
and the steep grade made it Impossi-

ble for the engineer to bring his engine

to a standstill. For a few moments he
was certain that the man was going to
step off the track, as he hardly could
have missed hearing the blasts from
the whistle. There was an east-bound
passenger train passing on the next
track, and it is likely that Dodge was
paying all his attention to it, and be-
lieved the whistling came from the pas-
senger engine.

Engineer O'Neal stopped the train
as soon as possible, and he and the
train crew rushed back. They found
Dodge lying eight feet from the tracks
dead. His skull was fractured and
death was instantaneous.

Train Moving Slowly.
Coroner Miller was called to investi-

gate the accident. O'Neal told the cor-
oner that he could swear that he was
not going at the rate of fifteen miles an
hour at the time the accident occurred.
The coroner ordered the remains taken
to the morgue, where they were later
taken in charge by H. T. Mitchell, a
son-in-law of Dodge.

Dodge has lived in this city since last
fall and resided with Mitchell at 915
Phalen avenue. He had three daugh-
ters, two married, one single, and one
son. Coroner Miller decided that the
death was accidental and that no in-
quest wuld be necessary.
