T. W. LAWSON WRITES A BOOK.

Copper Magnate Scores New York
Yachtsmen at Considerable Expense.
BOSTON, Mass.,

(
Julyl 10.—Thomas

W. Lawson, the multimillionaire cop-
per magnate, has joined the ranks of
authors —at an expense of $90,000. On
Monday his first literary effort, enti-
tled "The Lawson > History of the
America's Cup," wiH be ready for dis-
tribution, and not one of the 3,000
copies which will be printed will be
offered for sale. Mr. Lawson, as an
author, as in all things he undertakes,
shows originality, for he has prepared
and published a private edition of
what is designed to be an authentic
history of international yachting con-tests, each volume costing approxi-
mately $30. The distributfon is to be
gratis to friends and the yacht clubs
and principal libraries of the world.

The book represents a year of labor
on the part of compilers, artists, en-
gravers and printers. As a history it
is of a serious character, designed to
fill a want in the record of interna-
tional yachting, a sport in which there
is a dearth of reliable literature. Still,
behind all the seriousness of the book,
there is to be seen the Lawson spirit',
for Mr. Lawson is a born fighter for
principles, and he pays his respects to
the New York millionaires who shut
him out from defending the cup with
the yacht Independence, which he
built and kept in commission last sea-
son at an expense of more than $500 -000.

It will be readily recalled that a year
ago this month Mr. Lawson crossed
swords with the New York Yacht
club over a question of ethics in the
defense of the America's cup. He
built the Independence to'the require-
ments of the cup defense class and
purposed sailing her in the trial races
for the selection of a vessel to defend
the cup.
