ROYAL YACHT AT
COWES

FINE SPECTACLE AT :
BRITISH NAVAL REVIEW

“The Shouting and the Tumult Dies”.
in London and Hotelkeepers Wail
Because They Have Made Less Than
They Counted Upon—Sins of the Ad-
miralty. y:

LONDON, Aug. 16.—Since coronation
day the exodus from London has been
continuous and the population of the
city is now probably at the lowest
water mark for the whole year. The
activity of the capital may be said to
have been temporarily tranferred to
the Solent, where the jast flicker of
festivity was witnessed at the naval
review. The royval guests have nearly
all departed and the American migra-
tion is limited only to the carrying ca-
pacity of the Atlantic liners. Six
steamers which sailed this week were
heavily loaded with departing tourists.

A general wail is going up from the
hotels and boarding houses, which
have not profited to the extent expect-
ed by the coming of coronation vis-
itors. At the same time the railroads
report a very slack season’'s haulage.
The unseasonable summer reduced the
week-end traffic to a minimum.

King at Cowes.

In the meanwhile King Edward is
holding a floating court on beoard the
royal yacht Victoria and Albert at
Cowes. Two big receptions have been
planned to take place on board the
yvacht next week in honor of the shah
of Persia, Ras Kakonnen, the Abyssin-
fan general. 3

The former arrives in London Mon-
day. He has been waiting forty-eight
hours at Calais, France, for the most
favorable weather in order to make a
dash across the channel, being a bad
saildr. In fact, he is said to be in ab-
ject dread of even a visit to the king’s
vacht., anchored in the smooth water of
the harbor of Cowes, and the officials
in charge of the shah’s tour are actu-
ally afraid that a catspaw breeze Tues-
day may wreck what is . intended to be
an imposing reception oh the royal
yacht.

Admiralty Is Indicted.

The great naval parade off Spithead
is filling columns of the London papers
with indictments of the admiralty as
well as panegyrics of the magnificent
pageant. William Laird Clowes, the
naval eritic and historical writer who
is unquestionably an authority on com-
parative naval statistics and who can-
not be classed as an alarmist, writes
that while there are a dozen very effi-
cient battleships off Spithead and a
few cruisers, all comparing favorably
with those of the best foreign construc-
tion, the bulk of the great fleet is
merely an “exhibition of flags, paint
and gilding and the majority might
well be built of cardboard, as they are
mere dummies, too feeble to fight and
too slow to run away.”

Tue admiralty is also coming in for
scathing criticism on account of the
overcrowding of transports. Returning
colonial troops from Capt Town on the
steamers Britannic and Drayton
Grange, going to Australia, were devas-
tated with measles, pneumonia and
pleurisy. The stories of filthy quar-
ters and inadequate thedicine and food
rival anything charged in connection
with the “fever ships” which arrived
at Camp Wyckoff, Montauk Point, Long
island, after the war with Spain.

Over-Crowded Half a Thousand.

Offical statements from the admiral-
ty all deny over-crowding, but the fact
remains that after indignant protests
from Australia the transport Aurania,
then on the eve of sailing from Cape
Town, before proceeding, disembarked
520 officers and men, thus admitting
that the ship was over-crowded to this
extent.

Even more serious from a national
point of view than the transport, re-
mount and commissary scandals is the
problem of caring for the hordes of dis-
charged soldiers now clamoring for em-
ployment. There is no question that
the various relief organizations accoms=-
plished a vast amount of good through-
out the war and they are still doing so.
They disbursed literally millions of
pounds sterling in aid of widows, or-
phans and invalids, but now the work-
houses of the United Kingdom are filled
with time-expired men and in all the
big towns masses of volunteers and re-
servists are vainly seeking fresh situa-
tions in place of those their employers
promised to hold open till after the war
but who did not do so. Strangely
enough, while the cities are glutted
with men out of work, the farmers in
all sections of the country are reported
to be lamenting the dearth of field
hangg. 3

Play Based on the Nativity.

