“Players will frequently rail at the
umpire to cover up bad plays on their
part, and the audience will follow the
lead of the bluffing player and make it
unpleasant for the indicator handler.

“When I am in Cincinnati and Billy
Bergen is catching, 1 am always wor-
ried about the calling of balls and
strikes. I have worked behind all the
catchers in the league so far this sea-
son, and Bergen is by far the hardest
man to get around to see balls and
strikes of any backstop.

“He is rather tall, and when he gets:
behind the bat he does not lean far
over, as do other catchers, so that the
umpire _can see the ball all the way up,
from e time it leaves the pitcher's
hand until it reaches the batsman. He
stands perfectly upright all the time,
so that the umpire is compelled to
crane his neck in order to see the ball
when the pitcher lets go eof it. By the
time it is half way up to Bergen the
umpire’s view of it is.almost entirely
obscured, unless he manages to stretch
himself a few inches more, so that his
range of vision® is above Bergen's
height. Because of this many a ball
is missed on the man who is pitching
to Bergen, although I imagine that all
evens up in the long run.”
