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CROPS LOOK WELL
CONDITIONS THROUGHOUT THE

ENTIRE NORTHWEST PROMISE

A HEAVY YIELD

WHEAT IN MONTANA
RUNS HIGH TO ACRE

But Little Has Been Harvested in Min-

nesota and the Dakotas, but Oats and
Barley Products Heavy—Flax Is Also
in Good Shape—Potatoes Good.

All the earlier predictions as to an
excellent crop in all grains are carried
out in the fifteenth weekly crop report
just issued by the Northern Pacific.
Oats and barley have been pretty well
cut throughout the Northwest, and the
farmers are beginning on the wheat.

In the Red river valley the harvest-
ing will not be general for a few days
yet. The early sown fields are ready

for cutting, but the later grains, while
they are in fine condition, will not be
ready for some time.

Reports from Montana state that
the harvesting is well along and that
in many sections in the Missouri valley

the yield of wheat runs as high as thir-
ty-five bushels to the acre.

Threshing is well under way in
Washington and Oregon.

The report in full follows:
Detailed Report.

Minnesota Division—Harvesting is
well advanced, and most of the grain
stacked; very little threshing has been
done. Flax and corn still in good con-
dition and making good progress.

St. Paul, Duluth Division—Most of
the grain has been stacked, but very
little threshing done. Potatoes an ex-
cellent crop and are being marketed.

Little Falls & Dakota Bfanch —
Weather has been very favorable for
harvesting, and the work is being com-
pleted as rapidly as possible. No
threshing done.

X. P. Fergus & B. H. Branch to
Oakes—Harvesting of small grains,
except flux, is almost completed, and
threshing will be general next week.
Flax is growing nicely and will be a
good crop. Corn ripening rather slow-
ly, account cool weather.

Grains Ripening Rapidly.
Red River Valley Branch—Harvest-

ing has commenced, but still not be
general for four or five days; only
early sown fields are ready to cut. Late
sown grains are in excellent condition
and ripening rapidly. Flax will not be
ripe for two or three weeks, but is in
good condition and promises good
yield.

Dakota Division—Harvesting is gen-
eral, and most of the barley and oats
are cut. Flax growing nicely and
farmers expect good crop. Corn also
doing well.

Fargo & South Western Branch to
Dickey—Harvest is general, but too
early to make accurate estimate of
yield, although the opinion prevails
that it will considerably exceed that of
former years. Flax and corn growing
well.

Casselton Extension—The harvest
has begun in earnest and a large por-
tion of the crops have been cut. Flax
Is ripening.

Beginning to Cut Wheat.
Cooperstown Branch—Most of the

barley and oats have been cut and
farmers are commencing on wheat.
Frost on the 10th caused some damage
to millet in the vicinity of McHenry.
No damage to other grains reported.

Jamestown & Northern Branch—
Oats and barley are being harvested,
but very little wheat cut. Flax ma-
turing rapidly and will soon be ready
to cut. Frost Aug. 10 caused very lit-
tle damage to grain.

Montana—Crops are being harvested
with satisfactory results. Some fall
wheat in Missouri Valley runs as high
as thrity-five bushels per acre. Oats
and barley in splendid condition.
Weather favorable; plenty of moisture
for present needs.

Idaho, Washington and Oregon—
Harvesting progressing rapidly
throughout all districts. Threshing
general on main line, and considerable
new grain coming in. Quality good;
weather has been favorable.

TO CUT RATES FOR BRITISHERS.
Northern Roads Would Like to Meet

the Canadian Pacific Tariff
on Redcoats.

Owing to the fact that the Canadian
Pacific road makes a special low rate
for officers of the British army, and the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
lose considerable business by not being
able to meet it, the latter roads havepetitioned the Transcontinental Pas-senger association to authorize a simi-
lar reduction.

This would bring the rate down tothe same basis upon which tickets are
sold to officers of the United States
army and would enable the Northern
roads to get a share of the business
which is at present lost to them ow-
ing to their inability to meet the rates.

Should the Passenger association notsee fit to authorize the reduction it is
not unlikely that the Northern Pacific
and the Great Northern will act inde-
pendently in the matter and announcea rate of their own. The rate will in-clude the officers of the navy as well
as those of the army and as there is
considerable travel in this country
among this class of people the low
rate would undoubtedly be a paying
proposition.

MANY GOING WEST TODAY.
Coast Roads Will Run Extra Equip-

Today being the third Tuesday of the
month the low homeseekers' rates are
In effect over the coast roads and it isexpected that the business today and
tomorrow will be heavy.

