CHARGES A CONSPIRACY

CORONER MILLER WANTS “J, L.
MILLER” PRODUCED IN COURT

Allegation Is Made That There Is No
Such Person and That Purpose of
Filing the Name Is to Confuse Vot-
ers—John Miller Tells of Mysterious
Namesake.

Coroner Arthur W. Miller t‘lnku he
is the intended victim of an alleged
conspiracy and has commenced man-
damus proceedings to prevent the ap-
pearance of the name of J. L. Miller
on the primary ballot as a Democratio
candidate for nomination for coroner,

The suit instituted yesterday by Dr.
Miller is the first of its kind under the
primary law and the mandamus which
is directed against County Auditor W.
R. Johnson and J. L. Miller is made
returnable before Judge ©Otis at 2
o’clock this afternoon. Dr. Miller al-
leges that there is no bona fide resident
of Ramsey county. named J. L. Miller,
and the filing of that name as a can-
didate for Democratic nomination f{s
part of a scheme to confuse the voters
and thereby defeat him for the nom-
ination of his party.

Suspicions Are Aroused.

Dr. Miller flled for renomination to
the office he has held for two years,
July 14. The day before the filings
closed, Aug. 26, the names of Dr. Jones,
J. Muller and J. L. Miller were filed as
candidates for Democratic nomination.
The_law does not require that the
coroner shall be a physician, but the
appearance of Muller and Miller arous-
ed the suspicien of Dr. Miller and his
friends and a still hunt was instituted.
Muller was found, but J. L. Miller,
whose residence was given at 220 Nel-
ion avenue, was a more difficult mat-
er.

Dr. Miller says that he unearthed
John Miller, a resident of 220 Nelson
avenue, employed at the Bromley
stables. He denied that he was a can-
didate for coroner ,or any other office
and further denied that his name was
J. L. Miller or that he had ever signed
any petition or affidavit of candidacy.’

Dr. Miller says that the John Miller
that he unearthed at 220 Nelson ave-
nue, claimed that he knew the can-
didate Miller and that he was to re-
ceive $76 for the use of his name.

Proceedings Made Necessary.

J. L. Miller -did not file-his affidavit of
candidacy with the auditor in person,
and that attaches of the office do not
remember who presented the petition.
It is, however, proferly executed and
was accompanied by the prescribed fee,
filling all the requirements of the law.

Today the primary ballot is closed
and goes to the printer. Yesterday Dr.
Miller started miandamus proceedings
to compel Auditor Johnson and J. L.
Miller, who is described as a fictitlous
person, to show cause why the name of
J. L. Miller shall not be stricken from
the ballot: Judge Otis made the order
returnable this afternoon and the pa-
pers were placed in the hands of the
sheriff for service. >

It is believed that the certificates of
candidacy in the possession of the au-
ditor will be sufficient proof of cause
on his part, but it i3 the general im-
pression among legal authorities and

Miller may reasonably be construed as
proof that there is no such resident of
Ramsey county and that an order
striking the name from the ticket will
issue.

John Miller, who until yesterday liv-
ed ,at 220 Nelson avenue, last night
corroborated the statements made by
Dr. Miller. He said:

Miller Makes Denial.

“My name 1s John Miller; I have no
middle name or initial and I have never
filed for the office of coroner or any-
other office. Neither have I signed an
affidavit of certificate of candidacy. I
have been a buggy washer and hack
driver for eight years and lived at 220
Nelson avenue for five months. There
was another man at 220 Nelson, who
clalmed his name was Miller. I told
Dr. Miller today that I heard that man
say he had been offered $75 to run for
coroner. He was supposed to be a
bookkeeper or clerk and moved about
three weeks ago.

Miss Nannie Conroy, 197 Nelson ave-
nue, daughter of Mrs. Conroy, who has
conducted a rooming house at 220 Nel-
son, readily described John Miller, but
was unable to recall any other Miller
who had been her mother’s tenant.

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ASSEMBLYMAN ARNOLD TAKES
EXCEPTION TO APPOINTMENT
'~ OF ELECTION JUDGES

HE 1S ALONE IN HIS -
CONTENTION OF UNFAIRNESS

Republicans and Derr:oerat- Alike
Promptly Vote Down the Protest of
Disgruntled Member, Who Declares
He Will Appeal to the Courts if As-
sembly Adopts List.

Assemblyman Arnold, acting for the
county Republican central committee,
threatens to appeal to the courts if
the Democratic majority” in the city
council fails to make an equitable se-
lection of judges for the forthcoming
election. b

At the meeting of the aldermen last
evening the judges for the eleven
wards were selected, but the political
complexion of the list was not at all
satisfactory to Mr. Arnold, and at the
close he served formal notice upon
the members that if the assembly at
its meeting tonight adopted the list
intact there would be trouble.

As material from which to select
from, three parties, the Democratic,
Republican and the People’s, filed lists
and from %his the four judges from
each precinct were selected.

First. Mr. Arnold contended that the
People’s party 'was not entitled to a
judge, as it was not recognized as a
party, and when this protest failed, he
demanded that bona fide Populists
only be selected. The various alder-
men,- however, were averse to Mr. Ar-
nold’s dictation and made up their re-
spective wards as wvest suited thelr
own ideas.

Buschman Alone Protests.

‘When the vote on the adoption of the
entire list was called, Mr. Arnold
stepped forward and filed a formal pro-
test. In the Second ward he contended
that Alderman Buschmann had named
three Democrats, contrary to the elec-
tion law, and in the Ninth he said Al-
derman Hinkens had taken names oth-
er than those filed by the. recognized
parties. In each instance he held that
the Republicans had received no con-
‘silderation whatever.

No heed was given to his protest and
the list was adopted, the two Repub-
lican members, Aldermen Holt and|
Elder, voting with the Democrats.

The list will go to the assembly this
evening and there is little doubt that
it will be adopted. Under the law the
selection of the judges must be made
not later than ten days before the pri-
mary election and should Assembly-
man Arnold appeal to the courts he
will have to do so Friday. The mem-
bers of the board of aldermen last
night were inclined to smile at Mr.
Arnold’s threat, but he claims to be in
earnest.
