From the outset the cards have been

MISERY BY CONTRAST.
One of the most familiar arguments

of the past in support of the high tar-

iff system involved contrasts more or
less strikingly between the social con-
dition of the American worklngman

and his European brother. The liter-
ature of high protection is runningl over
with the most convincing proofs of the
degraded condition, relatively and ab-
solutely, of the skilled toilers of the
older countries, and of the condition of
affluence and easy leisure attending the
lives of the "protected" workers of
the new world.

Time has brought some disillusion
with it in this direction, both to Ameri-

can workingmen and those who in
politics accepted for the time the falla-
cies of protectionism. The Industrial
infants are very much in evidence to-
day and are grown to proportions ex-
ceeding even the fondest hopes of thosa
through whose fostering care they were
called into being at the expense of the
legitimate development of American in-

dustrial life. But there are still those
who, even In this day, wish to revive
the pitiful story of the "pauper labor of

Europe."
The most recent Instance of this

kind is furnished through Mr. Andrew
McNally, of the well-known concern
of Rand, McNally & Co., of Chicago.
Mr. McNally has Just returned from a
trip to Europe, and on his return pro-
ceeded to assure his countrymen ol
the approaching downfall of England,
of the starved and generally degraded
condition of the English worklngman
and, by contrast, of the glorious condi-
tion of the laborer of this free land.

There is a glimpse of Mr. McNally'a
vision of the misery of the life of the
British workingman to be gained from
the following sentences taken from his
Interview now current in the American
press. He says:

"As for the workingmen, they are a
half starved, half paid lot of men. I
stood at a street corner one evening: when
thousands of men were passing from tha
mills. I watched them carefully and I
did not see one cheerful face.

"They were sullen and tired and dis-
couraged. They had a half-fed look and
they appeared to be overworked. Not one
of them cracked a Joke and'there was no
talking back and forth as the men do
here. They were absolutely hopeless.

"It stands to reason that a man cannot
do good work when he is underfed, and
that is the condition half the men are in.
Living is high and they cannot buy much
food with their small incomes."

It is generally accepted as true that
the British workingman is better paid
and, generally better circumstanced in
worldly affairs, than his continental
brother. Accepting Mr. MCNally's
touching picture of the condition of
the British workers as correct, one may

well ask what must be the situation of
the German, Dutch, French or Belgian
workingman, against whose cheap la-
bor the Britisher has been for some
time past clamoring for "protection?"
And if such Is the condition of the la-
bor in Britain, now does it happen that
there Is not a general exodns of skilled
British and other European mechanics
to this favored land of ours?

The name of Andrew McNally does
not suggest any disposition to regard
subjects of British concern from the
standpoint of pure altruism, of course.
Yet Mr. McNally is a business man of
recognized standing. How we are to
reconcile his views of the social state

of the skilled British mechanic with
the Indisputable fact that England is
the greatest industrial and commercial
power In the world of today does not
probably give him any concern. But
before he succeeds in finding general

acceptance of his view of the relative
situations in life of the skilled worker
of Europe and his brother in the United
States, he will find it necessary to
show, either that the former is about
to join his lot to that of the latter, or
else that he Is totally blind to the Im-
provementjpi his own and his family's

condition which would result on the
outlay of the small sum necessary to
sectire them shipping by steerage to an
American port.

The Minneapolis Tribune has set-
tled the contest in advance which \u25a0is
now in progress between Fletcher and
his Republican opponents. Having been
so thoughtful, th&t paper might just as
•well have kept the result to itself. The
world would have guessed It all right.
Fletcher came out ahead and Peterson
was a poor last in the race.

NEEDED CITY LEGISLATION.
Those In ciarge xof the Republican

Trmr>>nTi> in ttte csty, and the candl-
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iutely Indispensable to the safety and
comfort of the people, without refer-
ence at all to the growth and develop-

ment of the community, were disre-
garded. This line of conduct was pur-
sued In the promotion of a spurious
claim of economy in municipal expend-
iture which originated with and was
maintained chiefly through the influ-
ence of the former city comptroller,
McCardy.

It will be remembered that—again,
through the Influence of Mr. McCardy—

the last city campaign opened on the
Republican side with denunciation of
the existing city administration for
having so increased local expenditure
as to render an increase in the tax levy

necessary. In other words, that cam-
paign was sought to be conducted on
the theory that the Democrats should
be turned out of office because they

had furnished the necessary school
buildings, and provided for the efficient
protection of the property and persons
of the citizens. To~the good sense and
courage of the editor of the Pioneer
Presa it is chiefly due that this shame-
less course was prevented, and the
truth of the situation brought home to
the Republican voters of the city.

