and her heart-broken parents at Crys-

tal Lake, Minn., were mourning her for
dead, the child was livinga life of hap-
piness, surrounded by every comfort at

For two weeks she has enjoyed the
luxuries of the Thurston home, during

which time she has posed as a deserted
orphan, with no one in the great wide

world to care for her. She aroused the
motherly sympathy of Mrs. Thurston
and was taken into the family circle
with open arms.

But Mary Stroberg's butterfly exist-
ence came to an end yesterday, when
her fairy tale and romance of her piti-
ful loneliness was proved untrue by the
appearance of the girl's father.

She was taken to her home last night

and there was rejoicing in at least one
household at Crystal Lake.

Is Given Up for Dead.
The story of Mary Stroberg's depart-

ure from her home is at the least
unique. And her methods used to ob-
tain a new home in a large city would
credit one more advanced in years and
experienced in the ways of the world.

Two weeks ago Friday Mary disap-.
peared from her home at Crystal Lake.
Not the slightest clue to her where-
abouts was obtainable. It was the
greatest mystery that Southern Min-
nesota had known in years. Not only

did it baffle the police departments of
the small cities, but the large detective
agencies all over the country were un-
able to give a satisfactory solution ol

the case.
Numerous were the theories advanc-

ed and many false clues were run
down, but without producing even re-
mote results. Murder, abduction and
suicide were among the many beliefs
entertained by the girl's relatives and
friends.

So complete was her disappearance
and so absolutely fruitless the search,
that John Stroberg, the young woman's
father, finally gave his daughter up
for deal, offering a reward for the re-
covery of her body.

But such was not the case. While
the girl's parents were suffering mental
agony she was supremely happy at
her newly-found home with the
Thurstons. There she received the
kindly sympathy of Mrs. Thurston and
the other members of the family.

"And it was all so queer," said that
motherly woman last night. "Marie
says it's a little romance, but I sup-
pose it was only one of those funny in-
cidents which everyone meets during
life.

Her Ways Unique.
"Two weeks ago," continued Mrs.

Thurston, "I was returning from a
visit In Southern Minnesota, when I
met the girl. She was alone on the
train.

"We were not more than five miles
from Lake Crystal when she came to
my seat and asked if she might sit be-
side me. Bless her, the little creature
was crying as if her heart would
break. I put my arms about her and
inquired the cause of her grief.

"It was a long time before she could
stop her tears, but finally she said a
man had told her I was going to St.
Paul and to ride with me. 'But why
cry?' I asked. There was another
shower of salt water, and then finally
I found, by repeated questioning, that
the child was an orphan. At least
that's what she told me, and she was
bo earnest that I did not disbelieve
her for one moment.

" 'And what are you going to do in
St. Paul?" I asked. 'Work in a hotel
or restaurant,' she promptly replied.
But she was so young, only fourteen,
that I thought it a pity to throw her
upon the world.

"So, after thinking it over, I decided
to bring her to my home, and when I
proposed it to her little Mary's eyes
brightened and she almost devoured
me with caresses. ,Then she told me
that her name was Mary Ott, and that
she had worked for a short time in a
hotel at Lake Crystal. She also in-
formed me that her father was, when
alive, a cigar manufacturer.

Her Bubble Bursts.
"When the girl was at our home a

little over a week I decided to write to
Lake Crystal and inquire about her
antecedents. To my first letter I re-
ceived the answer that Mr. Ott had
no daughter. My daughter discovered
the name Mary Stroberg on the back
of a photo that the girl gave her, and
I wrote again to ascertain if there
was any such person. All this was un- .
known to Mary.

"Yesterday the letter bore fruit, and
what the entire police authorities of
the country were unable to do that lit-
tle epistile accomplished—it found'
Mary Stroberg and returned her alive
to her parents."

John Stroberg, the girl's father, call-
ed at the Thurston home yesterday.
The meeting between daughter and
father was most affectionate. The girl
gladly accompanied him home.

"We were sorry to see her go," said
Miss Marie Thurston. "She was such
an entertaining little creature. Proba-
bly all her stories were about as truth-
ful as her tale of loneliness, but just

the same she was the most entertain-
ing little body I ever met."

"And she made herself so useful
about the house," added Mrs. Thurs-
ton. "Although she knew little of
housework, she was willingto do ev-
erything I asked of her."

