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NO CALL FOR STOCKS
THE WHOLE LIST WAS DULL AND

IRREGULAR FROM BEGINNING
TO END

SUBSTANTIAL FINANCIAL.
INTERESTS HOLDING ALOOF

No Explanation for This Action Is at

Hand—Call Money and Foreign Ex-
change Rates Easier—Among the De-
velopments Are the Rise in the Price of
Coal and Further Rumors of Labor
Troubles.

NEW YORK, Oct. 24.—Some relief was
shown today at the greater ease of call
money and foreign exchange rates, but
there was no demand for stocks and the
list was irregular and dull throughout.
For reasons that are not altogether clear,
the substantial financial interests continue
to hold aloof and even the pool manipula-
tors remain inactive. It is true that con-
ditions such as prevailed during the week
are not unusual at the approach of an
election, but traders and shrewd observers
generally say that this does not altogether
account for the absolute lack of public
buying.

The rise in the price of coal and further
rumors of labor' troubles in various parts
of the country were among the few devel-
opments 01 the day. The strong features
at the opening were Lackawanna, Reading
common and second preferred, Baltimore
& Ohio and Toledo, St. Louis & Western
issues. Operations in the last named
stocks were again believed to be largely
manipulative, and Baltimore & Ohio soon
lost its initial gain.

Firmness Here and There.

Firmness was shown in such issues as
Atchison, Union Pacific, St. Paul, Mis-
souri Pacific and Colorado Fuel & Iron.
The latter was stronger on reports of
buying by interests opposed to those in
control. An early sale of St. Joseph &
Grand island second preferred was made
at a decline of over 2 per cent, and later
a further loss was recorded.

Liquidation in Baltimore & Ohio rights
for cash was presumably due to the fact
that the option on the rights expired to-
day. Trading was very light all through
the morning session and fluctuations were
narrow. Speculation was limited almost
entirely to the specialties, the early move-
ments 'in Colorado Fuel & Iron and To-
ledo, St. Louis & Western issues being
continued. Colorado Fuel was the real
feature, transactions in that stock aggre-
gating more than one-fifth of the total
business, with a net advance of 4% points.
Favorable reports concerning the coal
stocks and the steel and iron issues were
heard, but they failed to induce any de-
mand.

Trading From Out of Town.
The afternoon session brought no de-

velopn\2nts and such trading as was re-
ported came from out of town. London
dealt in about 15.000 shares, of which
two-thirds were sales. Virtually all the
buying for London was done by one firm
of brokers. In addition to Colorado Fuel,
strength was shown by Lackawanna,
Reading seconds, Virginia-Carolina Chem-
ical, Cotton Oil, Tennessee Coal, Amal-
gamated Copper and Pullman. Call money
ruled at between 4@5 per cent, but before
the close of the day fell to 2 per cent,
the lowest figure reported in some time.
Demand sterling worked down to $4.86.40
and the great part of the day's business
was on the selling side. The weekly
bank statement is expected to make a
very favorable showing, with a large in-
crease of cash, due to recent bond pur-
chases under Secretary Shaw's offer. The
sub-treasury today transferred $250,000 to
Chicago and paid out $100,000 for account
of gold deposited at San Francisco.

Railroad bonds were sluggish, but stead-
ier all around. Total sales, par value,
$1,245,000. United States bonds were all
unchanged on the last call.

ON A LOWER LEVEL ALL
AROUND.

SLIGHT EARLY FIRMNESS
THAT SOON VANISHES

Depressing Influence Exerted by Reports

of a Large Increase of Stocks in the
Northwest —Corn Very Erratic, There
Being a Sharp Advance at One Stage of
the Proceedings.

CHICAGO, Oct. 24.—Trading on the
Board of Trade today was rather quiet
and prices inclined to a lower level, De-
cember wheat closing %@%c lower, De-
cember corn a shade lower and oats %<§>
%c lower, while January provisions closed
from 5@7%c to 15c lower.

Wheat was easy and local bulls disposed
of a large part of their holdings.
