GENERAL LOSS, WITH
SEVERAL SHARP BREAKS

Opening Prices Are Better, but They
Lose: Little Time in Falling Off—Mar- |

ket Completely Stagnant at Times—St.
Paul One of the Stocks That' Sustain:
the Greatest Losses.

NEW YORK, Oct. 2).—Another av-
vance in foreign exchange to the highest
point reached during the present move--
ment, with attendant fears of gold ex-
ports, brought further liquidation to the
stock market today.- A great deal of
selling was for account of the Western
speculative element, and much of it was
forced. Not a few stop-loss orders were
uncovered, and room traders, emboldened
by this show. of weakness, made a.series
of drives which left the list generally law-
er, with .many- sharp breaks. - Hxchange
advanced to $4:86:80, which, in the opin-
ion of some ‘bapkers, was several points
away from the basis at which gold: could
be used for remittances with profit. ‘Some
exchange firms ieved, ‘however,
engagements mxgﬁté‘ be made “with ex-
change only 5 points above today’s‘level
Such an advance- is regarded as very
likely unless the market shifts mate-
rially and tentativé negotiations with a
view to export were made. The fact that
Paris exchange on London remained at
25 francs 12 centimes indicated that the
triangular movement for shipping gold
from this center in payment of London’s
obligations to Paris could easily be ar-

ranged.
Start Out Bravely.

Opening prices for stocks were a trifle
better and the activity in such issues
as Baltimore & Ohio and Norfolk & West-
ern seemed due to the aggressiveness.of
one of the leading operators. The ad-
vance in Southern Pacific was regarded
more as a drive against one of the bear
pools in that stock, while the weakness
of Colorado Fuel suggested inside selling.
All through the meorning session dealings
continued professional and insignificant
and at times the market was completely
stagnant. The only features during this
geriod were Texas & Pacific, Minneapolis,

Paul & Sault Ste. Marie, Kansas &
Texas preferred and Illinois Central.
Elsewhere in the standard class fluctua-
tions were extremely narrow. Colorado
Fuel made a further decline, but the
rubber goods issues were strong at im-
proved prices. One of the redeeming
features was the buying for London ac-
count to the extent of about 25,000 shares,
but these transactions were negative, in-
asmuch as they really represented New
York buying and were incidental to the
change of accounts between the two

markets.
The Real Liquidation.

A sale of 5,000 shares of Colorado Fuel
by one firm sent the price off to 88%, and
that stock made a net loss of another
point. The real liquidation occurred in
the afternoon. Stocks that sustained the
greatest declines. included Delaware &
Hudson, which made a net loss of 6
points, and St. Paul, Missouri Pacific,
Nlinois Central, Louisville & Nashville,
Baltimore & Ohio, Norfolk & Western,
Reading. and Colorado Fuel & Iron, de-
clines extending from 2 to 3% points. In
spite of the United States Steel decision,
those stocks held comparatively firm. The
closing was weak. The subtreasury dis-
burs $2,220,000 for Australia and other
gold de-posited at San Francisco, and

57,300 principal and interest for govern=
ment bonds.

Railroad bonds were irregular with |
the active issues showing- heaviness in
sympathy with stocks. Total sales, par
value, $2,260,000. United . States bonds
were all unchanged on the last call.
