BEADY FOR ATHLETICS
PROGRAMME FOR EVENTS AT Y.

M. C. A. THIS WINTER

Committee Meets and Sets the Dates
for the Various Exhibitions—Gym-

nasium Better Equipped, and a Suc-
cessful Season Is Expected.

The athletic committee of the Y. M.
C. A., composed, of Harvey Webster,
chairman; Dr. F. J. Savage, H. H.
Fuller, L. L. Stenseth and Prof. Carl
F. Rothfuss, last evening met and ar-
ranged a programme for the winter. A
variety of interesting events was
planned, and as the gymnasium is now
better equipped with all kinds of fa-
cilities and has a larger number of the
members interested in its work than in
previous years, it is expected that the
coming season will be the most suc-
cessful in the history of the associa-
tion. The programme arranged is as
follows:

Handball tournament, to begin Nov.
15; reception for gymnasium members,
Nov. 18; midwinter gymnasium exhi-
bition, Dec. 5; indoor athletic meet,
January, 1903; wrestling championship
contest, February, 1903, and the crown-
ing event, the spring gymnasium exhi-
bition at the Metropolitan opera house
in March, at which the public will be
shown the results of the season's work.

Talks on Athletics.
The committee also arranged for a

series of talks to be given to the gym-
nasium members in connection with
the work. The first of the series will
be given Oct. 31, by Dr. F. J. Savage,

his subject being, "Wounds;" the sec-
ond, by Prof. Rothfuss, Nov. 7, on
"Quacks in Physical Culture;" and the
third, by Dr. OhagfV Nov. 21, on "Ath-
letics From a Medical Standpoint."
These lectiires will be given in the
gymnasium, whioh will be provided
with chairs.

These special featurs are in addition
to the regular work of the gymnasium.
The classes of business men, small
boys intermediates and young men,
and also the young women's class which
has the use of the gymnasium every
Tuesday morning, are all well filled,

and the indications from the good start
are that they will grow larger. The
special classes in boxing and fencing
promise to be larger than last year.
The fencing class opens Nov. 1.

TALKOF MISSIONARY
WORK AMONG INDIANS

Miss Nellie T. McGraw Tells What Has
Been Accomplished on the Hupa

Reservation, California.

Miss Nellie T. McGraw last evening,
in the lecture room of the House of
Hope church, .delivered a lecture de-
scribing the missionary work among
the Indians on the Hupa reservation in
California, and related many incidents
illustrating the character of the In-
dians. .. ...

The Indians are remarkably reticent,
Miss McGraw said, in religious demon-
stration, but are earnest and appre-
ciate efforts made in their belialf. The
Indians are naturally melancholy, and
are constantly brooding on the past,
mourning the loss of their domains
with the advent of the white man. The
principles of the Christian religion,
when understood by the Indians, are
strikingly helpful in relieving their
mental condition, so the results of the
work among them, though slow to be-
come apparent, are nevertheless en-
couraging.

TheTe are 400 Indians on the Hupa
reservation, and _the missionary work
has been carried'on among them over
a year and a half.

BRINGS MERRIAM IN
J. B. TARBOX EXPLAINS THE PLAN

WHEREBY MERCHANTS' NA-
TIONAL BANK LOST $17,000

EX-GOVERNOR FINANCED
SHOEMAKING SCHEME

Went Into Shoe Business With Tarbox
at Indiana State Prison, but Put Up
Bank's Money, According to Testi-
mony of Latter*—Action for Account-
ing Still on Trial.

The disastrous relations between
William R. Merriam, former Republic-
an governor of Minnesota, and Jasper
B. Tarbox, by which the Merchants'
National bank lost many thousands of
dollars, while Mr. Tarbox was left
about $70,000 to the bad, were told in
detail yesterday in the Sharood-Jor-
dan trial before Judge Kelly. The nar-
rators were Mr. 'Tarbox himself and
Kenneth Clark, who was made presi-
dent of the bank when the ex-governor
left.

The substance of this story is that
Merriam and Tarbox, about IS&6, en 7
gaged to establish a shoe factory at
the Indiana state prison at Jefferson-
ville; that Tarbox agreed to be respon-
sible for the management of the con-
cern, and Merriam to finance it with
funds loaned on notes of the Jefferson-
ville corporation, which was named the
Merchants' Shoe and Leather com-
pany; that these notes were indorsed
by Tarbox personally, and that Mer-
riam got one-half of the stock of the
company in return for his liberality,
with $51,000, which constituted the sole
capital of the Indiana concern.

