Jt is announced that
roads in Wisconsin have made a rate
of one fare for the round trip, and as
it is expected that a considerable num-
ber would go from here if low rates
were given it is possible that a cut
will be made.

The Mildwaukee said that no reduc-
tion would be made for the occasion,
and agents of other roads have as yet
heard nothing of a cut. But if a crowd
should arrange to take some particu-
lar line it is understood that a favor-
able rate will be granted. The amount
of business is so small ,that no rate
wars will result.
