Despondent Because His Work Was
Not Appreciated, a Former Resident
of St. Paul Ends His Life at the
Close of an Exhibition.

NOTE GIVEN BANK RECKONED IN
MR. TARBOX'S LIST OF
PROPERTY

SHOE MAN CONTINUES
STORY OF FINANCE

-————

Tells How Assets of Tarbox, Schliek &
Co. Shrunk From $577,659 to $220,-

* 318 in Thirty Days—Early History of
Shoe Concern Is Gone Into—Some
Family Liabilities.

Judge Kelly was furnished with a
new .definition &€ “assets” yesterday
afternoon in the Sharood-Jordan trial.
Jasper B. Tarbox was under cross-ex-
amination, and C, A. Severance, attor-
ney for the defendants, Jordan, was
prodding him for information as to the
method by which, in April, 1900, he
had rolled up a total of assets amount-
ing to $577,659 for the firm of Tarbeox,
Schliek & Co. and its ally, the Union
Shoe company. The item under con-
sideration was the $33,000 note given
to the Merchants’ National bank in
settlement of Tarbox and W. R. Mer-
riam’s unfortunate speculation’ with
state prison labor - at Jeffersonville;
Ind :

“Now, Mr. Tarbox,” said counsel,
“just tell us all about this note—how
you got it into your list of assets.”:

“Well, that's the way I regarded it,”
the witness replied. :

“But was it not an obligation of your
firm to the bank?” :

“Why, yes, that’'s true, I guess, but
at the same time I regarded Merriam
as the real debtor on that note. It
was his liability, not ours, for Tarbox,
Schliek & Co. had never received any
consideration for making the note.”

The venerable judge by this. time
was shaking with laughter, and the
court room was in an uproar. Hum-
phrey Barton, counsel for Trustee
Sharood, attempted to come to the res-
cue of the witness, but the court
would have none of it.

““Why, gentlemen, this is very re-
markable hookkeeping,” the judge re-
marked. “If a man’s debts are to be
classed as assets, we shall have a rev-
olution in the business world. . We can
all go home with lighter hearts, know-
ing that our notes in bank are value in
hand. This is truly a wonderful dis-
covery."”

Assets Deteriorate Rapidly.

The cross-examination suceeeded in
finding some weak spots in the story
Mr. Tarbox told during his examina-
tion in chief.
garding the invoice made by the wite
ness of the firm’s property a month be-
fore the partners were compelled-to
admit their inability to meet their ob-

ligations. This inventory set out the
assets as follows: :

The discrepancy between the -two
statements is made the basis of the
plaintiff's allegation that the . asse
were undervalued.

The defendants’ attack on this claim
was begun yesterday with the attempt
to show that the invoice made in April
was grossly inflated.

Goes Into Ancient History.

Mr. Severance' led the witness over
all the early history of his business
enterprises, questioned him about his
land speculations, his joint enterprise
with ex-GJv. Merriam at Jeffersonville,
and his little venture in silver mining
at Port Arthur, and finally brought up
at the financial crash that overwhelm-
ed his shoe making and mercantile es-
tablishments in the spring of 1900.

Before the time for adjournment
was reached Mr. Tarbox had admitted
that many of the items classed as as-
sets of Tarbox, Schliek & Co. were
practically uncollectible. There  was,
for instance, the sum of $14,000 charged
as a debt owing to the firm by Mrs.
Tarbox, the witness’ wife. :

“When you made your inventory,
did you look on that as a good asset?”
the witness was asked. :

“Well, it was an overdrawn account..
I believe if we had gone on with the
business it would have been paid.

Text of the Amendment Shows That

.the Word “Railway” Has Been Sub-

stituted for “Railroad” and Fran-

chises Are Referred to—Douglas
Thinks It Right. -

The question has been raised ‘in cer-
tain quarters as to whether the adop-
tion of the proposed constitutional
amendment increasing the gross earn-
ings tax on railroads from 3 to 4 per
cent, will not.allow the lines operated
by Col. Thomas Lowry in the Twin
Cities to come in under its provisions.
Sectton one of the amendment pro-
vides: :

That every railway company owning
or operating any line of railway sit-
uated within, or partly within, this
state shall, during the year 1903, and
annually thereafter, pay into the treas-
ury of this state, as' taxes upon all
property within this state owned or
operated for railway purposes by such
company, including equipment, ap+-
purtenances, appendages and fran-
chises thereof, a sum of money egual
to four (4) per cent of the gross earn-
ings derived from the operation of
such ' lines of railway within this
state; and the payment of such taxes
shall be in full and in lieu of all.other
taxes upon the property and franchises
so taxed.

Those who have raised the question
as to the possibility of the lines con-
trolled by the Twin City Transit com-
pany coming in under the proposed
law, maintain that the words ‘“every
railway company owning or operating
any line of railway within the state”
would allow the company to take ad-
vantage of the law if a majority of
the voters of the state adopt it.

The fact that the present law speaks
of the companies and the proposed law
names them as ‘“railway"” companies
is pointed out as placing the companies
managed by Col. Lowry in a much bet-
ter position to assert that they are
specifically provided for under the
Jacobson law.

Language lIs Significant.

