COMPLETE BIG DEAL

PENNQYLVANIA ROAD WILL SE-
CURE HARBOR ON LAKE
ERIE

H. C. FRICK IS INTERESTED
IN THE TRANSACTION

———

A Branch Will Be Built From Erie and
Pittsburg Division to Top New Har-
bor Which Is the Only Available
Harbor Site of Northern Pennsyl-
vania.

H. C. Frick, A. W. Mellon and R. B.
Mellon, of Pittsburg, A. J. Cassatt,
president of the Pennsylvania railroad,
the whole board of directors and other
officials of the Pennsylvania are hold-
ing a conference in Erie that may con-
summate one of the most important
deals recently made by the -Pennsyl-
vania.

On Oct. 20 a deal was closed in this
city whereby A. W. Mellon and R. B.
Mellon became possessors of one of
the most valuable sites on Lake Erie
for a harbor, a railroad charter and a
land company with options lying
around the mouth of Elk Creek. The
interest of H. C. Frick in the plan has
been heretofore kept secret.

This land lies only a short distance
from the lines of the Erie and Pitts-
burg division of the Pennsylvania
railroad and is the only available har-
bor site of Northern Pennsylvania. The
conference between the Pittsburg men
and the Pennsylvania officials today is
understood to be for the purpose of
making an agreement wherebs{ the
Pennsylvania raflroad can build a
branch from the Erie and Pittsburg
division to tap this new harbor.

POLITICAL RIOTING
RENEWED IN PORTO RICO

—_—

Republicans Still Belligerent, Killing
More People—A Distressed
Theatrical Company.

SAN JUAN, Porto Rico, O¢t. 30.—
Political rioting at Ponce was renewed
last evening. From 9 to 11 o'clock the
city was in the hands of a Republican
mob, alleging to have been aided by
the municipal police. The Federal club
was fired on. One man was killed and
several were wounded, but not fatally.
The rioting was renewed today. Busi-
ness at Ponce is suspended.

Another man was killed today during
_the attacks of the Republicans, which
began early this morning, and a num-
ber of men were severely wounded.
The rioters announced that they in-
tended to attack the Federation of
Labor club and another club during the
day, which caused the closing of all
the stores in Ponce.

A Spanish dramatic company which
had been playing at Ponce applied to
the Spanish consul for protection and
it is reported that the consul com-
municated with the Spanish minister
at Washington. Shooting and rioting
occured inside the theater Tuesday
evening and since that day the com-
pany has been unable to perform.

MATTERS OF MOMENT TO
THE EPISCOPAL CHURCH

Bishops in Regular Fall Meeting Will
Consider Large Interests.

WILMINGTON, Del, Oct. 30.—Bish-
ops of the Methodist Episcopal church
have begun the regular fall meeting.
One of the important matters to be
decided is the plan of Episcopal visita-
tion for the coming winter and spring.
The bishops will also consider matters
pertaining to the general missionary
and educational interests of the church
in order to be prepared for three im-
portant meetings, which will be held
as follows:

General committee of church exten-
sion, Philadelphia, Nov. 5; general com-
mittee of Freedmens aid and Southern
education, Troy, N. Y., Nov. 10-11;
general missionary committee, Trin-
ity church, Albany, Nov. 12-18.

These gatherings deal with the larg-
er interests of- the denominations.
Delegates will be present at each one
from all over the United States and
the bishops wil attend in a body.

Bishops Fowler, Warren and Me-
Cabe were appointed a committee on
the Twentieth century thank offering
of $20,000,000 for educational purposes,
which now amounts to $18,000,000.

CHICAGO TAX FRAUDS
MORE SERIOUS YET

—

Masonic Temple Matter Only One
Ramification of the
Conspiracy.

CHICAGO, Oct. 30.—To State’s At-
torney Deneen and his uncle, Police
Inspector Wheeler, Luke ‘Wheeler, the
convicted tax fixer, has revealed, in all
its ramifications, the gigantic plot that
collapsed with the discovery of the
Masonic Temple tax frauds. Tomor-
row, unless the present programme is
changed, Wheeler will go before the
grand jury and in a formal declara-
tion under oath reiterate the state-
ments made to the prosecutor.

Wheeler’s confession places him in a
new light and, if accepted literally, re-
moves from him the stigma of the
charge of building up a defense of the
tombstones of the dead. The conspir-
&cy, or rather the series of conspira-
cies, drove two men to suicide, ac-
cording to the confession.

According to Wheeler, the Masonic
Temple fraud was merely incidental to
an extensive serieg of operations reach-
ing back Into the past and made pos-
sible through lax methods, coupled
with a desire on the part of responsi-
ble prominent business houses to evade

taxation.
Moreover, according to ‘Wheeler's
declaration, the promissory notes he

was placed on trial for forging were
bona fide and legitimate paper. He
said that a public official at Spring-
fleld sought to blackmail the clique,
threatening exposure and prosecution
against one in particular and worried
him Into ending his life. The second
suicide involved in the case was due,

(Wheeler) would confess when he was.
brought back from Canada.

