HE LOSES EIGHT RIBS
TO LIVE WITH ONE LUNG

—_—

Out-of-the-Way Surgery to Prolong
~ the Life of a Man Whose Chest
Is Too lLiarge for Breathing.

CINCINNATI, Ohio, Nov. 1.—In or-
der to reduce "the chest measurement
of Richard A. Murphy, the surgeons
at the city hospital have sawed off
three inches from each of the eight
ribs on his right side, removed all
attachments and then closed up the
opening with stitches. This makes
Murphy’s chest three inches narrower
and leaves him lop-sided, but a bet-
ter man physicaily.

The trouble with Murphy is that he
has only one lung. He met with an
accident which resulted in his right
lung withering up like a cabbage leaf.

Murphy, who is twenty-three years
of age, was shot down in a saloon
quarrel on the evening of July 24 by
Philias Argand, a bartender. A bul-
let fromz a 38-calibre revolver pierced
his lung through and through. The
surgeons who were called intc the
case held out no hope. Murphy was
hurried to the city hospital by in-
terested relatives, and there he con-
tinued the battle for life. . The bul-
let had lodged no one knows where.
One day Murphy was reported dying
and the next day he was-reported bet-
ter, and thus he has gone along since
the night of the shooting. ‘In the
meantime fluid filled the right lung
cavity and wilted away the lung, and
in order to prevent a recurrence the
surgical operation was performed.

About three years ago a young den-
tal student, who had been stabbed in
the abdomen, underwent a similar op-
eration at the hospital. For meonths
he lay with his whole internal viscera
exposed, and finally when he was
about gone he was taken back to
Michigan to die. Word afterward
reached Cincinnati that the young man
was dead, but this was untrue. A
yvear later he-ctame back to Cincinnati
the very picture of health, though hav-
ing only one lung. His body was
twisted and distorted by the closing
up of the lung cavity, but by the use
of pads his figure presented a fairly
symmetrical appearance,
