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HEARING IS STARTED

,

INTERSTATE COMMERCE COM-
MISSION INVESTIGATES CHARG-
ES AGAINST RAILROADS

MINNESOTA WILL FILE
INTERVENING PETITION

——

Markets in This Section-Will Be Af-
fected by Decision—Eightesn Rail-
roads Are Involved in the Charces
Made by the Chicago Live Stock As-
sociation.

Local railroad officials -are watching
with interest the investigation by the
interstate commerce commission of the
charges against eighteen Western and
Northwestern railroads made by the
Chicago Live Stock association. The
question presented for investigation is !
as to the right of the railroads to fix.
the rates on cattle higher than the
rates on packing house products under
the ruling of the commission that the
rates on raw material should never be
higher than the rate on the finished
products. The roads between Chicago
and Missouri river points have been
charging 18 to -20 cents on packing
products and 23% cents on cattle, and
it is alleged that this is a violation of
the ruling of the commission. The rail-
roads contend that as the expense in
carrying cattle is greater than in car-
rying the finished product the rates on
the former should be higher. A sharp
contention is expected to arise today
when the officials will be on the stand.

Is of Local Interest.

As the matter of the investigation
concerns interests in the state of Min-
nesota the railroad commission of this
state has been granted leave to file an
intervening petition in which they set
up that the present relative rates be-
tween live stock and dressed beef and
packing house products are fair and
equitable and should not be disturbed.

Secretary Tomlinson, of the Live
Stock association, outlined his charges
against the railroads. The schedule,
he said, discriminates against shippers
in Minnesota, Iowa, Wisconsin and
Missouri, as well as live stock dealers
in: Chicago, and enabled the stockmen
in Nebhraska to market his products at
less cost than the stockmen of these
states. He said the schedule favored
Kansas City as against Chicago as a
live stock market.

The case against the Santa Fe rail-
road was dismissed at the request of
the Live Stock association, as it de-
veloped that this road had recently re-
duced its rate on live stock from 23 to
12 cents from Missouri river points.

Medicine Men Case.

The morning session was devoted to |
the case of the Proprietary Medicine |
Association of America against the
New York Central Railway company,
in which the medicine men claim a dis-
crimination is made against them by
the railroads, and the New York Cen-
tral in particular. The commission
took evidence in the case, but decided
to hold it open for a short period. In |
this case it was charged that the rail-
road discriminates against patent med- |
icine advertising, charging more to ship |
almanats and proprietary printed mat-
ter than for advertising matter of other
concerns. C. E. Gill, chairman of the
official rate classification board of New
York city, testified today. He said that
the necessaries of life, agricultural
products, pay the largest percentage of
freight rates of any commodity the !
railroads transport. Frequently, he !
said, the freight rates on wheat, corn :
and potatoes are 50 per cent of their
value.

Chairman M. A. Knapp, J. D. Yeo-
mans, C. A. Prouty and J. W. Fifer
were present.

A. C. Bird Takes the Stand.

A. C. Bird, third vice president of |
the Milwauke road, took a bold stand |
today. Mr. Bird was the first witness !
of importance before the commission, ;
and when asked if he desired to de-
fend the reasonableness of the St.
Paul’'s live stock rates, he declared
that they were not reasonable.

“Not only are our live stock rates |
unreasonable,” he declared, “but all
our freight rates today are unreason-
able, because they are entirely too low
to compensate for the service render-
ed. All freight rates should be raised,
and I am surprised the railways do not
make a combined effort and raise
them.”

This statement surprised the mem-
bers of the commission, and they im-
mediately started to ascertain Mr.
Bird’s reasons. The witness stated
it was unfair to take the past two
vears as a basis from which to judge
the fairness of rates and the fairness
of remuneration desired by the rail-
roads, for during that period the vol-
ume of traffic had greatly increased,
whereas before that period railroad-
ing had not, as a general proposition,
been remunerative,

Proportion Is Not Just.

With respect to cattle rates, Mr.
Bird asserted that cattle did not now,
and had not for years, paid their just
proportion of transportation charges,
and to further reduce the rate on cat-
tle would be to make a bad situation
worse. When asked what governed
the scientific making of rates, he re-
plied he had not seen the time in
twenty-five years when rates could be
made on a scientifice basis. On the
contrary, rates are always based upon
competition, comparison and compro-
mise. While on the stand, Mr. Bird
explained that he had always deemed
it wise policy to make as low rate on
the raw material as on the finished
products, but that when a rate on the
latter, which was not remunerative was
forced upon the roads he did not be-
lieve in also forcing down the live
stock rates to maintain the relations.

WANTS TO USE U. P. TRACKS.

Great Western Claims Right to Run
From Council Bluffs to South Omaha.

OMAHA, Neb., Nov. 6.—The Mason
City & Fort Dodge, the Omaha branch
of the Chicago Great Western, today
filed a bill in the federal court, asking
the court to make an order permitting
that road to use the tracks of the
Union Pacific from Council Bluffs to
South Omaha, including the Missouri
river bridge and the passenger depot
in this city. The bill also asks for an
injunction restraining the Union Pa-
cific from interfering with such use
of its terminals.

The petition says these privileges
are enjoyed by certain other roads en-
tering the city, and asks the court to
give the petitioner an equal right with
other lines.
