TRANSACTIONS EXCEED A MIL-
LION SHARES FOR THE FIRST
TIME IN MAN WEEKS

—_——

LARGE AMOUNT OF EXCITED
SENTIMENT WORKED OFF

Very Heavy Volume of Liquidation—
Bears Active in Raiding the Market
to Uncover Stop-Loss Orders—Year-
End Demand for Money Must Be
Prepared For.

NEW YORK, Nov. 10. — Today’s
stock market absorbed a heavy vel-
ume of liquidation and worked off a
large amount of excited sentiment. As
a net result the closing tone of the
market was quiet and steady, with
many wide breeches in values com-
pletely restored and all of them much
reduced. The day’'s business ran over
1,000,000 shares, for the first time in
many - weeks, and there were times
during the morning’s precipitate de-
cline when the market was furiously
active.

The motives of the selling were
mostly of a general character, such as
have been at work for some time to-
ward - crystalizing a sentiment that
prices were too high and credits too
greatly expanded for financial health.
Saturday's sharp drop in prices had
the result of spreading a wave of
doubt all over the country, so that the
wires brought into commission houses
a large accumulation of sellipg orders
to be -thrown upon the market. Many
commission houses also had se® out
notices to their customers that they
must widen their margins or sell their

holdings. The bears were also active

in raiding the market to uncover stop-
loss orders. The dissemination of a ru-
mor of J. P. Morgan'’s illness was trace-
able to the bear element and was
+promptly denied and followed later by
Mr. Morgan’s appearance at his office.

Trust Company’s Tumble.

The troubles of one of the newer
trust companiss over its holdings of
securities of one of the newly formed
combines, ventilated on Saturday,
seemed to be taken quite seriously as
an object lesson, although not regard-
ed as important in themselves. The
fact that it was necessary in effect to
underwrite 'an underwriting syndicate
was regarded as a rather typical ex-
ample. The refusal of foreign sub-
scribers to pay their subscriptions to
the syndicate was advanced as the
cause of the condition. Nobody has
any doubt that a large part of their
enormous expansion of bank credits
has gone towards the underwriting of
new securities.

With this large transfer of credits
into fixed capital has come the growing
appreciation that there is a slow mar-
ket for these new securities at home,
while foreigners show no disposition to
take over the new securities even
where they have lent money to the
syndicate promoting them. The issues
of new bonds on the security of stock,
both railroad and industrial, which
have been purchased for conirol at
very high rates, runs into the hun-
dreds of millions. The Saturday epi-
sode is evidence that not all of the
ventures have prospered. The fact
that large loans have been made on
many of these new securities, while
their prices have received . artificial
support in the market, sometimes with
the proceeds of these Toans, is making
a growing impression on-public senti-
ment.

Cure for Evils.

The process which went on in to-
day's stock market goes to cure the
evils in the situation, both in reducing
the volume of credits and by bringing
the price level to a substantial basis.
It is felt that the year-end demand
for money the world over must be pre-
pared for. It is evident that only sus-
tained money rates in New York will
prevent the heavy outgo of gold. Ster-
ling exchange was somewhat lower to-
day, but was offset by a sharp drop in
sterling at Paris. Money here was
also firmer. The subtreasury is again
taking large sums from the banks.
The most important development in
the money situation was the rise to
10¢ premium of New York exchange
at Chieago, indicating a turn in the
tide of money from the interior. Prices
at the low level this morning were
generally from 2 to 3 points below last
week's close. The late substantial re-
covery was helped by rumeors that a
settlement had been secured of the de-
mands of the Chicago freight handlers.

Bonds were not so much affected by
weakness as stocks, but their recovery
was also less marked. Total sales, par
value, $1,180,000.

BEARISH NEWS CAUSES

Then Brokers Buy Freely for North-
west Account and a Supporting Fea-
ture Is Found in a Good Export De-
mand — Corn Quiet and Fairly
Steady.

CHICAGO, Nov. 10.—There was an
active trade in wheat on the Board of
Trade today, and while prices were
somewhat lower the undertone on the
whole was quite firm. December clos-
ed ‘1, @3c lower, December corn 3%c
lower, and oats Ifc lower.

Indifferent cables, liberal receipts in
the Northwest and the expectation of
‘a large increase in the visible supply
caused considerable selling of wheat
early in‘the day. Later brokers bought
freely for Northwest account, which
was said to be on reports of a large
flour business in Minneapolis, while a
prominent bull operator bought-a large
quantity of May through brokers. A
good export demand was also a sup-
porting feature. Longs were disposed
to realize toward the close, but offer-
ings were well taken.

December opened unchanged to %c
lower at T13%c to T717%e, declined to
713c, rallied to 71%c, and closed %L @
3c lower at 71 @715%c.

What Statistics Showed.

Visible supply showed an increase of
3,698,000 bu, compared with an in-
crease last year of 767,000 bu.

The amount on passage showed
a decrease of 936,000 bu, compared
with an increase of 2,456,000 bu a year
ago.
