LAWYER MUST SHOW
MRS. BLANCHE E. DOUGLASS

WANTS HER MONEY BACK

Much to the Chagrin of Attorneys She
Remarries Her Divorced Husband
and Interposes Strenuous Objections
to Their Bill for Professional Serv-
ices.

Chief Justice Start has issued an or-
der directing A. G. Morey, of Minneap-
olis, of the firm of Wyvell & Morey,

to appear Nov. 24 and show cause why
he should not return certain securities
to Mrs. Blanche E. Douglass or be held
In contempt of court.

Mrs. Douglass first brought a suit

In the Hennepin county district court
against Morey and that suit went to
the supreme court on an appeal from
an order overruling the demurrer to
the amended complaint.

Mrs. Douglass demands that the de-

fendant return to her $850 in cash,
fifty shares of the Savings Investment
company, of Milwaukee, and a life pol-
icy or bond in the Equitable Insurance
company of the United States worth
$1,100 surrender value.

Mrs. Douglass is the wife of Earl J.
Douglass. In 1899 she brought suit for
divorce against him. The suit was
brought in the Wisconsin courts by
Turner, Pease & Turner, of Milwau-
kee. There was no appearance of the
plaintiff and she was awarded a de-
cree and a one-third interest in a $40,-
--000 inheritance due Mr. Douglass. The
Milwaukee attorneys charged $1,800 for
their services in securing the divorce.

Within a year Mr. and Mrs. Douglass
were reconciled and remarried. Mrs.
Douglass objected to the bill of the
Milwaukee attorneys as excessive. At
the suggestion of Mr. Wyvell, partner
of Morey, she entrusted the settlement
for a reduced figure to him. Wyvell
was not an attorney and so handed it
over to Morey.

Mrs. Douglass alleges that the agree-
ment with Wyvell & Morey was that
the expense of the business should not
exceed $400 and that she gave Morey
a power of attorney by which he con-
trolled her property.

Her statement is that Morey went
to Milwaukee and settled with the at-
torneys for $900, and after transacting
some other business for her put in a
bill for' $1,336, of wiich $1,000 was for
services. He gave her credit on cer-
tain mortgages which had'been placed
on her property for $1,250, and, as she
says, advised her that for the $116
balance he would hold the stock as se-
curity.

Gen. Tasker C!Uss Sent by the Govern-
ment to Investigate the Cuban Situ-
ation — Palma Thinks He Can Get
Along a Good While Independent of
United States Trade.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 12.—An
j important conference bearing on the

i subject of the Cuban reciprocity treaty
was held at the war department today,

the participants being Secretary Hay,
Secretary Root and Gen. Tasker Bliss.
The latter was called into the confer-
ence because of his expert knowledge

of the existing Cuban tariff.
In other than official sources has de-

veloped pretty clearly the disposition.
of the Cuban president. The cardinal
objection of President Palma to the
treaty as it stands is the insufficient

!rebate of 20 per cent prop9sed to bj*
allowed on Cuban imports into the
United States, and Secretary Hay's
purpose is to ascertain how far he can
yield in that matter and still be able

j to count on the support of congress
jnext session when the treaty is sub-

] mitted. He has been assured by some
| persons with whom he has talked that
under no conditions would congress
consent to any substantial increase of
this rebate.

It is understood that too, are
entirely unwilling to accept any small
increase. In the face of a great short-
age in the European crop and a rap-
idlyrising market, they have acquired
confidence in ability to get along
for an indefinite period of time with-
out reciprocity with the United States,
and so it is understood they are show-
ing an indifference in the prosecution
of the treaty negotiations which is
serving in turn to stimulate the efforts
of our own Tiegotiations.

President Palma makes the point
| that conditions have changed in Cuba
! so whereas the 20 per cent rebate
might have served when it was first
proposed, it wouH at present afford so
little relief as not to warrant the sac-
rifice of Cuban revenues that would be

I involved in its acceptance. Secretary
i Hay has determined to clear up that
paint and to that end it was decided
that Gen. Bliss should be sent to Cuba
to make a personal investigation of
the industrial situation. It is improb-

able that, pending his return from
Cuba, the state department can ad-
vance the treaty negotiations in any
way.

