COMMISSICNER F. G. INGERSOLL
AGAIN TAKES UP NORTHERN
SECURITIES INVESTIGATION

ABSENCE OF WITNESSES
NECESSITATES ADJOURNMENT

Attorneys Agree to Admit Testimony
Given by Officials of Companiecs In-
velved Taken at Previous Hearings
—Witnesses Will Appear and Testi-
fy Today.

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.—The hearing
in the action of Minnesota against the
Northern Securities company began in
this city today before Frederick G. In-
gersoll, the special examiner appoint-
ed by the state of Minnesota, which |
contends that the position of thej
Northern Securities company, in re- |
gard to the railroads involved, is the
efficacy of a state law against 1
merging of parallel roads.

The legal representatives present on
the part of the Great Northern railway
were M. D. Grover and C. W. Bunn,
and Judge C. J. Young, general coun-
sel of the Northern Securities compa-
ny. The Great Northern railway is
principally concerned in today’'s hear-
ing.

The state of Minnesota was repre-
sented by its attorney general, W, P.
Douglas and his assistants, M. D.
Munn and George J. Wilson, of St.
Paul. As no witnesses were ready, the |
hearing was adjourned until tomorrow.

Admits Original Testimony.

Wheén the hearing was called Mr.
Munn suggested that the testimony of

J. J. Hill, president of the Great
Northern; C. S. Mellen, president of
the Northern Pacific; W. P, Clough,

vice president of the Northern Securi-
ties company; Charles Steele and
George W. Perkins, of J. P. Morgan & |
Co., and that of J. Pierpont Morgani
given in the Peter Power case be
made a part of the record in the pres- |
ent hearing. This suggestion was |
adopted, as alfo was a later one that
certain exhibits used in that case be
admitted in evidence.

BALTIMORE & OHI_(—) MEETING.

Report for the Year Indicates Increase,
in Business and Profits.

BALTIMORE, Md., Nov. 17.—The
annual meetings of the Baltimore & |
Ohio took place today, President L. F. |
Loree presiding. The annual report of
the company for the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1902, was submitted. The
operations for the entire system, as
shoewn by the income account for the
vear, are: Gross earnings, $31,178,060;
increase, $4,063,630; operating ex-
penses, $32,888,563; increase, $1,842,-
333; net earnings from operations $18,-
289,497; increase, $2,221,297; other in-
come, $2,290,107; increase, $1,433,314.

Deductions from income account, in-
terest, rentals, taxes, etc., $11,558,659;"
increase, $1,822,651; net income,
$9,020,945; increase, $1,831,960. $

The report shows that dividends of
4 per cent have been paid upon both
the preferred and@ common stocks. The
expenditures for construction during
the year were $5,834,329.

Great progress is shown in the large
works undertaken for the reduction of
grades and elimination of curves. A
deuble track is being constructed from
Rockwood to Ohicpule, Pa., a dis-

tance of thirty-eight miles, which,
when completed, will give a double
track line between Baltimore and

Atlantic Coast Linc Issues Extra Stock

for the Purpose.

RICHMOND, Va.,, Nov. 17.—The
stockholders of the Atlantic Coast
Line Railroad company met here to-
day and voted to ratify the purchose
of the Louisville & Nashville. The fol-
lowing was given out this afternoon
by the secretary of the meeting:

“The stockholders of the Atlantic
Coast Line railway met this morning
and decided to increase the capital
stock by 81,500,000, to be issued in
stock of 15,000 shares at $100 a share,
and to also ratify the purchase of the
Louisville & Nashville railroad. The |
stocks and bonds are to consist of |
$35,000,000 in collateral trust bonds at
4 per cent, for fifty vears, to be applied
to the payment of the 300,006 shares of |
the capital stock of Louisville & Nash-

ville as a pledge for the -collateral
bonds.”

The Chicago
switchmen were recenly granted an
advance, and the increase announced
today is in the line of equalization of
salaries. The advance takes effect
from Nov. 1 and benefits about 1,000
men. While no official notice has been
issued by the Nickle Plate road con-
cerning an advance of wages to its
switchmen, it is understood that the
matter is under consideration, ‘and

AWERICANS ARE SOBER

LADY HENRY SOMERSET PRAISES
THEIR TEMPERANCE

———

Condemns Her English Sisters and
Says Drunkenness Among Them Has
Gircatly Increased — Declares That
American Women Possess a Superior
Capacity for Business.

NEW YOREK, Nov. 17.—Lady Henry
president” of the National
British Women’s Temperance asgocia-
tion, who has been in New York for

Speaking of the drink question, both
in this country and in England, Lady
Somerset said shortly before sailing:

“The most striking thing to me
about the American people is their
general sobriety. I only wish I could
say the same thing for the people of
England.

“The total drink consumptién per
capita for the people of the . United
States is less than half that in Eng-
land, or rather Great Britain. This su-
perior, sobriety is noticeable, in all

doubt, for your: greater alertness and
energy, particularly among your work-
ing classes.

“Drunkenness among women, espe-
cially in England,” continued Lady
Somerset, “has greatly increased with-
in the last five years. How to deal ef-
fectively with this problem has become
a very serious matter. Over 4,000 wom-
en in Lendon alone were treated for
the drink habit by the various hos-

I think, however, that the vastly in-
creased competition among both sexes
for a livelihood has a great deal to do
with it.

“The American woman I find has a
mere highly developed capacity for
business than her English cousin, and
competition between her own sex and
the men is very much greater here.
This fact, however, has not resulted in
a proportionate increase of drunken-
ness among the women of America.

“American women, those of the
Northern states at least, seem to me
far more robust than English women,
and are, therefore, better able to stand
the strain of business life. In England
the women employed in offices, where
the hours of work are long and confin-
ing, and where much mental effort is
necessary, often find it essential af-
ter the day’s work, and, even while at
their desks, to resort fo stimulants, It
is this habit once begun that has di-
rectly resulted in the deplorable in-
crease of drunkenness in their sex.
And, of course, there are other reasons
which can only be made a thorough
personal investigation of the drink
situation in England.”
