CONSUL NORTHCOTT

ADDRESSES GREAT
- NUMBER. OF MEMBERS

+
Says the Carrying Qut of the Scheme
Would Compel Order to Go Into
Banking Business on a Gigantic

Plan—Parade Is Given in Officer’s
Honcp.

J. G: Johnson, of Peabody, Kan,
general attorney of the Modern Wood-
men of America, addressed an audi-
ence of 1,000 members of the order at
Woodmen hall, West Ninth street, last
evening in opposition to the step-rate
plan. of insurance recommended by
Head Consul Northcott.

Mr. FJohnson prefaced his remarks by
sayving he was the only cne of the head
officers who was opposing the adoption
of the proposed rates.

“I oppose it,” he continued, “on the
ground that it is impraecticable for a
fraternal society such as ours is. It
has been discussed by members of the
order for eight months and at the end
of this time the members are almost
unanimously opposed to it. In endeav-
oring to commend the plan to members

of the order almost $60,000 of the or

der's money has been . expended.
Where all of the members have dis-
cussed the proposed plan and the o
position to it is more and more pro-
nounced is excellent evidence that it
should not be adopted.

Would Freeze Out Poor Men.

~ “The plan proposed is such that a
poor man could not pay the rates de=
manded after reaching fifty years of
age. The rates would at that age
force or freeze him out of the order so
‘far as insurance is concerned. Any
plan which would force out or keep out
the wage earners cannot be a success-
ful plan for a fraternal order. -

“The proposed plan contemplates the
creation of an immense reserve fund
of over $5,000,000 in addition to ad-
vancing the rates of insurance. In
ten years Mr. Northcott has estimat-
ed the reserve fund will amount to
$65,000,000, and when it reaches its
maximum $165,000,000 will have been
accumulated. This means the forcing
of the order into a gigantic banking
scheme which is not desired by mem-
bers of an order such as ours.

sHave No Money to Invest.

“Few, if any, of the members of our
order have money to invest, and all
they can do is to pay the rates now in
force for insurance. No fraternal or-
der can safely go on with an invest-
ment of such stupendous proportions.
My objections are not from a math-,
ematical standpoint nor have I any-
thing to say as to the accuracy of the
figures given by those who favor the
proposed plan, but it is impractlcab!e."

Previous to his address Mr. Johnson
was escorted to the hall from the
Windsor hotel by the degree teams
from North Star, St. Anthony Hill,
Capital City, St. Paul, Forest, New
Capital and Fraternity eamps.

The procession was headed by the
band composed of members of the
Flour City camp, of Minneapolis, and
Charles Rock, chief forester of North
Star camp, was chief marshal.

JANE ADDAMS TALKS CHARITY

Hull House Worker Points Out Handicaps That Pre=
vent Social Advance.

ane Addams, in her lecture on the
results of charitable effort, last even-
ing, at the Central Park M. E. church,
dealt with many problems that are of
vital interest to all thinking persons
of the community. - She pointed out
the change in the purposes of char-
itable effort from the ancient idea that
good deeds were done for the benefit
of the soul, of the doer, and that the
benefit of the recipient was merely in-
Modern charitable work, she
says, has been advanced by the inves-

tigation of economists and rendered
popular “by the realastic represenia-
tions of the condition of the lower
classes by the novelists.

Charitable work, conducted on scien-
tific principles, she insisted, was neces-
sary for the well being of large cities,
and that essentially economic consid-
erations are involved. For instance,
where there is a large proportion of
the population reduced to the condition
requiring public assistance in hospitals
and poorhouses the people at large
are direct losers. Her plan is to fore-
stall the ne sity of expending the
public funds in the relief of distressed
by employing them for im-
proving their sanitary and social con-
ditions, and by educating their chil-
dren.. In order to properly educate the
youth of the under elément it is neces-
sary to enforee their attendance at
school, and prevent their being driven
to work at tender ages. Many men
who bring their families to this coun-
try, being unable to find congenial
work, resort to the device of sending
their children cut to earn the living.
There are thousands of children who
are compelled by lazy or incompetent
parents to assume the burdens of life
when they are weak and undeveloped,
physically,mentallyand morally. They
are thus rendered subject to distorting
influences, their characters as well as
their bodies being hopelessly ruined.
What an amount of future disaster
and evil is in store for the world from
the thousands of children that are now
working in sweatshops and factories!
It is the duty of the public to bear the
expense of education, says Jane Ad-
dams, and she argues that in cases
where widows and incompetent par-
ents rely on their young children for
support, provision should be made for
their maintenance so that the children
could be allowed to remain in school,
The outlay of money for this purpose
would be more than repaid by the de-

crease in poverty, crime and suffering
in the future.

There is no need for the deplorable
condition of the lower classes in this
advanced age, when so many material
advances have been made in industry,
science and educational facilities. The
surplus wealth in the country, if ap-
plied systematically and intelligently
with capable direction, could relieve
the serious state of the poor and suf-
fering inhabitants of the slums. There
is a tendency, however, she intimated,
on the part of the oppulent classes to
stand aloof.

But the tendency to engage in char
itable work has grown more popular of
late, owing to the growth of the feel-
ing of human identification. There is a
spreading of the sentiment among all
classes that all human beings are
members of one gigantic family, and
all are ccming to realize that the eon-
dition of the various classes more or
less remotely affects every individual
of the community. Jane Addams de-
seribed this feeling as a moralized
sense of prudence.

