If the battér seems too .thick,
thin with a Half cup of molasses, but
no milk. Spice to taste; a half tea~
spoonful ef allspice,” ‘Powdered cloves,
cinnamon and a pinch-of gmger_ will
be found sufficient. ",

you must use your hands. Have your
oven hot, but not fierce; grease the
pan, which should be large and with a
funnel in the-middlé, ‘with lard and
cover the bottom with three layers of
brown paper, cut to fit and also greas-
ed. Such a cake will need two hours
and a half or threé hours to bake thor- |
oughly.- ‘A thick” paper may be put
over the top when it begins to brown.
‘When done, which will be when a
broom straw comes out dry, turn out:
very carefully, not to break it, on a
sieve and let it get perfectly cold be-
fore putting away as directed.
