Railroads Will Endeavor to Recoup
Themselves for Expense of Increased
Wages, but it Is Thought That It
Will Be Impossible to Maintain Ad-
vanced Rates.

CHICAGO, Nov. 29.—A movement is
well under way which will result in
raising between 70 and 90 per cent of
the commodity rates in territory east
of Chicago. A committee composed
of traffic men of the lines in the Cen-
tral Freight association’are at work on
the rates, with a view to raising nearly
all of them from 2 to 2 1-2 cents per
100 pounds between Chicago and the
seaboard. The initial moves in the

plan were made when the rate on grain

and grain products was raised 2 1-2
cents and on dressed meats 5 cents.
The importance of the action is very
great, as fully 75 per cent of the east-
bound traffic moves on commodity in-
stead of on class rates. If all the
changes which are contemplated go
into effect the revenues of the East-
ern roads will be increased by many
millions of dollars annually. To ex-
press the increase in figures would be
mere guesswork, but the increase will
be more than enough to take care of
increased wages.

Affect Cost of Material.

It will also largely affect the in-
creased cost of all materials which en-
ter into railroad construction. One
of the Eastern traffic officials stated to-
day that no trouble was being exper-
fenced in raising the rates effective on
Jan. 1, but that trouble would come
when an attempt was made to main-
tain the tariffs. If the experience of
past years is a guide, it will not be
long after the first day of the year be-
fore the rate on some commodity drops
a little, and then the retrogade move-
ment wil begin and increase until the
old basis of rates is reached. Western
lines are also contemplating raising
many commodity rates, but the action
may not be as radical as that contem-
vlated by Eastern lines. There is lack
of unanimity of opinion in Westeru
territory which will operate against a
horizontal raise in rates.

OPENS FOR BUSINESS TOMORROW

Arrangements Completed for the Rock
Island’s New Freight Service.

An important event in the commer-
cial history of St. Paul will occur to-
morrow, when the Rock Island’s new
freight house will open for business.
The tracks having been comnpleted, the
building finished and the officers and
assistants appointed and ready for
work, the long-heralded Independent
Rock Island freight service is to be-
come a reality.

The Rock Island has for many years
had a St. Paul freight service in con-
nection with the Minneapclis & St.
Louis, so the established business of
the company is already considerable,
but it is expected that with the un-
excelled facilities the company now has
in this city a large increase in -the
business will result. The general in-
crease in the business interests of St.
Paul and the Northwest, which is com-
mercially tributary to this city, caus-
ing the unprecedented increase in the
volume of freight traffic, has justified
the action of the company in extend-
ing its line into this territory.

The equipment of the freight de-
partment is one of the best in the
Northwest. The large new freight
house on the West side, near the Rob-
ert street bridge, is one of the largest
and most modern in the city, and is
located in the heart of the manufactur-
ing district, where many plants are
established and where many more will
soon be built up. The freight house
has two stories, with the tracks on one
side and the delivery doors on the oth-
er, is 50 feet wide and 500 feet long,
is furnished with elevators operated
by electricity, and is steam-heated.

The personnel of the freight depart-
ment is made up of old officers of the
company and a number of picked men
from the freight departments of the
other roads. A. C. Hunter, commercial
agent, has been with the company for
over thirteen years, having been agent
at Omaha, Rock Island and other im-
portant points on the line. W. J, Law-
head, freight agent, has also been with
the company thirteen years, having
come from the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy. With the Rock Island Mr.
Lawhead has been six years at Daven-
port, Iowa, in the capacity of chief
clerk, at various other points as agent,
and as agent at Decorah, where he has
been four years, and from where he
comes to St. Paul.

Frank Gujer, who has been in the
freight department of the Soo line, in
this city, will take a position as rate
clerk with the Rock Island in the of-
fice of the commercial agent.

Mr. Lawhead’s staff, which he has
just completed, is as follows: Chief
clerk, F. F. Bell, formerly of the Great
Western; cashier, Mrs. De Foe, Minne-
apolis & St. Louis; assistant cashier
and collector, R. N, Gordon, of St.
Paul; hill clerk, H. F. Krasinsky, for-
merly depot manager of Swift & Co.;
operator and clerk, F. B. Nickerson,
Minnesota Transfer; abstract clerk,
W. H. Steiner, formerly in the office
of the joint railroad agent, South St.
Paul; warehouse foreman, D. P. Scan-
lan, from the Omaha; check clerk, G.
J. Sewart, from the Great Northern;
engineer, S. L. Stanton. A large force
of yard men has also been engaged,
and will be increased when the in-
crease in the business demands.

