More Anxious to Protect Rest of
Country Than to Retain Ex-
port Trade.

CAN'T AFFORD TO LET PLAGUE
SPREAD ALL OVER COUNTRY

Boston Not Likely to Lose So Hea‘vily
as Apprehended, Because the Live
Stock Will Probably Find Outlet at
Other Ports—Canada Issues Instruc-
tions Barring New England Cattle.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 29.—
In pursuance of the purpose of the ag-
ricultural department to spare no ef-
fort for the extermination of the foot
and mouth disease prevailing among
live stock in the New England states,
Dr. Salmon, chief of the bureau of ani-
mal industry, decided today to go to
Boston and take charge of the cam-
paign in person.

Dr. Salmon said that the department
had given due notice to Great Britain
of the quarantining of the New Eng-
land ports, but the department was af-
fected more by a desire to protect the
remainder of our own country than
by any fear of losing our export trade.
He added that the action of Great Brit-
ain could not be construed as at all
hostile, the conditions apparently jus-
tifying it. The opinion also was ex-
pressed that so long as there is no
general quarantine the exports would
not be materially affected, the expec-
tation being that the trade which has
heretofore left New England ports will
find outlet through other cities.

Boston's Loss.

Figures showing the extent of Bos-
ton’s export trade in American live
stock place the value of the business
for last year at about $8,000,000. The
cattle shipments numbered 78,957, the
sheep 70,000, and the horses 1,662. In
addition more than 30,000 head of Ca-
nadian cattle and more than 16,000
head of Canadian sheep were shipped
from that port. There were also quite
extensive shipments from Portland.

Dr. Salmon said that he expected to
have a force of from fifty to one
hundred assistants who would be scat-
tered over the infected district. He
sald there was no effectual remedy
against the disease except the slaughter
of the affected cattle, and that he ex-
pegted to resort to that remedy when-
ever necessary.

“¥n the long run it is the cheapest,”
he sald. “We cannot afford to allow
the disease to spread over- the coun-
ity

The department today decided- to
allow all live stock to go through .the
quarantined states fer immediate
glaughter, providing the cars contain-
ing them are sealed by government in-
spectors at stock yards before reach-
ing the infected region, and the seals
remalin undisturbed. This action was
taken to protect the packing industry.

How the West Is Affected.

CHICAGO, Nov. 29—Arthur G. Leon-
ard, general manager of the Union
Stock Yards and Transit company,
gsays there is very little menace to
the beef industry or live stock exports
of this country owing to the decreasea
foreign consumption on account of the
quarantine declared by Secretary Wil-
son on cattle coming from the New
England states. The number of cattle
sent out and exported on the hoof from
the infected district is very small, as
there are very few beef cattle raised in
that part of the country. There are
more or less dairy cattle kept together
and housed closely and more suscepti-
ble to disease there than the cattle on
“the range. The only particular result
so far as affecting the live stock trade
is concerned is of Western cattle and
changing of shipments for export to
other places. The bulk of meat going
out of this country has been dressed
and goes right to the quarantined dis-
trict for export.

Canada Quarantines.
OTTAWA, Ont;, Nov. 29.—The custom
house tonight sent an order to Sarnia
prohibiting the importation into Canada
of cattle, sheewm or swine from the New
England states.

INVITING PRESIDENT LOUBET
TO THE ST. LOUIS SHOW

Tawney Will Introduce Necessary
Resolution in Congress.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Nov. 29.—Congress-
man James A. Tawney, of Minnesota, who
conferred recently with the exposition
managers while passing through St. Louis
on his way to Washington, will intro-
duce in congress this session a joint res-
olution inviting President Loubet, of
France, to visit the United States in 1903
and become the guest of the world's fair
management. As chairman of the house
committee on expositions, Mr. Tawney
becomes the proper person to offer the
resolution. %

Tt was admitted gt the administration
building today that Mr. Tawney yvould be
the medium of opening the diplomatic
negotiations as to the presence of the
president of France at the fair. The nat-
ural course of the affair, after congress
has acted for the people of the country,
will be for President Roosevelt to for-
mally extend the invitation. This brings
the subject home to President Loubet. It
is confidently expected he = will —make
known his feelings in advance of the re-
ceipt of the invitation.

CONSTITUTION
OF VIRGINIA

Federal Judges Discuss Suits
Brought to Invali-
date It.

RICHMOND, Va., Nov. 29.—Chief
Justice Melville W. Fuller, of the Unit-
ed States supreme court, and Judge J.
W. Colling, in the United States circuit
court, here today dismissed the suits
brought to invalidate the new Vir-
ginia constitution, holding that the fed-
eral court had no~jurisdiction, the ac-
tions being against the state. An ap-
peal will be taken.

