The woman called my at-
tentior to the clothes, with something
ef pride 2s she told her uuigue story.
A woman had given her an old silk
umbrella ard e skirt, not an astonish-
ing amount or variety of raw material.
She took the silk umbrella cover, and
out of it designed end made a neat
little silk waist, and the skirt she re-
constructed for the child. That only
shows what some can do with a little.
Such people it is always a pleasure to
help.”

box retained a secret interest in the
business of the Union Shoeé and
Leather company, when the business
was purchased by the Jordans. The

oimmittee officials as a sert of wet
blanket. At nobn yesterday they gave
it out that a statement was in course
of preparation and wculd be completed
in time for publication by the after-
noon papers,

One of the leaders asserted that
while the governor objected to taking
a hard in the fight, it was a case of
“must” with him. Jamison and his
state central committee asscciates had
ingisted on at least a recognition of
their activities. To let the governor
down easy nc names would be used in
the preparation of ths statement, but
it would be so framed that the gov-
ernor would in effect indorse Jami-
son’s position, and by virtue of that
indorsement appear to be in opposition
to Babcock.

Early in ths afternoon the governor
was called upcn to attend a meeting
of the capitol commissioners and from
that meeting he went directly to his
hotel. At the hotel last night he de-
nied knewledge of a statement in prep-
aration.

The Babcock people are e¢lated over
what they term a vindication of their
claim that the governor is not oppos-
¢d to the Wadena man or willing to
take a hand in the fight. Some of Dr.
Babcock's friends insist that there will
be no exzcutive statement hostile to
their interests.

The non-appearance -of the state-
ment was a disconcerting blow to the
Johnson managers, who have steadily
claimed that upon the return of Van
Sant he would openly espouse their
cause and take a position antagonistic
to Babcock which would quickly wind
up that gentleman’s little ball of speak-
ership yarn. They now claim that it
is only a question of time when such
a statement will be given out.

Some of the governor’s dest friends
not directly connected with the speak-
ership fight take an entirely different
view of the situation. They believe
ths governor is too good a politician to
take the cudgel for either side or to
att=mpt to carry water on both shoul-
ders. A prominent Republican worker
yesterday said:

“I have sufficient faith in the gov-
ernor to believe that he will not issue
a statement favorable to either side.
Silence is the safest course. The men
whe dragged his name into this fight
thought they would have it all over be-
fore he reached home. They have put
him in an awkward position and they
counted on their past successes with
his good nature to make him stand for
their operations when the battle draeg-
ged out to the end of his vacation.
Van Sant is not always putty in the
hands of those men and he is too clever
to deliberately sacrifice the possikle
fruits of his second administraticn for
the perscnal benefit of some one else.
He knows if he takes a hand in this
fight that in the coming legislaeture,
administrstion bills may be the sub-
jects of conversation, but they will
nsver attain the dignity of plsces on
the statutes.”

which was the manufacture of boots
and shoes in the state prison at Still-
water. Tarbox owned 90 per cent of
the stock, Schliek and others having
only a nominal interest. The business
was conducted in this manner until
May, 1900, when the rcompany became
hopelessly ‘insolvent, ‘the total indebt-
edness of the two firms being $400,000
with assets less than $200,000. ;

‘When . this: condition. became known
a meeting of the firm’s creditors was
called sand met in St. Paul May 29,
1900.- The creditors refused to consider
any proposition looking to a settlement
or comprondse which c¢ontemplated
the release of the members of the firm,
and finally & committee of the credit-
ors took charge of the assots, pend-
ing negotiations for a purchaser,

Sale Was Fain

In July, 1900, the Jordans purchased
the assets of the firm from the cred-
itors, the purchase including the plant
of the Union Shoe and Leather com-
pany at Stiliwater. The price paid was
$124,000, which was divided among the
creditors. Upon the receipt of this
sum the creditors released the Jor-
dsns from sll claims upon the assets.
This sale, Judge Kelly holds, was in gll
respects open and fair and for ths
best price that could then be obtained.
He holds that neither Tarbox ngr
Schiiek was interested in the pur-
chase of said assets by the Jordans.

