TEAM TO ST. PAUL
LOCAL CLUB OWNER RE\TV TO

GIVE FRANCHISE TO COM-
MERCIAL CLUB

WILLING TO RETIRE IF
CLUB CAN BE HELD HERE

American Association Circuit Commit-
tee Insists That Matter Must Be
Settled at Council Meeting Tonight

—President Hickay Will Not Come
to the Rescue.

George E. Lennon, owner of the St.
Paiil baseball club, yesterday made
What he emphatically declared is his
last effort to save baseball for this
city.

Being notified by several of his
friends that the council at its meet-
ing tonight would without doubt turn
down the petition for the down-town
park, the local club owner addressed a
commur.ication to the daily papers in
Which he offered to turn over hi* fcase-
ball holdings, franchise and players'
contracts to the Commercial club.

In making the offer the club owner
declares that he is not inuenced by a
desire to make money through his ball
team in asking for the down-town
park and insists that he is simply
\u25a0working to hold St. Paul in the base-
ball world. The letter, which explains
itself, follows:

"As you are probably • aware, a reso-
lution will be introduced at the meet-
ing of the common council Tuesday even-
ing asking for the granting of a priv-
ilege to the St. Paul baseball club to
erect and equip a rirst-class baseball
park for week-day games on block 5,
Central Park addition, situated between
Minnesota arid Robert streets and Sum-
mit avenue and Twelfth streets.

"Providing- that this resolution is not
passed Tuesday evening, the circuit
committee of the American association
has served notice on me that they will
request a transfer of the St. Paul fran-
chise to some other city and that posi-
tively no further time will be granted
the St. Paul baseball club to erect a
down town park and that all negotia-
tions in regard to same will be discon-
tinued after Tuesday evening.

Would Give Team Away.

Danger of Losing Team.
"It has come to my notice in the past

twenty-four hours that there is some
opposition to the passage of this resolu-
tion by certain members of the board of
aldermen, and it has been stated to me
that the opposition was on personal
grounds, and appreciating the danger
there is to St. Paul of losing its base-
ball club, providing the common council
at their meeting Tuesday night refuses
to pass this resolution, and to prove my
loyalty to the baseball loving public,
and the city of St. Paul in particular. I
hereby submit the following proposi-
tion to the honorable members of the
common council of the city of St. Paul
and urgently solicit them to act favor-
ably upon the same Tuesday night, for
it is positively sure that if the resolu-
tion fa.ls to pass at that time, the St.
Paul baseball club is lost to the city of
St. Paul, as far as the American associa-
tion is concerned, for all time.

American it will not be dead for but
one season—it may never be revived
for anything better than a state
league. The town is too far East for
the Western league, and the American
association will be in control of all
other available territory.

Minneapolis alone will be left. The
thirty-third degree fans can see a
game by using the Interurban for a
two-hour ride. Others will be left to
enjoy the exciting games on the cor-
ner lots.

The future of St Paul in the base-
bail world will be decided tonight.

MAY OUST DR. WILLIAMS
IF MINNESOTA COACH REMAINS

WILL CURTAIL AUTHORITY

University Board of Athletic Control
Meets to Decide on Athletic Director
and Graduate Manager — Yost May
Be Asked to Take Charge of the
Gophers.

There is a movement on foot in the
university board of athletic control to
oust Dr. Williams, the football coach.
A meeting was held yesterday in the
office of Prof. Henry F. Nachtrieb to
decide on an athletic director and
graduate manager of athletics for next
year. Dr. Williams' three-year con-
tract expires on Sept. 1 next year.

It seems that Coach Tost, of Michi-
gan, might be induced to take the
Minn^sc ta job with very little pressing,
and there is so much opposition to Dr.
Williams that Yost Is a possibility.
Yost has signfied his willingness to
come to Minnesota, if not in so many
words.

Dr. Williams has been offered cer-
tain conditions to his re-engagement
for another year, and it is not yet
known whether he will accept them.
They curtail his authority in that,
while he will still be supreme as coach,
the business management will be en-
tirely out of his hands. Dr. Williams
is contending for a permanent position,
but to this the board will not agree.
It is expected that the coach will
eventually accept the terms proposed.

