TREMENDOUS LOSS IN COPPER

Decliné in Shares Costs Consolidated Lake Superior
- Company Twelve [lillion Dollars,

. PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Dec. 11.—Fol-
lowing a sensational decline in the
price of Consolidated Lake Superior
shares today a special meeting of the
directors was held - tonight, lasting

from 6 o'clock until midnight. A brief
statement was sent out from the meet-
ing room announcing that the steel
and iron business is in a prosperous
condition and denying the report that
the company’s steel rail mill had been
closed owing to lack of orders. If the
mill has been shut down, the statement
says, it _is because of the non-delivery
of material.

The decline in Lake Superior shares
today caused a loss of more than $12,-
000,600 in the stock value of the com-
pany. The capital stock is $100,000,-
000. The common shares lost more
than one-half of their market value,
selling down from $19.50 to $9.25, while
the preferred dropped from $68 to $50,

a loss of 18 per cent in flve hours of
trading on the stock exchange.
. The causes of the decline are sald
to be that a lien was recently filed by
a contractor for $200,000 as the result
of a disagreement over the settlement
of an, account involving several mil-
lions; that banks which have accepted
the shares as collateral for loans noti-
fied brokers to withdraw a part of
them and to substitute other securi-
ties; that the steel rail mill, which has
a eapaclty of about 500 tons a day,
has been closed, and that an order was
received from Canada to sell a large
block of the stock estimated at from
10,000 to 15,000 shares.

The company owns 2,000 square
miles of ore and timber lands in Can-

ada, adjacent to Lake Superior. It
also owns steel mills, steamships, water
power canals and a variety of proper-
tles which have been rated at hjgh

COMPLAIN OF SULTAN

Want the President to Interfere for
the Protection of American
Enterprises.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. 11.—
President Rocsevelt and Secretary of
State Hay this afternoon received a
deputation representing all religious
bodies in the United States that are
doing missionary or educational work
in the Turkish empire. The deputa-
tion was headed by Morris K. Jessup,
president of the chamber of commerce
of New York and  president of the
board of trustees of the Syrian Protes-
tant coilege at Beirut.

The deputation presented a formal
address, declaring that the affairs of
the American institutions in the Turk-
ish empire are in a serious condition
and need the attention of this govern-
ment. The deputation said the Amer-
ican religious and educational institu-
tions were not being treated fairly by
the .sultan, and the deputation asked
that a demand be made on the sultan
to afford special protection, the same
as is enjoyed by French and German
institutions. These nations, it was
pointed out, had secured rights that
American teachers and missionaries
were unable to obtain. For the United
States not to ask for similar conditions
would be “to acknowledge our infericr-
T

Amerxcan schools and churches had-

been closed by arbitrary authorities,
while French and Russian educational
institations and places of worship are
permitted to remain open. “Our ap-
peal,” the address concluded, “is for
civilization, humanity and justice—an
appeal that will have the hearty in-
dorsement of our nation.”

Boston,

BOSTON, Mass., Dee, 11.—Hundreds
of the residents of the North End have
besieged the entrances’ to the yard of
the Metropolitan Coal company, and
ait tone time there was a small sized
riot. <
When the offices and yard were
opened a crowd was gathered in front
of the building, and 'as soon as the
company’s men began to arrive these
people commenced the liveliest kind
of a scramble to get inside. The Met-
ropolitan employers decided to haul
a wagon load of coal in bags out of
the yard and distribute it from the
opposite side of the street in order
to draw a part of the crowd away from
the gates. A large wagon was im-
mediately filled v«ith bags and driven
outside.

Hardly had the drive1 pulled up his
horses after crossing Causeway street
before the crowd was upon his wagon.
Men and women pulled one another and-
fought for a chance to get at the coal
Patirolmen were called upon to aid the
driver, and it was only with the great-
est difficulty and by using force that
they were able to keep the bags from
being stolen and carried off.

One patrolman jumped on the wagon
to save the coal and, was thrown down
and pulled about by the women. The
officers held down the bags until the
wagon was again inside of the yard
gates, where ‘the riotous people could

ROME, Dec. 11.—Protests from the
Catholics of the country against the
government’s” purpose again to bring
forward a divorce bill are arriving in
increasad number. The fight is under
the personal direction of the president
general of Catholic congresses. The pe-
titions to ministers and legislaters have
already been signed by more than
3,000,000 people.

They have' seized and imprisoned the
British and German consuls there, as
well as other Britons and Germans,
and have taken possession of their
property.

The vessel was unable to escape owing
to a break down in her machinery.
