The Battery cap-
tain claims that his team was misrepre-
sented in an evening paper. The letter
follows: -

Sporting Editor, The Globe: In re-
gard to the article relative to . the pro-
tested game played 7 with Company C
printed in the Dispatch, I wish to say that
our team deserves at. least fair treat-
ment at the hands of the newspapers of
the city.

I After thirty-one minutes of clever work,
during which neither man seemed to have
the advantage, "Americus" secured: a
hammer lock, and held the Pittsburg man
as in a vise for three minutes, finally
pinning him to the mat Reinecke claims
that his left arm was sprained in the
shoulder. After nine minutes' wrestling,
in the second bout he was unfit to go. on'
with the match. Physicians think
Reinecke's shoulder is . dislocated.
