—_——

Canvassing Board Completes Returns of
Votes Cast on the Proposition—Dispute
as to Whether New County in Polk
Shall Be Calied Cciumbia or Nelson.

The state canvassing board passed up
the new county fights in Beltrami and
Polk counties to the governor yesterday
by certifying that the proposition to

Beltrami and the propositions to create
and organiz> Columbia and Nelson coun-
ties  in Polk county had received a ma-
jority of the votes cast.

In Polk county, as Justice Collins re-
marked, it appeared to be the question of
competing county seats instead of count
ties.

‘the returns, as certified to Gov. Van
Sant, show that there were four proposi-
tions to create and organize new counties
in thz territory now known as Polk
coanty.

Columbia county, with the county seat
at McIntosh, received 1,513 votes in fa-
vor and 813 against. Nelson county,
which included the same territory, only
that it had the county seat at Fosston,
received .1,381 votes in favor and 112
against. Valley county received 136 votes
in favor” and 918 against. Star county
which toox in the same territory as that
of the Columbia and Nelson propositions,
but had the county seat located at Er-
skine, received 132 votes in favor and 18
against:

Contentions of Parties.

The parties interested in calling the
new county Columbia claim that their
proposition carried, and Stark,
who with G. S. Ives appeared before the
board, -secured a certified copy of the
retarns as signed by the ecanvassing
board, and this morning will lay the
figures before Gov. Van Sant and request
him to issue a proclamation regarding
the new county.

Judge Childs, of St. Paul, who ap-
pecred for the Nelsonites, contends that
the proposition to have Columbia county
created is jllegal in that the Nelson coun-
ty proposition was presented to the
people first. and that this shuts out the
Columbia proposition, from a legal stand-
point, as *he- territory was identical in
the two 'propositions. This, however,
could not be considered by the canvass-
iig board, as its duties are purely min-
isterial, and all it could do was to certify
as ‘o the votes cast for the several
propositions, and that three of them
had carried.

The Nelson county people will have re-
course to the courts, for as soon as the
governor issues his proclamation, a writ
of quo warranto will be applied for to
prevent the new county officials from pro-
ceeding with their duties, and this will
:metn up the legal points in the con-
est.

Columbia county, as the new division
is calleqd, with MecIntosh as the county
seat, consists of eighteen townships and
includes all the territory in Polk county
east of range 44

Situation in Beltrami.

The Polk county squabble having been
settled so far as it could be by the can-
vassing board, the question as to proposi-
tions to create three new counties in Bel-
trami was next considered.

The propositions were to have three
new counties, Roosevelt, Clearwater and
Blackduck. The Roosevelt and Black-
duck propositions were voted down by the
voters, the returns showing 610 in favor
of Roosevelt and 691 against, while Black-
duck received 161 in favor and 388 against.

Clearwater, on the face of the returns

sent in from the Beltrami county can-
vassing board, showed 501 in favor of the
division and 40 against. The county
board, however, did not inelude the pre-
cinct of Copley in the returns, claiming
that the vote, as returned on the propo-
sition, did not reach the board until the
second day of its session, and then it
was_delievered irregularly. The vote cast
at Copley was 163 in favor of the division
and 8 against, and unless these returns
were counted, the proposition to create
Clearwater county would not be carried,
as the winning proposition must have a
majority over the vote cast for any other
single proposition.
. The state canvassing board, at its meet-
ing on Tuesday, decided that it would not
accept the returns from the Copley pre-
cinct,” but yesterday, after listening to
arguments, reversed its decision and de-
cided that it was only fair to the voters
in this precinct that their votes should be
considered.

Bourids for New County.

The new county consists of thirty town-
ships, with Bagley as the county seat. It
includes all of the territory in Beltrami
county west of range line between 35 and
36, and north as far as town line between
towns 1562 and 153. It includes four town-
ships in the White Earth reservation, as
yet government lands, and three town-
ships in the Red Lake reservation at the
north end. It has a population of 12,000,
and the real and personal property valua-
tion this year was $1,340,000,

The only figures tabulated and com-
puted yesterday by the clerical force of
the board were those of the votes in the
several judicial districts. These show
the following results:

First district, F. M. Crosby, 13,843; Sec-
ond district, O. B. Lewis, 12,549; Grier M.

Michael, 8.466; Third district. W. B. An-
drews, 5.803; A. H. Snow, 7.286; Fourth
district, D. F. Simpson, 21,252; C. J. Bar-
tleson, 13,220; Eleventh district, W. A.
Cant, 7,794; J. D. Ensign, 7.853; John P.
Richards, 4,643; Twelfth district, Gorham
Powers, 14,912,

Is choice Minnesota creamery but-
ter being used to give color, taste and
flavor to butterine? ; e

A Chicagosfirm which is engaged in
the manufacture of oleomargarine and
butterine recently made a proposition
to the managersrof a creamery in Olm-
sted county :to take the entire output
of _the ereamery for a certain num-
ber of months. -

The proprietor demurred at first,
but when the representative of the
- Chicago firm offered to pay the New
‘York price for Minnesota .creamery
butter, and on the top of this an ad-

men decided to accept. -

Each week for the past month the
creamery has sent to the Chicago firm
about 6,500 pounds of its choicest but-
ter, and ‘there -has been no complaint
from the purchasers- except that after
each shipment the ecreamery men have
received a letter stating that the but-
ter is of excellent quality and flavor,
b‘xllitt it is not colored high enough to
suit. :

Each shipment has- been made more
highly colored, as requested, until at
the presemt: time’ the butter: shipped
has the same. shade as ‘a very red
boiled earrot. ” :

The sale and@: the. desire of the but-
terine manufacturers...to . have such
highly colored butter has been brought
to the. attention of the state dairy and.
food commission and ‘an' investigation
is being made by the officials of this
department. While there is no law to
prevent the Chicago-or any other firm
from purchasing all  the Minnesota
creamery- butter they want, and at any
price they desire to pay for it, the
Minnesota officials are inclined to the
opinion - that:the purchase in this in-
stance is not being sold for creamery
butter.

The supposition is, all the circum-
stanees considered, that the ‘butter is
being used to give color, taste and
flavor to a compound known as butter-
ine, and the dairy and food inspectors
are making an effort to see that, if
any.of the compound is shipped back
to this state-for sale, it is labeled in
the proper manner provided for by
law and not sold as butter.

There is gquite a demand for oleo-
margarine in the Twin Cities just at
the present time, and one of the local
dealers reported the sale of 400 pounds
during the past: week. The fact that

32 cents per pound, while oleo can be
purchased at 15 cents per pound, has

probably a deal: to do with the ready
sale of the manufactured product.