Possibly the rich receipts from the
opening of Westminster abbey to the
public after the coronation prompted
a committee to approach Cardinal
Vaughan- with the object of securing
for the as yet unconsecrated Catholic
cathedral at Westminster a great
Christmastide production of Laurence
Housman’s miracle play based on the
nativity. Nothing can be settled until
the cardinal’'s return from the conti-
nent, but the committee hopes to se-
cure the cathedral and thus avoid con-
tact with the ' censor’s well known
prejudice against the personation of
Biblical characters in a theater,

Dramatic London, like the remainder
of the capital, #§ moribund. Charles
Frohman, Aug. 19, will introduce Marie
Tempest at the Duke of York’s theater
in a newly adapted French comedy.

The sterility of the theatrical season
is indicated by the fact that while
thirty-two theaters presented first per-
formances at Christmas only eight

houses west of Temple Bar are now
open.

KING EDWARD REVIEWS FLEET.

Magnificent Show, but on the Whited
Sepulcher Order,

PORTSMOUTH, Aug. 16.—King Ed-’
ward completed the programme of the
corcnation festivities today by review-
ing the fleet for the first time since his
accession. From a spectacular point of
view the assemblage of 100 and odd
war vessels in the roadstead off Spit-
head was a magnificent show, but to
these looking beneath the brilliaft
veneer of paint and polish, it was evi-
dent that the fighting strength of the
fleet"was by no means formidable. The
lines of ships were thic v dotted with
ineffectives, Among tHese may be
mentioned the third-class cruiser Cal-
liope, of Apia fame; while others in-
cluded- such relics ag the battleships
Devastation, Dreadnaught, Camper-
dcewn and Edinburgh, which are classed
by some experts as absolutely danger-
Ous to their crews, while.some of the
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tiny canoe to the big excursion steam-
er, and every vantage point on shore
was covered with spectators. At 8§ 3.
m. in response to a signal, the fleet
broke out flags, and in the spac
minute the lines of black hulls were
transformed into parti-colored lanes of
fluttering bunting. Simultaneously the
pennant of Admiral Sir Charles Hoth-
am, the commander-in-chief at Ports-
mouth, was flung out from the peak
of the Royal Sovereign, which today
acted as flagship of the fleet. Five
other admirals’ flags were also in view
in different sections of the parade. The
five lines in which the fleet was moor-
ed were located midway between the
Isle of Wight and the mainland. Near-
est to the Portsmouth shore were the
special service vessels and yachts and
a few distinguished visiting vessels,
headed by the conspicuous white hull
of the Japanese torpedo boat destroyer
Agaschio.

The next line was made up of thirty»
twe British torpede beoat destroyers.
Then there was a line of cruisers/and
gunboats, then a double line of battle-
ships and finally another line of cruis-
ers. Another parallel line, nearest to
the Isle of Wight, was made up of for-
eign men-of-war, including two Jap-
anese cruisers, the Asama and Taka-
sago; the Italian armored cruiser Carlo
A'berto, and the Portuguese cruiser
Dom Carlos L. The precaution had been
taken to compel all the vessels present
to burn smokeless coal, but as the day
advanced a haze spread over the water,
and small craft frequently disappeared
in banks of mist

At 12:30 p. m. the lines of the fleet
clesed, the guard boats drove all un-
authorized craft out of the forbidden
area, and promptly at 2 o'clock t.he
royal yacht Victoria and Albert, with
King Edward, Queen Alexandra and
other royal personages on board, slow-
ly got under weigh. This movement
was signaled by a gunboat from the
Royal Sovereign, and thousands of
jackies swarmed over the decks, super-
struetures and fighting' tops and man-
ned ship in honor eof their approaching
majesties. Then came the firing of the
royal salute of twenty-one guns.

Amid the crash of naval ordhance
the king's yacht moved slowly east-
ward, accompanied by the royal yachts
Osborne and Alberta and three others,
and escorted by-a flotilla of torpedo
‘boat destroyvers. The king, who wore
the uniform of an admiral of the fleet,
was surrounded by a brilliant staff.
As his majesty passed each ship the
officers and men cheered,; and when the
Victoria and Albert, after traversing
the lin¢), took up fresh moorings
abreast of the Royal Sovereign, the
whole fleet joined in a final roar of
cheers for the king, who then per-
sonally signaled an invitation to all the
flag Oofficers, including those of the
foreign ships, to join him on the royal
yacht. :

The king will again inspect the fleet
Monday, when all the ships will steam
past the royal yacht. After what one
writer calls “this display showing the
progress of naval construction during
the Victorian era, from the time of the
early wooden vessels,” the fleet will
disperse.