The Chicago lines all report big par-
ties coming In from their territory
and the coast lines are preparing torun extra equipment on all the west-
bound trains.

It is a little early in the season yet
for this class of travel as the people
who are going West in many cases are
busy with their harvest, but in spite
of this the business has been heavyright along all summer and It will beincreased rapidly now. October will
probably be the banner month of thefall in this class.

AMERICAN EPICURES ARE
EATING SNAILS

Look Like Cellar Mollusk, But Re-
quire Much Preparation.

Snails are not eaten in France alone.
In large quantities they are imported
into America, and at the Hotel Belle-
vue, in Philadelphia; at the Wadorf-
Astoria and Monquins, in New York;
at the Richelieu, in Chicago, as well as
at many other fashionable restaurants
throughout the country, they are serv-
ed as an entree, to Frenchmen, to
Italians, and to many Americans. With
Americans, indeed, they bid fair to be-
come a popular dish.

The Latin name of the edible snail
is helix pomatia, and the French name
is escargot. The creature is about two
inches long, gray, horned, and with a
convoluted, dark brown shell. In
America, usually, it is eaten roasted.

To prepare it, the cook first gets it
out of its shell by boiling it. Then he
washes the shell, replaces the snail in-
side and fills up the opening or en-
trance with a lump of escargot butter
of the size of a chestnut. (Escargot
butter, a highly seasoned, pale-green
compound, is made by churning cream,
watercress and garlic together, and
is only used in the cooking of snails.)
Over this butter, then, a little Par-
mesan cheese is grated, and the snail,
with eight of his fellows, is laid on
the bed of salt in a porcelain dish.
The dish is put in a hot oven for ten
minutes, and its contents are served
immediately thereafter in the platter
in which they were cooked.

Nine snails make a portion, which
costs $1 or $1.25. They are served as
an entree, before the roast, and are
eaten with the escargot fork, a silver
instrument, about ten inches long, that
somewhat resembles a hoe in shape.
The fork is held in the right hand, and
the hot shell in the left; the snail,
curled up within, is dug out with the
hoelike instrument much as a nut is
dug out with a nutpick.

A roasted snail is of a light brown
color, a little soft cylinder an inch long.
It tastes as it is with the appetizing
escargot butter rather like a roasted
clam. It tastes, in fact, rather good.

But to the average American, famil-
iar with the snail that creeps slowly
along its cellar wall, an unholy, horned
thing, erect in a little pool of slime,
the thought of snail eating is intolera-
ble. With the American gourmet, how-
ever, it is another story.

The edible snail in France, the escar-
gots, differ in appearance in no wise
from the cellar snails of America; only
they are very carefully prepared
the table.

They feed in the French vine coun-
try by millions on the vine leaves, and
the little children gather them. The
children take them home and throw
them into casks that are set in cool,
shady places. Here they are kept,
without food, for two and sometimes
for three and four months, and salt is
sprinkled over them every fortnight.
The effect of the salt is to destroy the
disgusting slime that they so plenti-
fullexude; the salt "cures" them, mak-
ing their flesh as clean and as firm as
the flesh of a crab^ or of a lobster.'The
effect of their long fast is to destroy
the risk of any poisonous quality in
them. For snails will often feed on
belladonna leaves, and cases have been
known where men, eating such snails
Immediately after their capture, have
died of belladonna poisoning. In
France, therefore, it is not until the
vine snails have been thoroughly
cleansed and purified by fasts and by
dry baths of salt that they are put
upon the market.

In the Tyrol there are innumerable
small , plantations—gardens, floored
with mass, and channeled with little
streams (for snails thrive best amid
moisture), where the escargots are
reared. They are fed on cabbage leaves
and the little streams, at their en-
trances to and exits from the gardens,
are grated with the finest wire grating,
so that any snails that tumble into
them may be retaken. As soon as in
the autumn the Tyrolean snails retire
into their shells to hibernate, they are
packed away together in dark cellars,
and in the spring are shipped to mar-
ket in wooden boxes lined with straw.