Every intelligent student of our mu-
nicipal concerns has since then joined
in the demand that the law should be
amended to enable the city to make
needed public improvements and to af-
ford more efficient public service in
all city departments without imposing
the cost on the taxpayer of today.
Mayor Smith gave voice to the demand
in his inaugural address. Members ot

the charter commission have expressed
their concurrence in the view. The
members of the park, fire and school
boards of the city have demanded ap-

propriations adequate to the needs of
their several departments, and the
reasonableness of the demand in this
behalf is now practically universally

accepted.

Comptroller Betz has through these
columns expressed his determination to
secure the legislation necessary to en-
able the city to issue bonds to a given
amount to meet the cost of needed pub-

lic improvements, chiefly the supply of
necessary school facilities. The Demo-
cratic administration is committed to
sustaining his efforts. The success of
the movement must depend, of course,
on the legislative delegation chosen to
represent the people of the city at the
state capitol during the coming win-
ter. If the people elect proper men,
committed to the execution of the mu-
nicipal policy outlined in the demand
of the mayor and comptroller, the
movement thus inaugurated can be
carried to a successful issue.' If, on the
other hand, the men chosen are Repub-
lican politicians of the caliber repre-

sented by the attitude of the former

Republican city comptroller toward
municipal expenditure, the needed re-

form in our municipal system will be
defeated.

The result of the forthcoming pri-
maries will determine much as to the
fate of the reform so much needed. No
voter, no matter what his party affilia-
tions, should vote for any legislative
candidate who is not expressly commit-
ted to promoting the legislation which
will give St. Paul the necessary relief.
Whatever may be the views or pur-
poses in this regard of the several suc-
cessful candidates for the Republican
nominations for legislative office, the
voters will have the assurance that
the Democratic candidates in every in-
stance will sustain the position taken
by Mayor Smith and Comptroller Betz
on this subject.

The reported plan of interstate action
to promote arbitration of labor troubles
is an excellent thing. The unfortunate
feature of it, however, is that it ap-
pears to have originated in Pennsyl-
vania—a commonwealth from which
nothing good in a political way has
been known to emanate in a century or
so.

Babcock says that protection will be
the leading issue in the coming con-
gressional elections. This is the most
direct way in which the chairman of
the Republican congressional com-
mittee might be expected to concede a
Democratic majority in the next house.

President Palma may be able to steer
a clear way between the parties with-
out attaching himself to either; but a
bigger man than he in a similar situa-
tion—a gentleman by the name of
Washington be it remembered—found
the task a mighty hard one in his day.

What interesting reading for Minne-
apolis people those scare-head accounts
of the capture of crooks by St. Paul po-
lice must make, which are published In
the Minneapolis papers. Such perform-
ances are the newest things on earth to
the Minneapolis mind.

GIVES HALF MILLION

Took a Scandalous Oath.
A copy of the oath has been given to

HERMIT OF SEVENTY
FOUND SLAIN IN DOORWAY

Belisved To, Have Been Murdered For a
Sum of Money.

BERTFS SURRENDER

NOW CONFIRMED

Is Allowed to Retain His Sword for
His Heroio Defense of Aqua

Dulce.

PANAMA, Sept. 9.—The surrender to
the Colombian insurgents of the gov-
ernment general, Morales Berti, and
the troops of his command at Aqua
Dulce, which has previously been re-
ported and which was generally believ-
ed to have taken place, has now been
confirmed. This news reached Panama
through some former Conservative
prisoners of the insurgents, who were
liberated yesterday at San Carlos, as
a result of the landing there of an ex-
pedition from the government fleet of
gunboats.

Gen. Berti, who had been besieged
at Aqua Dulce by the insurgents since
July 28, only surrendered when his
cause was hopeless. In the act of sur-
render, the insurgent general, Benja-
min Herrera, declares he recognizes
the abnegation of Gen. Berti and his
men, whom he succeeded in dominating
because of the superiority of his forces
and the quantity of munitions of war
of all kinds at his disposal.

He promises to hold inviolate the
lives and honor of his prisoners, and
he allows Gen. Berti to retain his
sword as a mark of honor in recogni-
tion of his heroic defense of Aqua

Dulce. The surrendered generals and
officers have been paroled at Penonome
and Santiago de Veraguas. The act
of surrender also sets forth that in
consideration of Gen. Herrera's respect

for the bravery of the men who with-
stood his siege, they will not be com-
pelled personally to surrender their
arms. They may be exchanged for
some of the thousands of Liberal pris-
oners now in possession of the govern-
ment.