Stroberg says that Mary ra naway
because he refused to allow her to
spend her earnings foolishly.

MAY SHUT OFF MILK
MINNEAPOLIS SUPPLY T HREAT-

ENED AS RESLH.T OF CON-
FEHENJCE

CITY'S HEALTH-OFFICERS
KILLED HEALTHY CATTLE

Township Officers Say Mill City Offi-
cials Have No Right to Kill Cows
They Don't Pay for—Sustained by
the State Board—Slaughtered Cattle
Were Sound.

The health authorities of Minneapo-
lis will have to abandon their present
plan of inspecting dairy herds in town-
ships adjoining the city or have the
larger part of that city's milk supply
cut off, if the plan adopted at a meet-
ing between the chairman of the town
supervisors of nearby townships and
Dr. H. M. Bracken, representing the
state board of health, is carried out.

Nine townships adjacent to the city,
all of which have suffered at the hands
of the Minneapolis health department,
vere represented at the conference,
and all joined in the agreement which
is to compel an adjustment of the con-
troversy between the Minneapolis
health authorities and the dairymen of
Mounds View, particularly, and, inci-
dentally, the dairymen of other town-
ships and the state board of health.

The chairmen of the town super-
visors joined in the signature of a let-
ter to Dr. P. M. Hall, of the Minneapo-
lis health department, stating that they
will not accept the inspection of their
herds made by the Minneapolis au-
thorities. The letter ia very brief, stat-
ing that the attorney general has ren-
dered an opinion that such inspection
is not legal and that the town super-
visors will not permit of it. The letter

\u25a0will be delivered to Dr. Hall today.

Township Not Responsible.
The township health authorities will

also send to the dairymen a letter stat-
ing that neither the board of super-
visors of the township nor the state
board of health will recognize the test-
ing of cattle with cuberculin by the
Minneapolis health department. The
letter is sent as a warning that If they
permit the inspecting of their herds by
the Minneapolis health board neither
the state board nor the supervisors
can be held responsible for one-third
of the appraised ..value of the cattle
slaughtered.

This action makes it imperative upon
the health department to do something.

It will lead either to an amicable
agreement concerning the inspection or
a fight in the courts.

Healthy Cows Condemned.
The Minneapolis health authorities

undertook to inspect the herds supply-
ing Minneapolis, owned in other town-
ships. Many cattle were condemned.
The expense of paying for the cattle
killed fell not upon Minneapolis, but
upon the state, the township and the
dairymen. It was a cheap way of se-
curing pure milk, and when the dairy-
men and township authorities objected,
licenses to sell milk in Minneapolis
were denied the milk vendors. The
state board of health refused to recog-
nize the Minneapolis inspection. A
private veterinarian inspecting some
of the condemned cattle afterward
found that they were not af-
fected with tuberculosis, a discovery

which confirmed the dairymen of
Mound View in their opposition.

Dr. Bracken yesterday stated that he
was ready to assist Minenapolis to se-
cure a pure milk supply if they would
do as St. Paul, has done, recognize the
testing of the herds-: *y-veterinarians
employed by the town, boards and ap-
proved by the state board of health.

ARMY MAN HOLDS CARS
ATFORT IMPRACTICABLE

Officer Points Out Reasons Why Min-
neapolis Scheme May Not

Go Through. ,
"I believe that if the petition of the

Minneapolis street car company is
presented to the war department it will
be rejected," said an army official who
would not have his name used. "There
are several reasons why the proposed
extension into the Fort Snelling reser-
vation would be objectionable. First,
the laying of tracks would encumber
the grounds; second, if the tracks were
laid and the cars commenced to run
they would be a continual source of
inconvenience. Itis necessary for many
reasons to have the grounds entirely
free from all impediments that would
hinder the movement of troops and the
execution of tactics. A car line run-
ning through the main thoroughfares
of the post would be a nuisance, to
say the least. Third, it would not be
desirable to take large parties of pleas-
ure seekers right into the heart of the
reservation. It is all right to land them
where the present line terminates on
the other side of the bridge, but to
take them into the grounds where
operations are conducted, and where
the guards patrol would cause no end
of disturbance.

"It would seriously Injure the dis-
cipline that must be preserved among
the men to have large crowds always
pouring into the grounds. Add to this
the recognized prejudice with which
the war department looks upon en-
croachments upon the militaryreserva-
tions of the government, it seems cer-
tain that the project will end in smoke."