When the directors of the Merchants'
National bank forced Merriam out of
the presidency in June, 1899, the orig-
inal loan had been reduced to some
$33,000, notes for which were then in
the bank with the indorsement of Tar-
box. Mr. Clark, the new president,
sent for Tarbox and demanded better
security. A new note for the amount
named was executed by the firm of
Tarbox, Schliek & Co.

This note had been reduced by
monthly payments to $23,000 by May,
1900, when the firm of Tarbox, Schliek
& Co. went to the wall.

The committee of their creditors, on
Aug. 7 of that year, made a further
payment of $5,937. This left an unpaid
balance that, with interest, amounted
to some $17,800 on Nov. 7, 1901, when
President Clark, deeming that any
price was, as he said, "better than
nothing- for a dead horse," sold the
note to H. R. Lyon, a connection of
Tarbox, for the sum of $100. Thus the
net loss to the bank was at least $17,-
--700.

Neither Put Up Any Cash.
"Merriam and I went into this busi-

ness at Jeffersonville without either of
us putting up any cash," said Mr. Tar-
box yesterday, in answer to questions
by Humphrey Barton, attorney for
Charles K. Sharood, trustee of the
bankrupt firm of Tarbox, Scnliek &
Co. Mr. Sharood is suing for an ac-
counting of the profits made by W. B.
& W. G. Jordan through their pur-
chase .of the bankrupts' stock and plant
at a gross undervaluation.

"We found we could get the contract
for the employment of the convicts at
the Jeffersonville prison, andoorn

r
the

basis of that valuable privilege we
planned to build up a business. We
organized the Merchants' Shoe and
Leather company, and at first intended
to get $100,000 of the bank's money for
our working capital, but only $51,000
of this was paid in. The company's
notes were indorsed by me. Merriam
used the bank's money, but paid noth-
ing himself for the company's stock,
one-half of which was made out to
him. He gave up nothing but money
that did not belong to him. The in-
dorsement of Tarbox, Schliek & Co.
on the note for $33,000 was without
consideration. Altogether I lost about
$70,000 getting in and getting out of
the Jeffersonville business. Merriam
lost nothing, but the bank is short some
$17,000."

Clark Confirms Statement.
Mr. Clark confirmed this testimony

in essentials, and told of the sale of the
note for the sum of $100. The story,
as related yesterday, is not wholly new,
inasmuch as the substance of it has
been put in evidence in the proceed-
ings before the bankruptcy referee, F.
G. Ingersoll. Messrs. Clark and Tarbox
both testified before the referee, but
their testimony has not hitherto been
made public.

Mr. Tarbox was cross-examined yes-
terday afternoon by Warren H. Mead,
attorney for H. R. Lyon, who is made
one of the defendants by reason of his
claim that he holds an assignment of
Tarbox's alleged interest in the firm of
the Jordans. Under the guidance of
Mr. Mead the witness cleared up some
points in his previous testimony as to
the undervaluation of the assets of
Tarbox, Schliek & Co. by which the
Jordans have profited.

"There was some $19,000 to our cred-
it in St. Paul banks at the time the
assets were turned over to the pur-
chasers," he said. "This money went
with the rest of our assets into the
hands of the Jordans. Of course I was
willingit should go there, instead of
to the creditors, because I believed the
Jordans' promises that Iwas to have a
share in their business. In addition to
this bank deposit, the firm of Tarbox,
Schliek & Co. had on its books bills
receivable amounting to about $52,000|
These were gilt-edged accounts, and
most of them were paid up by the fall
of 1900."

Undervalued by $200,000.
The invoice referred to by the wit-

ness was that taken in May, 1900, by
W. G. Jordan and L. M. Clark, in which
the total value of the assets of the firm
was placed at $205,000. The witness
said that an invoice had been taken by
himself in April, one month before,
when the stock on hand was substan-
tially the same, and that this invoice
had shown at least $120,000 more than
that of Messrs. Jordan & Clark, on
which the creditors acted in selling the
stock and plant to the Jordans. From
the figures given by the witness it is
a matter of simple arithmetic to cal-
culate the undervaluation by which
the Jordans benefited when they
bought for $124,000.

This would seem to justify the as-
sertion of iFred Vogel Jr., the Milwau-
kee leather manufacturer, and one of
the firm's leading creditors. Mr. Yog-el's
deposition has been taken in the case
now pending, and will be introduced ra
evidence. In it he says:

"Since the transfer of the assets of
Tarbox, Schliek & Co. to the Jordans
we creditors have come to the conclu-
sion that we were outrageously
swindled."