Another point which it is contended:
would tempt the Lowry companies to
seek to come in under the proposed 4
per cent-gross earnings law is that
portion of section 1 which provides
that “the payment of such taxes shall
be in full and in lieu of all other taxes
upon the property and franchises so
taxed.” -

It is argued that the railroad com-
panies of the state are not now taxed
on any . franchise and that the only.
“railway” taxed on its franchise is the
Twin City' Rapid Transit corporation.

The position assumed by the Lowry
organs published in Minneapolis and
St. Paul, that the Jacobson law should
be adopted by the votérs at the com-
ing election, is also pointed out as in-
-dicative of the desire of the street rail-
way magnate .to have the proposed
gross earnings bill become a law in or-

| der that. his companies may take ad-

vantage’ of its provis‘i'ons.
Douglas Thinks Not.

Attorney.. General -Douglas, when
asked for an opinion as to the possi-
bility of -the Twin City Rapid Transit
company coming under the provisions
of the proposed law, stated he did not
think the courts would hold that the
term ‘“railway,” used in the law, in-
cluded street railway companies.

Other attorneys questioned stated
they had not examined the language
of the proposed amendment sufficiently
to express an opinion as to whether
. the street railway companies could
come in under the proposed law.

Several of the attorneys admitted
that the practice of the courts at the
present time was to place as broad a
construction on the language of law as
possible and that under section 1 of
the proposed Jacobson law there would
be a chance for the attorneys of the
Twin City Rapid Transit company to
go into court with the proposition that
it was entitled to privileges under it if
the law was adopted.

The officers and attorneys of the
Lowry systems- have been urging and
fighting for years to secure the adop-
tion of laws which would allow the
payment of a gross earnings tax in
lieu of the present system of taxing
its franchise and personal property,
and those who have raised the ques-
tion of a “woodchuck” in the proposed
Jacobson law contend that the lan-
guage of the law is such that in the
event of its adoption the street rail-
way companies will be the first ones to
endeavor to squeeze in under the 4 per
cent gross earnings.

SAYS HOME LIFE IS THE
REAL SPHERE OF WOMAN

—_—

Rev. Dr. Givler Declares That Women
Are Out of Place in Business and
Shine in the Household.

“Women can *do some things better
than men, there is no dispute about
that,” said Rev. H. V. Givler, in his
lecture last evening at the First Meth-
odist church on “Bred Winners of the
Twentieth Century,” “but,” he contin-
ued, “when a woman enters mercantile
and professional pursuits she is not
on a level with her masculine competi-
tors. By reason of her nature woman
is fitted for the home life, and when
she goes out to fill a man’s place she
assumes a position in which she is at
a disadvantage. It is a noble part of
woman, however, to stand in a breach
in an emergency that may require her
assistance to keep the affairs of the
family. The first duty resting upon a
woman is to render herself a faithful
wife and a patient mother, and she
who fulfills this mission is performing
tHe highest office that is delegated to
any mortal.

“I mean to cast no disparagement
upon the maiden ladies who through
necessity must go out into the world
and fight its battles, and those who,
through a feeling of obligation, carry
the burdens that might otherwise rest
upon aged parents. The woman who
through a sense of duty to others de-
clines the opportunity of marriage and
faces the difficulties incident to earn-
ing sufficient for the support of herself
and others may be regarded as a mar-
tyr.” Rev. Givler described the indus-
trial condition of the times, pointed
out the relations of capital and labor,
deelaring that never before were the
signs so promising for the improve-
ment of the condition of the laboring
classes. The material advance has been
great, and the conditions of the work-
‘ers have improved.

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE
' RECEIVES A ROAST

—_—

New York State Grand Jurors Do Not
Think It the Thing for
Sick People.

NEW YORK, Oct. 30.—The grand
jury of Westchester county, in session
at White Plains, made a presentment
today concerning the death some days
ago of Esther Quimby, of White Plains.
The presentment recites that the at-
tention of the grand jury has been di-
rected to the treatment of infectious
and contagious diseases “by persons
who are not regularly Iicensed physi-
cians and surgeons, where the rules of
the local and state boards of health are
violated.” The presentment says:

“We have given careful considera-
tion to a complaint made to us con-
cerning the death of a seven-year-old
child from neglect, the child being
treated by a so-called Christian Sci-
ence healer from the city of New
York, who made visits to the home of
the child and mingled with the inhab-
itants of the county, both upon the
street and in public conveyances. This
child was allowed to die without any
of the remedies known to medical seci-
ence being used and medical men call-
ed before us testified that the life of
the child could have been saved had
proper treatment been used and prop-
er remedies applied.

“This so-called Christian Science
treatment was used at the instance
and request of the parents of the child,
the father daily attending to business
after nights spent in the sick room.
‘Wae feel that a flagrant violation of the
health laws in this respect should be
sought out by the local board of health
throughout this county and that a
copy of these presentments should be
sent to the state board of health for
the purpose of enforcing more strin-
gent laws in regard to the quarantin-
ing of contagious diseases.”

John Carroll Lathrop, a reader of
the Christian Science church, of New:
York city; John Quimby and his wife,
Georgianna, were today indicted by the
grand jury of Westchester county, the
charge being manslaughter in the sec-
opd degree. Mr. and Mrs. Quimby are
the parents of Esther Qi\mby. The
three have not as yet beer arrested
under the indictment, %e bonds hav-
ing dbeen previously given still holding
good.