INDEBTEDNESS OF NEW
YORK TO LONDON

——

-

Head of an Anglo-American Bank
Doesn't Know Whether Gold Will
Be Imported or Not.

LONDON, Oct. 30. — There is un-
doubtedly a strong movement toward
paying off the American indebtedness
in London, but whether it can be done
with foodstuffs and merchandise, or
whether it will necessitate the.impor-
tation of gold the best posted man in
the world could not tell'at the present
moment. This is the opinion of the
head of the best known Anglo-Ameri-
can bank in London, who, discussing
the financial situation, added:

“Of course, bringing gold from New
York at this time of the year would
not be a normal course of things, but
the controlling factor in the situation
is the amount of New York's debt to
London, and that no one could esti-
mate without going through every bill
box in London and also ascertaining
the actual amount of stocks held on
the stock exchange for American com-
mitment. There is no special reason,
so far as I am aware, why a large
amount of gold should be wanted here
now. No large national loans are im-
pending or anything of that sort, but,
on the other hand, there is so much
money tied up in profitless investments
that really it is a hard job to get cash
to pay the butcher’s bill.

“Take South Africa, where they have
shot away about $500,000,000. That
makes a big hole in the nation’s sav-
ings. Then the list of South African
securities on the stock exchange rep-
resents about $1,500,000,000 tied up in
stock that does not average a half per
cent dividend. Consequently, ready
money is scarce. There is no market
here now for anything and nobody is
buying for investment, but whether it
will come to taking gold from America
I am quite sure nobody is yet in a po-
sition to say.”

REPROACH FROM BOERS

GEN. BOTHA SUMMARIZES THE
EFFORTS TO OBTAIN RELIEF

\

Results of the Work in Europe Are
" Disappeinting—Words of the Burgh-
ers Misconstrued, Though the Brit-
ish People Have No Reason to Doubt
Their Sincerity.

NEW, YORK, Oct. 30—Gen Botha,
of the Boer cammission, now in Europe
trying to raise funds far the redemp-
tion of the ruined farming districts of
South Africa, has cabled to the world
at length on the results of the general
mission up to date. The article says:

“Our words have been misconstrued,
our actions have been assigned the
wrong motives, and our very aims
have been misstated and condemned.
The British. people have no reason to
doubt our sincerity. We called on our
people to come in and lay down their
arms.. How. many million pounds
were saved to the British nation by
that surrender it is needless now to
reckon up.

“Having accepted the terms Lord
Kitchener was authorized to offer us,
we never sought to have them modi-
fied. What we sought for was not a
modification of the terms of the peace
treaty, but the immediate help ' of
which our people are in sore need.
Having come to plead a cause which
should speak elcquently enough for it-
self, we are sorely disappointed by the
result. At least we have had every
reason to consider that we have failed
in our errand. It is assumed that we
did not take kindly to a loan. That
supposition = was gratuitous. The
shape in which material help should
be given we had neither the right nor
the will to pick and choose.” But, hav-
ing seen no prospect of receiving such
help, we appealed in urgent need to
all the nations of the world.

“The course has been sharply criti-
cised. So far as we can see, all our
appeals to forelgners implied was that
our people were in sore need of instant
relief and that we were willing to un-
dergo the humiliation of pléading for
it. Memories of help withheld, despite
pressing need, and urgent appeal for
justice or _generosity, are certain to
live long, die hard and inflict damage
out of all proportion to their seeming
importance.” ¢

Loyal to Great Britain.

LONDON, Oct. 30.—The Contempor=
ary Review has published an article by
Gen. Botha, in which the . writer in-
sists upon the loyalty of the Boer
leaders to Great Britain. He expresses
regret that the language of some of
their continental appeals has been
misinterpreted when scanned micro-
scopically in England and reiterates
his fervent desire to co-operate with
the British government in smoothing
the effects of the war.

Gen. Botha says it is humiliating to
have to appeal to foreigners for funds
to aid his countrymen and that he be-
lieves if Englishmen realized the piti-
able condition of their vanquished foes
there would be no need to make ap-
peals for help. The writér urges a gen-
eral and complete amnesty, which he
says would remove the most potent
cause of estrangements between Brit-
ons and Boers.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 30. —
Anxious inquirfes about the cholera
situation in the Philippines from rela-
tives.and friends of Americans now in
the islands indicate undue alarm which
is not borne out by the information re-
celved by the bureau of insular affairs.
In a cable received today Gov. Taft
states that the cholera has practically
disappeared from the island of Luzon,
and that in Manila there has been on

| average of only two cases a day dur-

ing the last ten days.

the cholera. Only five provinces are
now seriously affected, the provinces
of Ililo, Occidental, Negros, Capiz, Sa-
mar and Misamis.

The percentage of mortality, which
in the beginning reached 90 per cent,
has been greatly reduced and is now
generally below 50 per cent.