American Side Explained.
A high official of the government,

who is well informed regarding our re-
lations with Cuba, in discussing the
proposed treaty with Cuba today, said:

"The principal mission of Gen.
Bliss will be to clear up in

the minds of the Cubans
some apprehensions which they have
as to the effect of the concession of-
fered and the various concessions which
the United States demands from Cuba.
It seems apparent that the situation

] is not understood in Cuba and the ne-
gotiations halt on that account.

"There, is no disposition to offer a
greater concession to Cuba than 20
per cent, which will include all prod-
ucts of the islands, while the conces-
sions demanded vary from 10 to 70 per
cent. This is explained by the fact
that the concessions be considered not
so much upon present percent-
ages as upon existing tariffs. The
tariff of the United States on all arti-
cles produced in Cuba is so high that a
20 per cent reduction will mean much .
to the islands. This relates especially
to sugar and tobacco. A single illus-
tration is given: The present duty on
sugar is about 100 per cent; a reduc-
tion of 20 per cent will gi*Te a rebate
to- Cuba of $20 on every_sloo worth of
sugar sent to this country. On the
other hand- the duty imposed by Cuba
on cotton manufactured goods is about
33 1-3 per cent. The United States
manufacturers shipping cotton goods
to Cuba under a like 20 per cent rebate
would secure an advantage of only
$6.66 2-3 on each $100 worth of goods.
To equalize this difference it was found
necessary to fix the ratio of concession
on cotton goods going from the United
States into Cuba at 60 per cent. It is
thought here that the Cubans have not
considered the matter from this point
of view and it was necessary to in-
form them of the basis of the de-
mands of the United States.

Our Demands May Be Modified.
"It is possible that the demands of

this country may be modified slightly
on an investigation of trade conditions
in Cuba, as the first draft of the treaty
was the basis of an agreement. It is
not likely, however, that any greater
concession will be offered Cuba, as it

| is held that the high rate of duty on
sugar and tobacco will, with 20 per cent
reduction, enable the Cubans to either
undersell all other foreigners or secure
greater profits on their products than
people of other nations.

The reciprocity treaty is likely«to be
a different convention provided for un-
der the Platt amendment. It makes
no difference whether or not a treaty
is negotiated with Cuba save on the
subject of the Isle of Pines. The Platt
amendment being a part of our law and j
a part of the Cuban constitution, it is i
held tha.t it operates, as a binding prop-
osition, even if the provisions of the i

amendment are not embodied in a I
treaty. The United States will secure
the coaling stations and Cuba is bound
to carry out the provisions of her own !
constitution. That the embodiment of j
the terms of the Platt amendment in
a treaty would be well it is not denied,
but such action is not necessary save
to establish closer and more friendly
relations between the two governments
from a diplomatic point of view."

They had not even heard gossip of the
killingin the hall where poor Halm
struggled, perhays unwittingly, for his
life and met a "cruel death. Caw dis-
tinguished himself by admitting some
knowledge of the affair, in which he
and the other witnesses were perform-
ers. County Attorney Thomas Fraser
took Caw aside and reasoned with
him.

Struck an Iron Bed Rail.
Then, putting him on the stand,

managed to draw out the statement
that in one of the struggles in the lit-
tle 11-foot room, and with several oth-
er nurses present, Halm did fall or
throw himself across the iron bed,.rail,
the left side of his chest striking the
rail in a manner which amply proves
Dr. Mayo's theory. Caw afterwards
thought it was the stomach and not
the chest that struck the edge of the
bed, and stoutly protested that he did
no fall or leap on the struggling pa-
tient.