As a result of this prevailing feel-
ing efforts are made by many con-
scientious persons to aid the under-
paid workers by insisting on the use of
nothing - but material produced . by
workers who receive living wages and
are empleyed in sanitary shops. Many
of the industries that are supplying the
necessaries of life to thousands are
paying the men and women who do the
work wages that are entirely inade-
quate. Those charitably disposed folks
who plan to relieve these conditions
have organized themselves into the
Consumer’s League. The only objec-
tion to this project is the disparity be-
tween the social conscience and the
bargaining instinct. For often the
products of the sweatshops are cheap-
er on the market than the products of
factories that pay fair wages and pro-
vide the workers healthful = quarters
in which te perform their duties. A
struggle between the conscience and
the desire to save then arises. The
labels of the Consumers’ League and
the various trade unions are now to
be found upon almost all the articles
manufactured in factories. An op-
porturnity for charitable work, said
Jane Addams, is presented to every
purchaser every day.

Jane Addams dwelt upon the condi-
tions of the inhabitants of the slum
districts of Chicago, brought out some
telling points about sweatshops and de-
scribed the work of Hull House.

BUILDERS WILL
HAVE BUSY YEAR

Improvements Are Planned
for the Season
of 1903. i

Intimations made t6 the city build-
ing department lead .the officials in
chargeé to believe that next year will
witness the greatest amocount of build-
ing St. FPaul has ever experienced. Im-
provements for-which ‘plans are now
in preparation alone bring the figure
up to'$500,000. “OtherS’ whase carry-
ing out depend largely npon the con-
dition of the labor market and the
price of building material bring the
total cperations in sight up to $2,-
000,000. .

Perhaps the largest of these pro-
posed building improvements is the
cold stcrage warehcuse. which the Ar-
mour and Swift interests have in mind.
Figures weré obtained cn the building
of the structure last summer, but the
market was sc¢ inopportune that noth-
ing was done. If built it will represent
an investment of nearly $300,000.

Griggs, Cooper & Co. only await the
appearance of -good weather to com-
mence werk en their mammoth pack-
ing and feod- manufacturing = plant
which they propose establishing on the
West Side. The lots on which it
will be erected have already been pur-
chased. It is.said that $260,000 will be
a censervative figure for this structure
if erected en the plans that the com-
pany has had drawn. .

On the two lots at the north and
scutheast corners of Cedar and Fifth
streets two office buildings are tc be
erected, the .money for which lccal
capitalists will supply. - The two will
cost about -$150,000. -

Over on the
Northern is credited with prepara-
tiens for shops and other buildings
that will reach 'a total of $125,000.
Near the Rock Island tracks several
warehouses are proposed and in the
vicinity of-the new Omaha terminals
the same activity is spoken of. -

The biggest thing in the building
line, however, will be, nearly 150 flat
or apartment houses, sites for which
have been selected in the hill district.
The demand for them’ was so brisk
last spring and’ ‘summer, that many
have come to look upon them as a
profitable investment and they will be
seen going up. all over the city. The
tendency next year will be toward flats

STRANGE DISEASE KiLLS MANY |
- HORSES IN RED RIVER VALLEY

A gerlous condition of affairs pre-
vailg in the Red River valley, accord-
ing to reports in possession of ths vet-
erinary department of the state board
of health,

Great numbers of horses have been
dying of a mysterious disease sald to
have been imported from Manitoba.
The state authorities are of the opin-
ion that it is a microblc disease and
are using every effort to isolate the
germ.

The manifestations of the trouble
are peculiar, A horse in the best of
health will suddenly become listless
and unfit for¥work, while at the same
time ‘developing a voraclous appetite,
From- the time of seizure until death
ensues, which is from three to six
weeks, the horse eats twice as much
as it would ordinarily do, yet steadily
loses flesh and eventually dies of ex-
haustion.

Investigation shows that hundreds

of horses have died in Manitoba of
this strange seizure, which has been
prevalent, though not in its present
epldemic form, for a good many years.
In many parts of Manitoba and other
northern provinces the death rate has
been so high among horses for the
last two years that large tracts of
country have been denuded of horses
entirely and oxen have been substitut-
ed, as they are not subject to.the in-
fection.

The doctors of the state veterin-
ary laboratory believe they will be able
very shortly to issue an authoritative
statement concerning the nature of the
ailment and probably to suggest
means for stamping it out. Confer-
ences have been held recently with the
provincial veterinary authorities of
Manitoba and the two departments are
working to the same end In co-opera-
tion.

JURY BELIEVES
 ELANFS VERSION

Man Who Shot William
Johnson Just Wanted
to Scare Him.

The jury before whom Albert Elam
was tried on a charge of assault upon
William Johnson, a fellow bricklayer
at the Great Northern shops, July 16,
1902, last night brought in a verdlcttoz
“not guilty.” The jury went out a
o’clock yesterday afternoon and at 8:40
reported an agreement. Elam, who had
evidently nerved himself for an ad-
verse report, recelved the verdict
without showing a:sign of pleasure.

Elam was placed on the stand in
his own behalf yesterday afternoon.
He said that he had no desire to kill
Johnson but only to scare him. He
took the agreeabla method of chasing
him along g scaffold, revolver in his
hand, and shooting in the air while
Johnson accelerated his speed at every
shot. The fact that he hit Johnson
but once and that in the hand, when
Johnson had reached the end of the
scaffold, was an evidence not of his
poor aim nor the quality of the re-
volver, but his intention not to Injure
the man but merely to give him a

od scare. =
go'rho jury after listening to the tes~
timony decided to accept Elam’'s ver-
sion and belleve him not gulilty of
an assault but merely of a playful de-
sire to frighten Johnson with whom
he had disagreed several days before.
Elam and Johnson are both colored
men and were employed in the con-
struction of the Great Northern shops
when the shoptlng took place.