The company has appointed agents
in the towns along its new line from
Albert Lea. They are as follows:

The freight to pe- handled in this
city will be that from local and North-
west shippers, and that received from
the points on the Rock Island system
and connections. The territory drain-
ed by the Rock Island includes, all the
Central and Southwestel;n states.

Mr. Darling, who is a
brother of Chief Engineer W. L. Darl-
ing, of the North Pacific, has been con-
nected with the engineering depart-
ment of the Northern Pacific for over
fourteen years, and has been engaged
in much important work during that
period. He will leave next Wednes-
day to take up his new duties.

A rearrangement of the engineering
department will result as a conse-
quence of Mr. Darling’s resignatlon.
There have been four division engi=
neers; hereafter there will be but three,
and the territory of each of the remain-
ing divisions will be extended.

E. H. McHenry, chief engineer of the

Canadian Paciﬂc who has. appolnte&
Mr. Darling, was formerly connected
with the engineering force ot ~the
Northern Pacific.

Commencing
today the time to Chicago will be re-
duced thirty-five minutes. On the new
schedule the Chicago-St. Louis ex-
press, which has been leaving here
every evening at 8:15 will leave at
7:45, thirty minutes earlier, and by
means of a faster run will arrive at
ghlcago one hour and ten minutes ear-

er.

The morning train, which has been
leaving at 9:35, will ¥ave at 9:40, and
the run will also be lessened.

MAY YET BE ANNULLED. -

Agreement in Regard to Anti-Pass Is
to Be Considered by Eastern Roads.

NEW YORK, Nov. 29.—The anti-
pass agreement which was adopted by
the railways in trunk line territory last
week is again up for discussion by the
presidents. It is to be determined
whether or not the agreement is to be
continued. Another year and the meet-
ing at which the final vote is to be
taken will be held on Dec. 15. Consid-
erable opposition to the continuation
of the agreement is, said to have de-
veloped.

WAR BETWEEN RAILROADS.

PUE AT
Actual Armed Hostilities Are Reported
Between Rivals in Missouri.

JOPLIN, Mo., Nov. 29.—Heavily
armed forces of the Missouri, Kansas
& Texas and the St. Louis & San
Francisco are ready for war at a min-
ing camp at Bruce, near here. The
Frisco has two ceaches filled with
men prepared to stop the Gaty from-
bulldmg a spur to the mine and cross-
ing the Frisco track. The Katy has
sixty men at the scene with picks and
spades ready to lay the track. The
two roads are determined and blood-
shed is determined. Guards on both
sides were on duty all last night to
see the enemy did not steal a march on
them.”

RAILROAD NOTES.

The terminus of the extension of
the Omaha from Brichwood, Wis., to
the Chippewa river, which promises to
become a thriving town on account of
its water power, has been christened
by the Omaha company with the name
of the great French explorer Raddison.

The Rock Island management has
authorized contracts for the construc-
tion of an extension to that system
from Dallas to Galveston, Tex., a dis-
tance pf 270 miles., The work is to be
completed in nine months. The line
to be built will give to the Roeck Island
the Gulf connection it has had in con-
templation for some time.

The interstate commerce commis=
sion, in the case of the Diamond mills
against the Boston & Maine railroad
has decided that shippers of grain
should be required to pay extra for
the privilege of milling grain in transit.
Shippers had been in the habit of hav=-
ing grained milled at Buffalo and ob-
jected to the imposition of a charge of
6 cents per 100 pounds in addition to
the through grain rate on the milled
product forwarded from Buffalo. The
interstate commerce commission, how-
ever, holds that the railroads are en-
titled to make the extra charge.

Counterfeiterss Convicted.

CHICAGO, Nov. 29.—Charles W. Al-
lard, James F. Donoghue and Edward
Farnum, who were arrested some months
ago for counterfeiting railway tickets,
were convicted by a jury this afternoon
in the criminal court. They will receive
an indeterminate sentence to the peni-
tentiary. - Alexander Freeman. who was
tried with them, was acquitted.