The plea made by the complainants
was that the state was barred from
restricting the suffrage as it had done
by the reconstruction acts.

Sensational Death of a Young Woman in
a Chicago Hotel..

CHICAGO, Nov. 29.—The police are
investigating the death of a young woman
said to be Miss Laura L. Pattee, of
Springfield, Ill., early today in the Grand
Pacific hotel. In company with a man
she came to the hotel Thanksgiving day.
They were registered under the names
of “C. J. O’Donnell and wife, Duluth,
Minn.”

Early this morning the man sent word
to the office of the hotel that a doctor
was needed in their room at once, as the
woman with him was dying. Dr. String-
field, the house physician, found the
woman jusft breathing her last. There
were no marks of violence upon her body,
and appearances go to prove the story of
the man- that she died of heart disease.
The police were notified and the man
taken into custody.

He declared that O'Donnell was his
name and at first refused to give the
name of the young woman. Later he
said that she was Miss Larua J. Pattee,
of Springfield, Ill.  O’Donnell will be held
until after the case has been investigated
by the coroner. s

THIS GENERATION OF
GERMANS IS TOO SLACK

Emperor William Finds One Objection to
His People.

BERLIN, Nov. 29.—Emperor William,
speaking at the inauguration of the Hall
of Fame at Goerlitz, Prussia, today, criti-
cised the present generation for its slack-
ness in carrying on the work of the em-
pire, which its forefathers had built up
at the expense of such strenuous exer-
tion of mind and- body.

““At this time,” said the emperor, “we
stand upon the development of the em-
pire’s power, and our time demands a
generation that understands this work.
The freedom of the single individual is
conditional upon his subordination to the
whole. May the generation to come act
with that knowledge. I wish for the Ger-
man people freedom of thought, religion
and scientific freedom, but not freedom to
govern badly at one's will.””

It is realized that while the Uniteu
States could not consistently object to
the selzure of the Venezuelan customs
ho 3 by a foreign power as a means
of collécting just debts, this is regard-
ed as ihe contingency to be avoided
if possible, for serious friction might
“follow between the foreigners and the
Venezuelans and -what in the begin-
ning might be declared to be merely
-temporary occupation would end by a
claim of _permanence, of which the
United States must take notice and
which' it must’ contest. Therefore, if
any responsible financial body is willing
to pay off Venezuela’s foreign claims
and so relieve the country of danger
of occupation, such a move would be
-welcomed by the state department.

But it is known that if the official
settlement looked to a guarantee by the
~United States government of the syn-
_dicate’s Venezuelan loan, it would be
unfavorably considered. The depart-
ment of state objects very strongly to
giving any guarantee of this kind and
its official practice has been to ex-
tend to an American  holding foreign
bonds such protection as it would ac-
cord to any ether citizen, but to allow
‘him to bear the risk of his own Ven-
ture, holding that he takes the bonds
of a foreign government subject to the
vicissitudes of that government .ana
cannot expect the TUnited States to
act as his collector in the event that
his speculation does not turn out as
well as he expected.

The President Is Shy.

Mr. Seligman lost no time in bring-
ing his business to the attentiqn of the
government here, and ‘before noon he
appeared at the White house with Sen-
ator Hanna and was promptly admit-
ted to the president’s office. The con-
ference did not last long. It-is un-
derstood that Mr. Seligman sounded the
president upon the lines indicated
above and the president could not see
‘his way clear to involve the United
States in the ancial difficulties of
the South American republics that
might follow from  the acceptance of
Mr. Seligman’s proposition.

It is believed the matter may take a
form that may make it possible for
the state department to definitely en-
tertain it..

Maine Woman Arrested—Her Hus:bah.(i
and Two Children Died
Recently.

DEXTER, Me,, Nov. 29.—Mrs. Hattie
L. Whitten, whose husband died two
years ago, her eleven-jear-old daugh-
ter Fannie last September and her
nine-year-old daughter Jennie yester-
day, was arraigned today on the spe-
cific charge of having poisoned--the
second child. Both - the little girls
were insured, the elder for $85 and the
younger for $56.

The arrest followed the holding of an
autopsy on the body of the second child
immediately after the funeral today.
The physiclans discovered strong evi-
dence of arsenic and strychnine and
when this was reported to the county
attorney, a coroner’s-jury was .im-
paneled. The jury reported a verdict
that death was due to. poisoning ad-
ministered by the mother.

The body of the first child was ex-
humed and an autopsy held, but the re-
sult was not made public. The death
certificates give the cause of Fannie's
death as meningitis and that of Jennie
as heart failure. o