“There was never any contract,
agreement or understanding, open or
secret,” saye the court, “Letwesn the
Jordauns and Tarbox that the profits, if
any, over and above the purchase price
paid by the Jordans for the property,
should be divided between them and
Tarbox, as alleged in the complaint.
Tarbox wes interested in the transac-
tion solely to dispose of the property
to the best advantage, so far as the
sum realized would pay hia debt, and
in no other way whatever.”

In conclusiony Judge Kelly says:
“The hearing of this cass occupiad
nine deys, but the whole matter - re-
golves itself into one question, Did or
did not Jesper B. Tarbox have any
interest whatever in the businsss and
essets of Tarhox, Schliek & Co. and
the Union Shoe end Leather company
after they were purchased& by the Jer-
dans, er in -the business or profits
thersof efterwards conducted by the
Jordans with these assets as a basias.

Jordans“Were Nzt Crazy.

“That Mr. Tarbox had such interest
is sustained.by hie testimony slone.
It is positively denied by the Jordzans
and is almost-as positively denled by
every proven:circumstance in the case.
Men are rational creatures, and, unless
the contrary epp=2ars, wé& must expect
them to actwith reason. At the time
of this tramsastion Mr. Tarbox was
$400,000 in debt. His creditors, to say
the least, were not friendly towards
him. TUnder such circumstances, it
would have been the act #f an insane
man for Jordam te give Tarbox an in-
terest in preperty for which he had
just peid $134000 in cash, and have it
subject to immediate seizure by any
creditors of Tarbox.

“The court prefers to find that Mr.
Tarbox and Mr. Schiiek were each
honest tc their creditors, when they
turned over their business and assets
to them and permitted them to be sold.
To hold that Mr. Tarbox held a secret
interest with the purchasers in those
assets would compel me to find he de-
liberately 1intended to defrzud his
creditors. Nor is it necessary that I

shall find that anyone has dslineratelr

friends ¢f Mr. Tarbox had awakened
Mr. Jordan’s kindly feeling towards
him, and it is undisputed that, had
Mr. Jordan’s rlan to buy ali the claims
against the insolvent concerns, with a
full release to TarboX, been entertaived
by the creditors, Mr, Jordan intended
giving him an interest in the Lusiness.
But that plan failed utterlv.

“Men harried with misfortune, like
drownirg men, grasp at straws, and
may farget a condition which is part
of a premise, while the promise itself
is burned by hope in the memory.

“In this same connection, it was the
intention of Mr. Jordan to give Charles
H. Schliek $2,000 to retire, if this plan
had been accomplished, and the fact
that when Schliek refused to keep his’
agreement with the creditors’ commit-
tee and sign the bill of sale unless he
was paid, Jordan promised to and aft-
erwards paid him $2,000, is entirely
immaterial.

“I find that the Jordans bought this
property fairly, paid full value, and
received it free of any claim whatever
of Jasper B. Tarbox, his creditors or
assigns.”

TEN THOUSAND MEN
GO DEER HUNTING

S—nen

_That_Nuﬁtber of Licenses Has Been Is-
sued In Minnesota This :
Season. -

Advance sheéts of the biennial report of
&e game and fish ocommission, which is

ng ngepa.rsd y ExecutiveAgent Fuller-
ton, ow that over 10,000 licenses wére
issued to deer hunters this fall. :

In 1801 the number of licenses issued
to those who went out hunting numbered
8172. St. Louis county headed thé list
with 8,147 licenses issued. The number
of non-resident hunting licenses issue

the state was less one hundre
last year and is estimated at about the
sameé number this year.

Mr. Fullerton places the number of

deer killed last winter at 5,000, and the
number of moose at 100. This fali he
estimates the deer shot-at 7,000 and the
moose at 700,
In his report to the legislature the
axecutive agent of the commission will
for an increased appropriation. At
present the aBpr%rlatlon is $25,000 for all
purposes, while Wisconsin has an appro-
priation of $100,000 per year.