NATIONAL LEAGUE MEETS TODAY.

Club Owners In New York Ready to Be-
gin Work.

NEW TORK. Dec. 8.—Baseball men rep-
resenting all cities in the National league,
except Philadelphia, are in this city for
the meeting of the league, which will be-
gin tomorrow, and Messrs. John I. Rogers
and A. Reach are expected from the
Quaker city in the morning.

Three questions of importance will come
before the league:

First, the schedule for the coming sea-
son; second, the advisability of continu-
ing the executive committee or electing
a president, and third, the election of a
secretary to succeed N. E. Toung.

James A. Hart, of Chicago; Barney
Dreyfuss, of Pittsburg. and Charles H.
Ebbitts, of Brooklyn, had the schedule
under advisement all day.

JIM MAULEY STAYS THE LIMIT.

Harvey Parker Fails to Throw Local Man
in Fifteen Minutes.

According to Referee Nolan, Harvey
Parker, the Little Demon wrestler with
the Cracker Jack company at the Star
theater this week, failed to throw Jim
McAulev in the stipulated fifteen minutes
last night, and the local boy drew down
the $25 forgeit money posted by Parker.

The bout ended in a dispute. Parker
claimed that he had McAuley's shoulders
to the mat before the call of time, but
McAuley claimed that he had not been
downed and Referee Nolan insisted that
he had not noticed the fall.

The two wrestlers furnished one of the
prettiest exhibitions ever seen in St. Paul,
and owing to this unsatisfactory ending
they may be seen together again Satur-
day night.

Parker was the first to take the mat
going down in the eighth minute. McAu-
ley tried for a hammerlock and Parker
succeeded in squirming out of possible
danger. Parker on top tried a hammer-
lock and a half Nelson, but McAuley re-
fused to .give. The "Little Demon" then
secured a full Nelson and McAuley
bridged.

It was here that Parker claimed he had
sent the St. Paul boy's shoulders to the
mat. Parker secured his full Nelson three
minutes before the call of time, and as
McAuley was still using the bridge when
the fifteen minutes had been checked off,
Referee Nolan declared in his favor.

IRELAND ON

Lennon's Proposition.
"My proposition is and Ihereby agree

to the same: That, if the common
council does not see fit to grant to me
personally the right to erect a down-
town park on block 5. Central Park
addition, if they will grant to the board
of directors of the Commercial club of
St. Paul the right to erect and equip
a downtown baseball park, and the
board of directors will select one man
or a body of men to attend to its af-
fairs, I would agree to transfer to
them absolutely free and without any
cost to them whatever my franchise in
the American association, as well as all
players under contract to the St. Paul
baseball club for the season of 1903, the
understanding being that the franchise
and the players are to become their
property as long as the franchise of the
St. Paul baseball club is held and con-
tinued in the city of St. Paul, the life
of the franchise being for the further
period of nine years.

"I will give to the Commercial Club
of St. Paul the privilege to continue
the franchise and baseball club for a
period of nine years, with the right to
return to me at the end of each year
the players and franchise on condition
that they do not find baseball in St.
Paul a profitable business.

Club Not to Be Sold.
"I will also request the Commercial

club to agree not to sell or transfer any
player under contract to the St. Paul
baseball club for the season of 1903 or
thereafter, as all players are reserved,
\u25a0without my consent, and that any play-
er that is sold, that the moneys received
for same are to be turned over to me.

"In explanation of the above I wish
to say that the St. Paul baseball club
has invested in its franchise and in its
players $12,220.85. The franchise of the
St. Paul baseball club in the American
association is worth 510,000, and I can
receive this amount for it, providing I
will agree to the transfer of the fran-
chise to some other city.

The players under contract to the St.
Paul baseball club for the season of
1303 are a valuable asset and I have
been offered and can secure for the
following players the amounts named:
Huggins. $2,000; Kelley, $1,500; Fergu-
son, $1,000; Shannon, $1,000; Geier $500
and Chech, $500.

"I have refused these offers as I want
St. Paul to have the best baseball club
it is possible for me to procure and I
have always made it a practice not to
sell any players under contract with
me.