Thousands of persons who were ex-
pectantly awaiting the ‘illumination of
the _fleet off Spithead tonight not only
were disappointed, but were drenched
and bedraggled by a sudden and vio-
lent thunderstorm.

The storm continued for an hour.
After-that the night was fair and the
illumination was carried out, and was
witnessed by thousands, who reappear-
ed upon the shore. A rocket was sent
up from the royal yacht and a moment
later the dim outline of a yacht burst
out in thousands of incandescent
lights. This was the signal for the
hundreds of other ships, and as if by
magic the entire fleet was illuminated
in a great blaze of light. The sudden
change from dusky shadows of battle-
ships to one of electric brilliancy had
a startling effect on the crowds, and
they made manifest their delight by
rounds of cheers.

The lines of the funnels, masts and
upper decks of the ship were outlined
in mellow, glowing lines, and the flag-
ships by a clear, pale light, mast high.
The brilliant lights of the merchant
ships and pleasure craft added to the
splendor of the maritime fete. Simul-
taneously hundreds of public and pri-
vate buildings ashore were illuminated,
while an imposing display of fireworks,
varied in color and form, gave fresh
interest to the carnival. After an
hour’s display the incandescent bulbs
on the ships were extinguished and
were succeeded by a gorgeous display
of colored searchlights, trained wuni-
formly in various directions and end-
ing with rainbow effects, which were
heightened by the clouds of steam ex-
hausted from the funnels of the ves-._
sels. -

The searchlights were still gleaming
when the royal salute was fired at
midnight. Then all were extinguished,
save that on the royal yacht, which
remained glittering.

TWENTY-EIGHT THOUSAND
DOLLARS NOT DISCOVERABLE

Express Agent Tells a Story of Rob-

bery That Is Not Credited.

OWENSBORO, Ky., Aug. 16.—The
agent of the American Express com-
pany at Fordsville was robbed of $28,-
000 last night under peculiar circum-
stances. J. W. Boatner, who shipped
the money to Fordsville, is under ar-
rest at Irvington, and J. C. Schlitz-
baum, the agent of the company, is
being held.

Several .days ago a man giving his
name as J. W. Boatner, of Memphis,
Tenn., appeared at the office of the
American Express company at Deane-
field, five miles from Fordsville, and
wanted to express $28,000 to the latter
point. Boatner took a receipt for it,
and then the agent remembered that
he was allowed to ship only $5,000 at
one time, and made him take the cash
back. Boatner kept the money until
last night, when it was sent to Fords-
ville by express, where it arrived late
last night. The express agent, it is
said, informed a number of people
that the money had arrived. It was
not put in bank, as Mr. Boatner sent
word that he would be there early this
morning.

This morning Schlitzbaum turned up
at Falls of Rough, ten miles away.
He stated he was held up, robbed and
kidnapped during the night. He first
decided to stay at the depot all night,
he says, but finally got nervous and
started to the hotel, which is only one
square away. Between the two places
he was set upon and robbed of the
money by three men.

The express people and the officers
belleve that the whole affair was a
consipracy to defraud the American
Express company out of $28,000. Boat-
ner is now under arrest at Irvington.

Constitution Views.

Every newspaper in the empire takes
sides and fills its editorial page with
its constitutional views, those in op-
position averring that his majesty’s
act was only one of a series of steps
tending to increase the prerogatives
of the emperor beyond the limits fixed
by the constitution, asserting that the
constitution is merely what the country
permits the chief executive to interpret
and apply and saying that the imperial
ministry is weak in not withstanding
the encroachments of the crown. Cer-
tainly more than half the country
shares the emperor’'s sentiments, but
some of his majesty’s defenders think
that his public expressions were inju-
dicious. Others affirm that a great
deal is being made out of nothing and
that Emperor William’s telegram was
merely a personal expression of what
he regarded as being a slight to a
brother monarch, and say that his offer
to contribute the money required was
simply an active expression of his love
for art.