Snails have been for over 2,000 years
a delicacy abroad, as much a delicacy
as truffles or as pate de foie gras. The
Romans ate them. Pliny says the Ro-
man nobles preferred them to the Eng-
lish oyster. And Varro says they were
raised on certain allotted farms upon
bran soaked in wine, a food which gave
them a delicate flavor, and on which
they grew to immense size—to such a
size, indeed, wrote the veracious Var-
ro, that one snail shell would often be
big enough to hold ten quarts of liquor.
Apicius ,gives the sauce with which
the Roman nobles liked them best—
sauce of sweet herbs, milk, butter,
cheese, wine, flour and saffrom. In
Italy to this day the snail is a popular
article of food. ;\u25a0>---;

It is eaten in certain sections of
England. The glassworkers of New-
castle have an annual snail feast in
the forest on the outskirts of the town,
and in the Gloucestershire markets
snails are always to be bought during
the winter months. Robert May, in a
cookbook that was issued in London
in 1660, says that snails are very good
to eat. "Stew them," he bids, "in
claret, vinegar and spice, and serve
them on bread, with a minced egg
hard boiled, and with slices of lemon;
or fried in butter, with minced onions,
they are a savory dish." ." ' \u25a0

In the snail's natural history vitality
is the dominant note. This little crea-
ture is almost immortal. Chop off its
tail and a new tail will grow on.
Break its shell, and it will mend the
fracture. Indeed, cut off its head
(some naturalists say), and in a little
while a new head will appear. Fast-ing has no effect on it. Specimens,
thought to be dead, have been glued to
pasteboard," or mounted upon glass for
fifteen years, and on the accidental ap-
plication of moist heat have come to

The snail lives a long time—thirty,
forty, \u25a0 even fifty years. Its slime
serves it, first, as a defense birds
that would otherwise eat it cannot tol-
erate this sticky, silvery paste; second,
as a weapon, for, exuded upon insects
and small creatures, it throws them
into a helpless stupor— in fact,
to hypnotize them.

The snail travels with its house on
its back. It moves with incredible
slowness, its horned head erect/ its
neck arched like the neck of a swan;
and from the sac in the corrugated
disc or foot, on which it crawls, it vents
its slime as it goes. The slime smooths
and makes easy its path for it, as oil
smooths a ship's path over a troubledsea. -// ; , : ,.' \u25a0\u0084."-.

The fashionable American restau-
rants that serve snails have them ship-
ped from Paris alive. \u25a0 But they jmay
also be bought, preserved in glass jars,
in many fashionable

;

grocery stores.
Ask the grocer for a jar of snails, and
he would hardly understand you; but
ask him for a jar of escargots and he
produces, with a smile, a little and ex-
pensive jar of glass with a small box
of snail shells fastened to it.—Balti-more Herald.

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FRENCHMEN STILL
DEFEND SCHOOLS

Institutions Closed After Resistance
in Which Gendarmes Are

Wounded.

BREST, France, Aug. 18.—The at-
tempt made by the authorities today
to close the sisters' schools at Ploud-
aniel, Folgoet and St. Meen, the last
villages in Brittany where unauthor-
ized schools were still open, met with
a determined resistance. The inhab-
itants wir*. on guard throughout the
night and the tocsin was sounded when
the approach TJf the gendarmes and
troops was signaled in the morning.
At Ploudaniel a crowd numbering sev-
eral thousand people replied with hoots
to the summons of the police commis-
saries, while the ringing of church and
school bells drowned the voices of the
officials.

When an attempt was made to forc<y
the strongly barricaded door it failed,
the defenders meanwhile crying "Ju-
das," and singing Breton hymns, ming-

led with cheers for liberty and shouts
of "down with Combes!" The com-
missaries tried to attack the school
by the garden wall, which they ordered
the soldiers to breach. This was done
in the midst of showers of filth and
mud from the defenders, who manned
the breach, armed with clubs and pre-
vented the commissaries from pene-
trating into the garden.

The soldiers attempted to scale the
wall with the aid of a pile of fag-
gots, but the defenders deluged the
faggots with petroleum and set them
on fire, whereupon the commissaries
and troops drew off amidst cheers for
liberty and for the sisters.

At St. Meen the sisters were expelled
and the school was closed after a two
hours' struggle during which a police
commissary was wounded.

After a long resistance, the closing
of the school was effected by the au-
thorities. The school at Folgoet was
also closed.

After the repulse at the garden wall
of the school at Ploudaniel the com-
missaries decided to await reinforce-
ments. In the meantime' Senator Pich-
on and Counsellor General Soubigon
persuaded the defenders of the school
to open the door. After this had been
done the sisters walked to the church
and were given an ovation by the
crowd. The commissaries entered the
school and made an inventory of the
property. They then-sealed the doors.

In the rioting two gendarmes were
slightly wounded. The leading inhabi-
tants of Ploudaniel have taken the ex-
pelled sisters to their homes. Similar,
though less violent, scenes attended the
closing of the schools and the. expul-
sion of the sisters at Folgoet . and St.