ACTIONS OF GIRIMONDI
HAVE A QUEER LOOK

Arrested at Oneglia— Was From the
Diocese of St. Paul.

GENOA, Italy, Sept. 9.—John J. Glri-
mondi, an Italian, who had been nat-
uralized an American t?itizen and was
formerly United States consular agent

at Santos, Brazil, but who was reported
to have been dismissed on account of
an alleged deficiency in the revenues of
his office, has been arrested at Oneglia.
Girimondi, when he returned to Italy
from Brazil, pretended to have been ap^

pointed a United States consul in Per-
sia, and asserted that he also was com-
missioned to inspect the whole United
States consular service in Asia. Later
he acted as a priest and had been daily
celebrating mass. When arrested he
was about to leave accompanied by two
Italian girls. Among Girimondi's ef-
fects is a package of United States de-
partment stationery. The Italian au-
thorities are awaiting information from
the United States before deciding on
Girimondi's prosecution.

It was announced from Washington
April 28, 1900, that on March 26 Presi-
dent McKinley had sent the nomination
to the senate for consul at Santos, Bra-
zil, of John J. Girimondi, of California.
He was confirmed March 30, and had
then just arrived in Washington on the
way to his post. In the Washington
Post that morning (April 28) there ap-
peared a statement that the Rev.
Father Girimondi, who had been a
priest in Archbishop Ireland's church
diocese, had stopped at the capitol for
instructions prior to departing for Bra-
zil. It was ascertained later that while
Girimondi formerly was a priest, and
connected with the archdiocese of
Archbishop Ireland, he had been "si-
lenced" several years before and no
longer called himself a priest. No sena-
tor could be found who could remember
the circumstance of his appointment or
could explain how he came to be cred-
ited to California Instead of Minnesota.

While the consul at Genoa was con-
sidering his case, Geromlndi was ar-
rested by the local authorities on
the charge of betraying the daughter
of an ancient Italian house, and
thrown into prison.

FIND ALL FIELD GUNS
HAVE SOME DEFECTS

Board of Ordnance Fails to Select a
Piece for the Use of the Artillery.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Sept. 9.—The

board of ordnance and fortification to-
day considered the reports on the field
guns which have been tested with a
view of selecting a gun for the field ar-
tillery of the army. The board did not
accept any type, as all submitted de-
veloped certain defects which it was
decided the designers should have an
opportunity to correct. Four months
will be allowed for this purpose. The
designers willhave the reports of these
defects made by the experts who tested
the various guns. It was found that
the rapid-fire system for field guns was
practicable; also that fixed ammuni-
tion for field guns was superior to loose
ammunition.

The board found three guns present-
ing meritorious features, namely, the
Erhardt'- German gun, the ordnance
gun which has been perfected by the
ordnance bureau, and the Bethlehem
No. 2, modeled on the French gun plan.
All of these guns were of the long
recoil pattern, but the defects reported,
in the opinion of the board, were suffi-
cient to determine that further efforts
at improvement should be made before
any of them was chosen as a type for
the United States army. It will not be
necessary to have these guns retested
in the field, or for rapid firing, as the
tests already made are sufficient to
prove their merits in these particulars.

WILKESBARRE, Pa,, Sept. 9.—

strongest terms," he said, "that the
strike is still on. I have received no
proposition from the other side and I
have made none to the operators: All
Iknow of any negotiations to end the
strike I have read in the newspapers.
The strike is still on and will remain
so until declared off by the mine
workers in convention. Itis up to the
operators."

A day of quiet followed yesterday's
rioting and bloodshed in the "Wyoming
region. No distrubance of any kind
was reported. Sheriff Jacobs, upon his
return from Harrisburg, said he went
to the state capital to seek informa-
tion. He did not see dov. StQne, but
had a long talk with Adjt. Gen. Stew-
art. The situation in the Wyoming
region was gone over, and the adjutant
general assured the sheriff that if he
found it necessary to call for troops
at any time his request would be im-
mediately considered.