Question as to Partnership.
In concluding his direct testimony

yesterday morning, Mr. Tarbox, assist-
ed by the counsel for the plaintiff,
made a vigorous effort to put his claim
of a contract interest in the business
established by the Jordans on a basis
of documentary proof. A large amount
of correspondence was introduced but
it was noticeable that all of the letters
from Tarbox to Jordan made an asser-
tion of the partnership, while all let-
ters from Jordan to Tarbox denied it
In answer to a demand for money, W.
B. Jordan had, in January, 1901, sentthe witness his personal check for $2,-
--000, but accompanied it with a denial
that he had ever promised a partner-
ship.

It was said yesterday that President
Auerbach, of the Union banH, T»ho has

been mentioned In Mr. Tarbox 1a testi-
mony, will be the next witness on be-
half of the plaintiff. He is expected
to give strong support to the partner-
ship contention by telling of negotia*
tions between Tarbox and the Jordans,
of which lie had personal knowledge.
Another witness to be called is Charles
H. Schliek, the former partner of Mr.
Tarbox. What Mr. Schliek will testify
as to the alleged partnership interest
of Tarbox In the Jordans' business is
uncertain.

WARDEN WOLFER TALKS
OF CURE FOR CRIME

Says It Is a Disease and Should Be
Cured or Those Affected

i Removed.

The United States has about 90,000
convicted criminals, 90,000 more that
ought to be convicted, and spends an-
nually about $500,000,000 for their
housing and the protection of society
against their depredations and general
depravity.

So Warden Henry Wolfer, of the
Stiilwater prisCn, declared before the
members of the Century club, at the
Dayton Avenue Presbyterian church,
yesterday afternoon, and further
strengthened his claim by quoting gen-
erously from statistics showing the
increase of the criminal classes in this
country. Mr. Wolfer's address was on
"Modern Prison Problems."

Heredity and environment, Mr.
Wolfer held, were the main causes of
crime. Over the former he thought
society should have but an indirect in-
fluence; the latter might be improved.
The foremost incentive for the im-
provement of both, especially the lat-
ter, was an early parole. Mr. Wolfer
discouraged the Mosaic doctrine of
"an eye for an eye and a tooth for a
tooth" as hardly in sympathy with the
Christian spirit in which we live. The
whole solution, he thought, lay in the
treatment of crime as a disease, a moral
sickness, to be cured if possible, but
if not to be removed permanently, so
as to prevent further contagion.

SHARP FIGHT IS ON FOR
LIGHTING CONTRACT

Public Works Board Would Like to
Stop It by Using Electricity,

but Cannot.

Involving, as it does, an expenditure

of nearly $1.75,000, local contractors are
taking more than usual interest in the
contract for the illumination of St.
Paul's streets, which will be placed by

the council the first of the year. For
the gasoline contract two firms, the
Cleveland V-apor Lighting company
and the American Development com-
pany are the competitors. The former
company now has the job, and in view
of the fact that it has so far invested
about $20,000 with little return, it is
expected that it will make every effort
to retain the contract. A Baltimore
concern has also intimated that it will
compete.

As gas lamps cost the city $29 a
year, and 6ne arc light will take the
place of three of them, the board of
public works would very much like to
substitute electricity, but finds its
hands tied by a contract which permits
a refusal when any proposed location
for a light is more than 600 feet from
the company's feed wires. Early in the
summer the .board ordered electric
lights for Dale street, but they have
never been installed.

CRITICISES SENTENCE
IMPOSED BY COURT

Policeman Tells Judge Hine He Made
Mistake in Giving Culprit Only

Thirty Days.

"Judge, it is wrong. I say it is a
shame to give that fellow such a light
sentence. He is a crook and a bad
man and ought to get at least ninty
days at Como."

This was what Patrolman Lieha told
Judge Hine at the close of court yes-
terday morning, when Michael Mc-
Dermott was given a thirty-day sen-
tence at the workhouse. Licha arrest-
ed McDermott Sunday night, charging

him with stealing an overcoat from
Peter Hanson. He thought that the
punishment of thirty days too lightand
told Judge Hine so in emphatic terms.

The judge took the rebuke kindly
and told the policeman that he would
try to do better next time.

IS OPPOSED TO SUNDAY
SERVICE FOR HEBREWS

Rabbi Rypins Declares Re Does Not
Favor a Transfer of the Jew-

ish Sabbath.