Some of the jurors have despaired
of clearing up the mystery or getting
anything like a truthful recital of the
battle in the little room where Halm
met his death. Some of them are in
the same connection getting a bit ruf-
fled as to temper. One of them tersely
advanced the view of the majority to-
day when he said: "A man has been
killed. That life was worth something
and we will have the facts."

A conciliatory element on the jury is
inclined to the theory that accidental
injuries, the result of a battle with a
vicious maniac, and a thick coat of
whitewash is altogether the best way
out of a bad mess. These men are hon-
est enough, too, in the belief that if
the nurses would come out from be-
hind their veil of assumed ignorance
and tell t,he truth the whole matter
could be cleared up as a deplorable
accident, but purely and simply.an ac-
cident. The investigation will be re-
sumed tomorrow, but unless a new or-
der of procedure prevails, it may drag
through the week without a verdict.

Former Inmate Says Halm's Death

"Halm was certainly murdered,
death resulting from injuries inflicted
by one of the attendants. No one can
make me believe that the injuries
which caused his death were accident-
ally received, for I was an inmate of
the Rochester asylum and know what
treatment is afforded the patients."

This is the opinion of Louis Schu-
mann regarding the death of George
Halm, the St. Paul man who died Fri-
day from injuries mysteriously re-
ceived at the Rochester asylum. Schu-
mann escaped from that institution on
Sept. 1 last, and has since resided with
the family of Patrolman Charles Hanft,
at 114 Isabel street. Schumann was in-
terviewed last night and told of some of
the incidents of cruelty that he saw
when an inmate of the Rochester sani-
tarium. He said:

"Ihave seen men beaten by attend-
ants for slight offenses, and beaten in
such a manner that their lives were
endangered. In fact the attendants
take delight in torturing the poor un-
fortunates placed in their charge.

"Let me tell you of some of the cru-
elties practiced at the asylum. One
day, several months ago, a patient re-
fused to go to his dinner. He was com-
manded by the guard to go with the
others, but would not do so. Then the

I attendant jumped at him, knocking
i him to the floor. For fifteen minutes

he choked that poor unfortunate fel-
low until the man turned black in the
face.

"But that case was mild compared
with others. An acrobat named John

i was brought to the asylum. When-
ever the guards wanted amusement

I they would force him to do all kinds of
funny 'stunts.' If he complained of
weariness they would beat him. . Once 1
saw the attendants make the showman
stand on his head until he fell over
from sheer exhaustion. Another time
they forced him to turn handsprings

! until he was too tired to remain stand-
ing, and fell in a corner of his cell com-
pletely worn out.

"For slight offenses against the dis-
cipline of the institution the punish-
ment is terrible. A man named Brad-
ley forgot to make his bed one day.
The guard came into the ward, and,
finding him there, deliberately kicked

I him until the man was unable to stand.
Then he dragged Bradley down the
corridor to his room and tried to force
him to make the bed, a task that the
man was unable to do after receiving
the kicks and cuffs from the attendant.

"A favorite manner of punishing an
inmate is to knock him down, and
then press the knees into the pit of his
stomach. This takes the man's wind
away and he is unable to give any re-
sistance. Sometimes in the perform-
ance of this brutal method of punish-
ment patients' ribs are broken, but
this makes little difference to the au-
thorities at the asylum.

"One advantage of the knee method
of punishment it leaves no marks, and
should the poor insane man die, there
is nothing to show how he came to his
end. In my opinion this is what hap-
pened to Halm, only his ribs were so
badjly fractured that they penetrated
the lungs. The ca.se was made public
and now perhaps the guilty parties
will be punished for their terrible
crime."

Schumann, who ran away from the
hospital, is now employed as a brick-
layer. He was an inmate of the asy-
lum for eight years, some of which
time he spent in the violent ward.

According to a writer on perfumery,
essence of peppermint is the specific
for the development of the mercantile
instinct.

Every year a large number of
diplomas are given to women graduates
by the medical faculties of Paris and
Montpelier, but Frenchwomen are in
the minority, the greater number of
candidates being Russians and Rou-