CAUSE OF APPENDICITIS
SAID TO BE WHITE FLOUR

—_——

1llinois Physician Claims to Have Dis-
covered That Such Is the Case.

CHICAGO, Nov. 29.—If the claims- of
an Illinois physiecian can be proved,
then the dread disease of appendicitis
need no longer be feared by mankind.

According to this physician, -Dr. H.
C. Howard, of Champaign, Ill., the
cause of this malady is white flour.

To prove this assertion he points to
the fact that where coarse breads are
used the disease is unknown, but that
as soon as the fine breadstuffs are in-
troduced appendicitis comes along as
a sequence.

By this reasoning he shows that the
people of agricultural communities
who secured their flour from small
mills did not have the disease until the
small mills were crowded out by the
large ones and fine white flour sup-
planted the coarse.

Then the negroes of the South, so
long as they ate corn bfead were free
from the disease, but when the new
process flour began to be used the dis-
ease came among them. The same
results attended the departure of the
German folks from their coarse bread
to the refined flour.

“I can remember that prior toabout
1875,” said Dr. Howard, “there was
little or none of the ailment among the
people. In twenty-five years of prac-
tice among the people before that time
cases of appendicitis. Now they are
common.

“Large and extended changes in the
diet of people has contributed to this.

“For example, about the date men-
tioned there began to be a ‘general
change from the old method of grind-
ing grain to the present method of
roller mills and excessively fine bolt-
ing cloths. This plan of milling began
first in the large cities, and appendi-
citis began to increase there first.

“Later the new process crowded out
the small mills in the country, and the
people could not get flour made by the
old processes. They ,bought products
of the large miling establishments,
and then the farmers began to: have
appendicitis.

“Quite small children have it. T
know of ene boy who has had thirteen
well defined attacks of the disease and
came out of all of them without sur—
gical operations.

“He changed his food to corn bread
and mush, with coarse breads in gen-
eral, vegetables, little meat, and some
fruit, and he has taken on flesh and
has not had a symptom of the disease
for three years.

“The lack of phosphates in the food
is visible in the people, and physicians
have greatly increased the use of med-
icines containing phosphates. It is a
necessity. -

“The new process which is held ac-
countable for disease takes from the
grain the phosphates chiefly existing
in the form of the wheat and just
under the bran, and leaves only the
starch and gluten.”

THE FEAR OF DEATH
HASTENS ITS COMING

—_——

Sensations of a Man Who Thought He
Was Falling to Inevitable Death—
Ancient Egyptians Were Stronger in
Oid Age Than Englishmen—Mathe-
matical Formula for Finding Expec-
fation of Life.

VIENNA, Nov. 29.—Death is always
an interesting subject—to the living.
The question of shuffling off this mor-
tal coil—the supreme mysterv—{fasci-
nates while it perplexes us. The lat-
est discussion of this terrible subject is
by that learned man, M. Jean Finot,
who has spent years in getting togeth-
er facts on the subject. Of course, the
whole thing is a lot of guesswork, in
my opinion; but it is threatening, and
doubly, too, is the question, “Why do
we grow old at all?” which M. Finot
asks and answers as follows: “For
three reasons. First, want of physical
exercise in the open air; second, poi-
soning by microbes which the phags-
cytes have not succeeded in destroy-
ing; third, fear of death. It is hard
to imagine the importance of this last
element. If a man fears death it will
carry him away. And yet it iIs quite
pleasant, too; no sensation could be
¢ompared to it.” -

As proof of this assertion M. Finot
quotes the description given by a per-
son named Heim, whose sensations ex-
perienced when falling with his com-
panions from the summit of one of the
Alps to an almost certain death, were
as follows:

“At first a sense of beatitude, then
complete insensibility to touch and
pain, finally an extreme rapidity of
thought and of imagination, which in
a few seconds enabled him fo recollect
the events of his whole life. Therefore,
it is not death we should fear, but the
fear it inspires in us. We are wrong,
says Socrates, to fear death, as it is
our greatest possession on earth, and
Seneca adds that it is the best of the
inventions of life, while Montesquieu
concludes that we should shed” tears
for men when they are born, and not
when they die.” :