The report will also recommend the
emendment of the law so as to adopt
the isconsin system for deer hunters.
In that state, when a liconse is issued t
& deer hunter, coupons to the number o
fleer which each hunter is allowed to kill
are attached. ‘When a deer is shot
and shipped one of the coupons must ba
ttached te it or it is subject to seizure
y any of the deputy game wardens.

MAY BE MARBLE
OR JUST PLASTER

e s

Interior Finish of the New Capitol
Depends on the Legislature.

Whether the interior of the capitol
and especially the halls and stairways,
are to be finished in marble and Min-
nesota stone or just plain plaster, de-
pends on whether the legislature will
make an additional appropriation of
$600;000.

“The commigsion has agreed with
Butler Bros.,, who are the lowest bid-
ders, to hold their bid in abeyance un-
til the. legislature meets,” sald Vice
President Seabury at the close of the
mesting of the commission yesterday
afternoon, “as the price &t which the
firm offers to do the work is in excess
of the available funds, The firm has
agreed to allow its bid of $7£2,000 to
stand and if the legislature orders the
work on the present plan then the
commission can go ahgad.”

‘White marble with decerative mear-
ble and Minnesota sandstone weould
cost about $500,000 more than is left
in the fund after pendinz and uncom-
pleted contracts are paid and after a
long discussion is was decided to
await the action of the legislature ba-
fore definitely fixing the materials to
be used in the exterior finish.

Gov. Van Sant, whe is ex-officie a
member and president of the commis-
sicn, attended the session yesterday
end took consgiderabls interest in the
specimens of marble exhibited. The
governor expressed himself as being in
sympathy with the toard and its plans
but he did not care to go on record as to
what his attituds would be as to an
additional appropriction for the new
structure,

W. L Gray, who has the contract for
the heating plant, was called before
the board and informed that unless he
pushed it the work of plastering the
building this winter weuld heve to be
abandoned. Mr. Gray promised to
have the heating plant in such a con-
dition that the work could be carried
on within ten days.

Vice FPresident Seabury stated that
if the commission kept within the
present available fund there wculd
have to be considerakble white plaster
in the halls and interior of the build-
ing and this wouldi spoil the effect
which the plans provided for.

Architect Cass Gilbert said: “We can
carry out the present idea if the leg-
islature will join with us, but if not
the present plans will have to be modi-
fied so as to use less marble and more
plaster.” :

Vice President Seabury and Com-
missioner Graves were delegated as a
committee to prepare a report, includ-
ing a financial statement of the work
done in the past two years. The re-
port will be prepared within the next
three weeks and will then be presented
to the legislature.

PELTIER IS TRIED ON
KIDNAPING CHARGE

Mrs. Paschen Tells Her Story of In-
dignities Offered Her by
Defendant.

Henry Peltier, cne of the four men
Indicted by the grand jury on & charge
of kidnaping Mrs. Madge Paschen and
keeping her in a room on St. Peter
street for several hours on the night of
Oct. 19, was placed on trial in the
criminal division of the district court
yesterday.

Indicted jointly with Peltier are “Hot
Tamale” John Wynacht, John Scott
and John Keller, but the defendants
are bel tried separately. ’
Mrs. Peschen, who is but twenty-
two years old, says that on the night
of Oct. 19, while she was walking along
the streets of Minneapclis. she was
grabbed by Peltier and placed in a
carriage and brought to & room on St.
Peter street in St. Paul. During the
drive she claimd to have been blind-
folded. While in thé room, she says,
she was subjected to indignities, and
finzlly allowsd to go just in time to
catoch the last interurban car, which,
she says, carried her oniy as far as the
Midweay station.

Peltier, who is a gond looking youth,
not more than twenty-ons, teold his
story oen the witneas stand yesterday.
He says he met the woman on Sti Pst-
er street, and that shs first acoosted
him, and later acceptad his invitatipn
to go to Wynacht’'s room and drink