"I will also transfer to the Commercial
Club my lease on Lexington park, as well
as any new leases I may have for a
down-town baseball park.

"I make this statement to you for thereason that I have no desire to remain
in baseball for the money that there
is in it. but that I am negotiating fora down-town park so as to be able to
hold the St. Paul franchise and baseball
club in St. Paul, as I appreciate there
are thousands of people who are inter-
ested in baseball and want to see St.Paul have a baseball club. Tours very
truly, —"George E. Lennon."

Though the rumor that the council
intends to turn down the petition for
the down-town park spread through
the city yesterday afternoon the citi-
zens working- to hold the team here
simply redoubled their efforts, and the
petition that will be presented at the
meeting of the council tonight will be
a strong one.

St. Paul citizens do not care wheth-
er the permission is gra-nted to George
E. Lennon or to the Commercial club.
They simply want the team held here,
and they want the council to grant
them the permission to hold the team
here.

Wants St. Paul to Have Ball.

The question must be settled to-
night. The American association will
\u25a0wait no longer for its answer. Tomor-row President Hickey must be told
that the team can or cannot have its
down-town park. The association is
impatient because at the present timethey have a chance to change to an-
other town. A delay would spoil that
chance, and the club owners refuse to
have the chance spoiled.

It is one thing or the other.
If the council refuses to grant thepetition St. Paul is a dead baseball

WILL CUT RATE
ON ANTHRACITE

CHICAGO-ST. PAUL' LINES CON-
TEMPLATE REDUCTION OF

LOCAL ON HARD COAL

COMPETITION WITH SOO
INDUCES THE ACTION

All-Rail Shipments Will Be in Motion
Toward This Territory Within Ten
Days—Through Rate, It Is Said,
Will Not Exceed $5.30.

All-rail shipments of anthracite coal
from the Pennsylvania mines will be-
gin to come in this direction within
the next ten days. The supply of the
fuel now on the market in this city
has come by way of the Great Lakes
and Duluth, but as navigation has
closed no more will come over that
route.

The Chicago-St. Paul lines intend to
shave a little off their local rate on
anthracite. As there is no regular

1 through rate now in existence a com-
! bination of the rates of the Eastern
1 roads to Chicago and the local from
that city to St. Paul would make the

\u25a0 rate $6, the tariff on the Eastern roads
being $3.50 and the local being $2.50.
It is certain that the through rate will
not exceed $5.50, and it is possible that
a lower figure may be reached.

The Chicago-St. Paul roads are de-
sirous of reducing their rate for the
reason that they fear competition with
the Canadian Pacific and the Soo. T.he
Soo has now a through rate of $5.50

' from the New York, Ontario & West-
\u25a0 crn railroad mines in the vicinity of
I Scranton. Shipments from these mines

will move over the New York, Chicago
& Western, the Canadian Pacific and
Soo.

ALL GIVE EASTERN EXCURSIONS

Special Low Rates to Eastern Points
Are Decided Upon.

Passenger representatives of the St.
Paul-Chicago lines yesterday held a
meeting at which it was decided to
meet the rates made by the Soo for
holiday excursions to Eastern Cana-
dian points and points in the Eastern
states. Having been advised by Chair-
man MacLeod, of the Western Passen-
ger Association, that the Soo had pub-
lished a circular giving round-trip
rates to principal Eastern points at
practically one fare, plus $3, tickets to
be sold Dec. 12 to 22, inclusive, with
final return limit Jan. 12. This rate has
been put in by all the St. Paul lines,
connection to be made east of Chicago
over the Grand Trunk.

The St. Paul-Chicago lines also de-
cided to give, in addition to the fore-
going rates, round-trip excursions to
points in Canada qn the Grand Trunk,
Michigan Central and Wabash, except
to points on the Grand Trunk east of
Hamilton or Canfleld Junction, Wa-
bash east of the same point, and Mich-
igan Central, also east of the same
point and west of Fargo. Tickets for
these rates will be sold on Dec. IT to
20, with final return limit Jan. 12.

The time would
come, he said, when capital would be
organized along the_ :s&me lines of la-
bor, and until then tfie labor problem
could not be settled.