Emperor William, as a subscriber for
a hundred tickets in a lottery of the
Friends of. Art society at $3.75 each,
has been a continuous winner of prizes
and an explanation is printed in the
newspapers because of the frequency
of his majesty’s name appearing as a
winner gn the lottery list of the soci-
ety. It is pointed out that the em-
peror buys one-tenth of all the tickets
and that the proceeds are devoted to
the purchase of art works for public
galleries.

An Electrical Crisis.

The crisis in the German electrical
industry is occasioning much discus-
sion regarding finding a remedy for the
present ruinous competition and bring-
ing the producing capacity of the works
in harmony with the market’s demands.
The bank fer electrical undertakings,
of Zurich, which is owned by the All-
gemeine Geselleschaft, of Berlin, dis-
cusses the situation in its yearly re-
port, just issued, and concludes that the
European electrical companies must
adopt the American trust idea, getting
all the works under one management
and then shutting down the unprofit-
able ones until the situation improves.

The Bleichroeder family has caused

In an Address at aﬁglb'gyfauqua As-

MOUNTAIN LAKF ‘PARK, Ma4.,
Aug. 16.—Several thousand persons
greeted Samuel Gompers, president of
the American Federation’® of Labor,
who delivered an addréss foday before
the Chautauqua assemblys on “Labor
and Capital—the Workmen’s Side of
the Story.” s

Mr. Gompers prefaced: his remarks
by saying that the average mind looks.
contrary on labor’s side of the ques-
tion. “The newspapers, without any
attempt on my part te charge them
with unfairness, usually present the
labor question from the ‘standpoint of
the employer. They .either get their
information from employers or their
representatives. It is the same old
story. The representatives of labor
suffer from the same old wrongs.
There is no short cut to emancipa-
tion.”

Mr. Gompers declared that the labor
of young and innocent children is the
great evil that needs reformation.
“Many states, particularly in the
South, have no law whatever to pre-
vent the practice. “Men get rich,” he
declared, “from the labor of children
whose bones are ground into almighty
dollars. It is a sad commentary. Men
walk the streets in idleness in the
textile districts while the mills are
filled with busy children. Instead of
labor being crowned with honor and
dignity, its rightful heritage, ft is a
question of how much labor can be
squeezed out of the laborer and how
little wages he can be forced to aec-
cept in return.” S ;

Mr. Gompers declared .-that ‘there
was no greater congervator of the
peace than the labor “erganization,

JOHN TEMPEL SINKS WHILE
BATHING IN M'CARRON'S
LAKE

RESCUERS TRY IN VAIN
TO DRAG HIM QUT

Two of His Companions Make a-Heroic
Attempt to Save Him, But Fail—
Body Is Caught in Weeds and Does
Not Rise to the Surface.

John Tempel, sixteen years of age,
living with his parents at 730 Western
avenue, was drowned in MeCarron’s
lake between 4 and 5 o’clock yesterday
afternoon. The body was net recovered
until 8 o'clock and is now in the
morgue.

Tempel, in company with Henry
Huessman, 617 Virginia avenue, and
F. Saiko, Edmund and Mackubin, left
Tempel’s home ahout 2 o’clock yester-
day afternoon with the intention of go-
ing fishing. The boys fished for a time,

and considering their luck poor decided
to go swimming. Tempel has always
maintained that he could swim, but
none of the boys went to any distance
in the lake. After they had been in
the water a short time Tempel went out
about forty feet, leaving the other two
between him and the shore. Huessman
noticed that Tempel was behaving
strangely in the water, and suspecting
that something was wrong swam out
towards him.

‘When Huessman reached Tempel the
latter grabbed him by the mneck and
both began to sink. Huessman called
for Saiko to come to his assistance and
Saiko swam out to him.

Sank Immediately.

Saiko grabbed Huessman with one
hand and tried to swim towards shore,
and in doing so forced Huessman to
loosen his grip on Tempel. Tempel
sank immediately and was not seen
again until the body was recovered.

The bottom of the lake is a mass of

when Tempel sank for the first time he
became entangled in the meshes and
was prevented from rising to the sur-
face. Huessman and Saiko gave the
alarm and Frank Lahrs, A. P. Mox and
L. V. Rodecker began searching for
the body. Shortly before 8 o’clock one
of the men in the boat who was sound-
ing the lake with a fishing spear struck
the body and brought it to the surface.
The water was nine feet deep at the
point where the remains were discov-