Will Offer No Concessions.
SCRANTON, Pa., Sept. 9.—General

Superintendent Rose, of the Delaware
& Hudson Railroad company mine de-
partment, said today that he had no
knowledge of any negotiations which
could possibly lead to a settlement of
the strike this week, next week, or
any other definitely determined time.
He said the Delaware & Hudson com-
pany stands exactly in the same po-
sition as it did at the beginning of
the strike, and had no intention of of-
fering any concessions. This statement
by Supt. Rose is in harmony with sim-
ilar statements made by Supt. May, of
the Erie, and Supt. Philips, of the
Lackawanna, recently. Notwithstand-
ing the denials of the probability of an
early settlement, the opinion prevails
here that the mine superintendents
have knowledge of some movement
which is likely to soon end the strike.
During the past few days there has
been unusual activity in the movement
of coal cars on the four coal-carry-
ing roads whose mining operations are
centered here. Long lines of coal cars
have been placed on s.idings convenient
to the different collieries.

President Could Not Act.
CINCINNATI, Sept. 9.—A guest of

President Roosevelt during a portion of
his trip through Ohio, when asked to-
day if a settlement of the Pennsyl-

vania coal strike was discussed, said it
was. The president said that the
printed interview with him on the sub-
ject was purely imaginative. The guest
of the president said no one is more
concerned that he is, but he did not
see that he could take any steps to-
ward interference, and that any such
action, except by request of both par-
ties, would be construed into a threat
to use the great power of his office to
coerce one side or the other.

ADAKH ISLAND AS A
COALING STATION

Capt. Coulson Is Expected To Make a
Favorable Report.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Sept. 9.—Thfe
revenue cutter Hugh McCulloch, Capt.
Coulson, has arrived here from Dutch
Harbor. The McCulloch was under or-
ders to examine Adakh Island, 400
miles east of Dutch Harbor, as a prob-
able site for a United States coaling
station. One of the United States gun-
boats returning from Alaska last year
had visited the Island and reported fa-
vorably upon the position, and Capt.
Coulson's report, it is expected, will co-
incide in all that was said of Adakh.
The Island is said to possess a harbor
and landing sufficient to accommodate
coaling vessels.

The Van Sant crowd, in its fight for
control of the Republican organization
and the subsequent unseating of Unit-
ed States Senator Moses E. Clapp has
evidently given over any hope of con-cealing its operations, and has como
into the open in the First district. Ve-
hement protestations of innocence con-
tinue to go up from the center of ad-
ministration thought, but in the fieldthe labor against the members of the
delegations and the friends of Clapp
is made mighty strenuous.

The fight in the First district ifl
perhaps the most bitter, and as the
Van Sant people see their ground
being swept from under their feet
they have thrown caution to the winds.
The anarchistic literature circulated
for the benefit of Knatvold has been
placed in the hands of voters directly
by administration workers.

State Committee Helps.
The Tawney committee has In Its

possession copies of the highway rob-
ber cartoon, which was placed in cir-
culation by State Central Committee-
man Nupson, who represents Fillmore
county in the aggregation of states-
men selected by Van Sant'

The Tawney men are naturally bit-
ter. One of them in St Paul yester-
day evidently voiced the sentiments of
the big organization which Tawney has
built by virtue of ten years in con-
gress and a judicious distribution of
federal patronage. He said:

"Mr. Tawney, who is recognized as
Minnesota's leading figure In congress
and one of the leaders of the national
Republican party in legislative mat-
ters, would have had no opposition hat
it not been for the machinations of tho
Van Sant administration. Knatvold
had spied out his chances and quit.
Had he decided to come into the field
as a candidate of his own volition and
made a fight for the nomination like a
Republican and a man, we could have
felt no bitterness. It was his right,
and, win or lose, the Republican party
of the First district would have gono
to the polls a unit.

Calls Van Sant an Ass.
"Coming in as he did, Knatvold's

candidacy was open to suspicion from
the start and the character of the fight
he has personally conducted is suffi-
cient to condemn him in the eyes of
any decent party man. Mr. Tawney
has been execrated as a thief, a high-
wayman and a boodler. The good sense
of the Republican voters of the First
district has not been so entirely drug-
ged by these charges that Mr. Knat-
vold will be nominated. But even If
Mr. Tawney is nominated by a sub-
stantial majority, think of the weap-
ons Knatvold, as the agent of the state
administration, has put In the hands
of the Democrats.

His bump of
egotism is, of course, abnormally de-
veloped, but a glance at the figures of
the returns two years ago should be
sufficient hint to prevent him exhibit-
ing himself as the consummate ass
which the political maneuvers of the
past three months unmistakably stamp
him."