The contention now on among He-
brews for a Jewish ritual for Sunday
services, of late quite common among
what is known as the reformed ele-
ment, is not sanctioned by Rabbi Ry-
pins, of Mount Zion Temple, the rec-
ognized and accepted leader of the re-
formed church in St. Paul.

"You can say for me, and that with-
out reservation, that 1 do not favor a
transfer of the Jewish Sabbath to the
Christian Sunday," said Dr. Rypins

last night
"Possibly the announcement of the

opening of my Sunday lectures Sun-
day week are responsible for the im-
pression that Ifavored the acceptance

of the Christian Sunday, but it is not
so. These lectures are not a part of
our divine services, but rather a side
issue for the benefit of my congrega-
tion. I do-not believe in laying aside
our traditions or our individuality.The
Sabbath of our faith has always been
my Sunday and it will continue so. I
hope this explanation will suffice to
put at re£t any contrary impression."
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GIVE CLOTHES TO POOR
NEEDLEWORK GUILD MAKES DIS-

TRIBUTION OF GARMENTS

Forty-two Hundred in Afl Are Donat-
ed to the Various Philanthropic Or-
ganizations and Certain Individuals
—Salvation Army Women to Form
Sections Among Their People..

Two Salvation Army lassies who at-
tended the Needlework Guild's annual
distribution of clothes yesterday in
Relief hall, signified their intention of
forming sections among their own peo-
ple. These two new members of the
guild emphasize its non-sectarian
character. Every religious organiza-
tion in the city is now represented by
the twenty-eight section presidents
and their corps of assistants.

Yesterday -at the annual distribu-
tion 4,200 garments—all new and all
serviceable —were apportioned among
the various philanthropic organiza-
tions in the city with the exception of
267, which were distributed among
individuals. There were 471 more gar-
ments collected this year than last
year.

The Relief society receives the larg-
est number of these —637 garments.
The King's Daughters' society receives
the next largest number—soo; and the
other garments were apportioned as
follows: Protestant Orphan asylum,
200; Day nursery, 370; Woman's
Christian home, 100; Bethel, 200;
Home for the Friendless, ,150; Chil-
dren's Home society, 175; Deaconess'
home, 100; Salvation Army Rescue
home, 125; Hebrew Ladies' Benevolent
society, 250; St. Margaret's guild, 50;
Minnesota Church home, 130; Catholic
Orphan asylum, 100; Little Sisters of
the Poor, 100; Infants' home (Catho-
lic), 75; city hospital, 200; St. Joseph's
hospital, 34; Free Dispensary, 226;
visiting nurses' supplies, 130.

Mrs. Hiram F. Stevens was re-elect-
ed president of the guild yesterday and
Mrs. Edmund Rice was re-elected hon-
orary president. The other officers will
be: Secretary, Mrs. A. R. McGill and
treasurer, Mrs. A. F. Moss.

SHUTS OFF FREE PILLS
DR. OHAGE STOPS DISTRIBUTION

OF SAMPLE MEDICINES

Sugar Coated Pills With Queer Stuf-
fing Will No Longer Lure the Chil-
dren to Their Undoing—Food Sam-
ples May be Given Away Under
Ordinance.

Patent medicine concerns whosa
method of advertising is the promis-
cuous distribution of their wares under
the guise of samples have erased St.Paul from their list of good things.

Acting under an ordinance whichpermits the exercise of his own judg-
ment in the matter, Health Commis-
sioner Ohage has issued orders that
all requests for permits for free dis-
tributive purposes 3hall be refused.
This applies to pills, so called medi-
cinal teas, wafers and in fact anything
containing drugs. Patent foods are
exempt from this prohibition.

Under the terms of the ordinance
anyone desiring to distribute samples
of medicine or prepared foods of any
discription must first submit the same
for examination, but as far as medi-
cinal samples are concerned the broad
view has been taken that they are all
dangerous and permits in every in-
stance have been refused.

Pills are the most common article
of medicine submitted. They are
sugar coated and prove an alluring
bait for children and unsuspecting
persons, who, unacquainted with their
properties often eat them with painful
and in some instances fatal results.

One firm of patent medicine dealers
when refused a permit threatened
mandamus proceedings, contending
that the right to an analysis had been
refused, but capitulated after an ex-
amination of the ordinance. It car-
ries great power and practically puts
the whole thing in the hands of the
health commissioner. There is no ap-
peal.