That M. Finot draws a hasty conclu-
sion as to the feelings which precede;

death is apparent from many counter- |

vailing sources. 5
Are we to believe that pain does not
precede demise when groans and cries
of terror escape the lips of the depart-
ing, or when the tortured features ot
the dead reveal the throes of anguish
which accompanied dissolution?
Besides, I can quote from my owm in-
dividual experiences in the matter. I
once had the misfortune,-while hunting
in the Schonbrunn forest, to be thrown
from my horse, sustaining a fracture
of the skull. My hunting companions
were ahead, and it was almost an hour
before I wag discovered, senseless, and
fast bleeding to death. In fact, I was
in a death swoon when help arrived.
Now, my sensations in the presence of
impending death were anything but
agreeable. They were go vividly im-
pressed upon me that I have no diffi-
culty in recalling them. My first recol-
Igction is of having my hand clasped in
what seemed to be an iron grip. Strug-
gle with it was futile, and I felt myself:
being gradually drawn along through
space against my inclination. The seiz-
ure of my hands was accompanied .
no gentleness, and I felt precisely aﬂ
in the hands of some burly officer of
the®law, who was dragging me off syur=
reptitiously to a cell. Presentiy the
grip commenced to relax, and when I
came back to my senses I found that
my rescuers were administering restor-
atives to me. The surgeons afterward
said that the sensation of having my
hands grasped was due to contraction
of the muscles, and to cramps follow-
ing profuse bleeding. I am certain

that death under the circumstances,"

had it followed, would have been any-
thing but a pleasant sensation. But
such experiences are common, and on
this point it seems to me that M. Finot
is in error.

Again, I am not so sure that M.
Finot is correct in his deductions con-
cerning the fear of death hastening
the crisis. Do we find that longevity
is more prevalent among those who
have a constitutional repugnance to, if
not a positive fear, of death, than
among those who look upon death as a
reward rather than a punishment?
Take, for instance, the Abyssinian
soldiers or the Arab warriors of any
country, even the Mohammedan sol-
diers of India, to whom 1t means the
supreme unction of Allah if they die
in battle—are they longer lived than
the former? It is doubtful, and we
may glean the truth from M. Finot’s
own statistics. He enumerates several
cases of longevity, all taken from
among death-fearing people, and cases
which certainly could not be duplicated
among such races as esteem death a
pleasure rather than a penalty. Among
these cases are those of a resident of
Goa, who is said to have reached his
400th year in the enjoyment of all his
intellectual faculties, a Scoachman who
lived to be 200 years old, and various
monks of Mont Athos who have reach-
ed 150 years. He asserts that Servian
statistics for 1897 show three persons
between 135 and 140 years old, 18 from
126 to 185, 128 from 115 to 125, and 290
from 105 to 115. In 1890 there were, he
says, in the United States, 3,981 per-
sons over 100 years old; and 21 in Lon-
don.

‘We are indebted to M. Finot for one
ingenious rule by which the expecta-
tion of life may be gauged. It is
a quite simple mathematical formula.
Add the ages of your father and moth-
er to those of your two grandfathers
and two grandmothers and divide the
total by six, and the quotient will give
you the exact number-of years you
may expect to live.

In the opinion of this speculative
thinker and statistician the average
length of human life has not been re-
duced, but that is not due to improved
vitality in the race, the cause assigned
being the development of sanitary sci-
ence.

The man of sixty or seventy yvears to-
day is not so strong as was his Egyp-
tian prototype. Although the chances

_of life for infancy, youth and the prime

of life are improved, they have not
increased for old age. Satistics gather-
ed from certain sources show that an
Egyptian of the Ptolemaic period who
lived to be sixty-eight was likely to
live considerably longer than a modern
Englishman who had reached that age.
A peculiar explanation is given for this.
M. de Varignix says:

“Evidently there was among the
Egyptians a natural selection, result-
ing from environment, that does not
take place today, at least to the same
degree, among civilized people. The
Egyptians who reached the age of
sixty-eight years had robust consti-
tutions, and therefore their chances
of longevity was exceptional. Mortality

was higher among the children and the

adults, and thére was a kind of selec-
tion by death, The man of today ia
