BUTTE, Mont., Dec. 23.—Clark Ball,
manager of J. J. Jeffries today, today
posted a forfeit of $1,000 which he will
pay Jack Munroe, amateur champion
heavyweight of the Pacific coast, if he
can stay four rounds with Jeffries in a
battle for a knockout.

Munroe secured the decision and
$250 here last Saturday night by stay-
ing four rounds with the champion and
Js the hero of the hour.

The bout may be pulled off here this
•week.

Sharkey Knows Munroe.
NEW YORK, Dec. 23.—"D0 I know

Jack Munroe? Well, Ishould say I do,
and he's just the kind of man to whip
Champion Jeffries," said Tom Sharkey,
referring to the bout between Munroe
and Jeffries in Butte, Mont., last Sat-
urday night.

"When Iwas out West training for
some of my fights," continued Sharkey,
"Munroe, who was then working in the
mines, used to come over to my quar-
ters and spar with me three or four
times a week. He was a tartar. In
some respects, barring, of course, his
inexperience, he was the greatest fight-
er I ever went against, and I am not
surprised that he won the bout from
Jeffries and almost put the champion
out. He is just the man to wrest the
champion's laurels from him."

The victory of Jack Munroe over
Jim Jeffries in Butte, Mont, Saturday
night was the talk of the local fistic
world today. Expressions of old-timers
in that line of sport were not flattering
to Jeffries. All expressed surprise,
however, at the fact that a hitherto
obscure fighter should accomplish the
feat with such comparative ease.

George Siler said: "Iwon't say that
Jeffries is a dead one; he simply met a
better man, that's all. I am aw&re of
the fact that a man is handicapped to
some extent when he goes into as high
an altitude as that in which Butte is
situated. This may have been one of
the reasons that worked against Jef-
fries, but I am not willingto accept an
excuse until Iknow it is so. They have
a way of getting up some excuse every
time, you know. When a man is bested
he is bested, at least, so far as I am
concerned."

Chicago Wants Him.
CHICAGO, Dec. 23.—Jack Munroe,

the Montana miner who jumped into
fistic prominence last Saturday night
by staying four rounds with Champion
Jim Jeffries, will in all probability be
seen in this city. The reports of his
go with the champion had hardly gone
the rounds before several local hust-
ling managers sprinted for the tele-
graph offices, offering him big induce-
ments to exhibit his fistic abilities be-
fore Chicago fight followers. Sig. Hart,
who controls a stable of fighters, said
last night that Munroe and Jack Beau-
scholte were in Jack Moffat's training
camp on the coast preparing Moffat
for his fight with Al Neil and that
Beauscholte wired Munroe to come to
Chicago immediately.

Beauscholte says Munroe is" a finely
built fellow, strong as a bull, fairly
clever, and has no bad habits. Jack be-
lieves he can induce the new fistic
light to come here.

JAMES J. CORBETT
IS NOT SURPRISED

Former Champion Declares He Knew Jef-
fries Could Be Knocked

Down.

TOLEDO, Ohio, Dec. 23.—James J. Cor-
bett, in discussing Jeffries and the chance
of securing a fight with him, said:

"People somehow got it into their heads
that Jeffries could not be knocked down,
but I always maintained that he could,
and Jeffries' encounter with a dub in
Butte. Mont., last night shows that Jef-
fries can be floored or brought to his
knees by a blow just the same as any
other fighter. Here Jeffries has been
parading up and down the country calling
himself the world's champion, and yet
he goes into the ring with a dub to get
some easy money and gets knocked down
just as easily as any other fighter.

"I don't blame Jeffries for trying to
pick up some easy money, but I do find
fault with him for running after dubs
and getting floored by them, when I have
stood ready for some months to arrange
a fight with him. Jeffries must meet me
sooner or later, and the sooner the bet-
ter. I am ready to sign articles at an
hour's notice to fight Jeffries. I want
to meet him, am anxious to meet him,
and am certain I can convince the pub-
lic that I can defeat him.

"I will fight Jeffries any time after the
Ist of May. when my contract expires
with the Empire company. I will sign
articles to fight Jeffries the latter part
of May or Ist of June. I will agree to
fight him anywhere he may name—North,
South. East or West. I will do better.
I will give Jeffries a chance to win the
big end of the purse if h§ is so certain
he can defeat me. I will agree that in
case Jeffries signs articles to fight me,
the winner take 75 per cent of the stakes,
or I will agree to fight him on the basis
that all the loser will receive is his
training expenses.

"The claim that no man could knock
Jeffries down has been completely ex-
ploded, and proved what I always main-
tained, that no man Is so big or strong
he cannot be knocked down with the right
kind of a blow."

EVERYTHING READY
FOR BIG BONSPIEL

Curlers of the Country to Gather In Sault
Ste. Marie on

Jan. 12.

SAULT STE. MARIE, Mich., Dec. 23.—
Preparations for the tenth annual bon-
spiel of the Northwestern Curling asso-
ciation, which will be held in this city
during the week commencing Jan. 12, aie
now practically complete, and forecast the
greatest event of its kind ever held in
the Northwest. With the completion of
the mammoth rink and the additional
facilities offered by the rink in the Can-
adian Soo it will be possible if necessary
to put into commission eighteen rinks
with 144 men in action simultaneously.
Over 400 curlers will certainly be present,
and the list of prizes is a long one.

The new rink which has just been com-
pleted is the largest of its kind in t'ae
world. Its dimensions a**e 280 by \u25a0 lot
feet, and there are available 42,560 square
feet of ice. When devoted to curling ten
sheets of ice can be utilized. The main
portion of the rink houses a huge hockey
rink, 100 feet long and 80 feet wide.
Around- this field lies the skating course,
which will accommodate hundreds of
skaters. In a separate section devoted
exclusively to curling are four fine bneets
of ice.

Above the skating course and. looking
down into the hockey field is a gallery
with a seating capacity of 2,500 wlncn
may be increased if Jesired. At tue side
of the hockey field in an addition is lo-
cated a spacious lunchroom, with a
kitchen fully equipped.. In the same sec-
tion are located the ladies' and gentle-
men's dressing rooms, the checkrooms and
the ticket office. In the rear the boiler
room is situated, where plenty of hot
water may easily be secured to "pebble"
the ice.

The bonspiel has been thrown open to
the world, whether they are members of
the association or not, and already ac-
ceptances have been received from New
York, various Eastern Canadian cities,
Chicago, Milwaukee, Winnipeg and other
cities farther west. A big delegation will
come from St. Paul and Minneapolis, as
the railroads have been giving a return
trip ticket to the bonspiel of $10. The
local hotelkeepers have also reduced their
rates to curlers, and everything possible
has been done to make this meeting the
greatest of its kind that the world has
ever seen.

The American Soo will doubtless enter
eight or ten teams, and the Canadian
Soo will be represented by at least six
teams.

HOCKEY PLAYERS WAIT
FOR COLD WEATHER

St. Paul Club Making Raspberry Island
Rink an Ideal Play-

ground.

Members of the St. Paul Hockey club
held a short meeting at the Clarendon ho-
tel last night and a list of the men who
will try to make the league team was
drafted. Eighteen fast players signified
their desire to play with the team in
the match games, and from this eighteen
will be selected the men for the regular
team. Work in the practice games will
be considered by the captain and manager
in making the selections.

The St. Paul club will have one of the
finest hockey rinka in the country when
the league season opens. This club has
secured the Raspberry island rink and al-
ready a corps of carpenters is at work.
The ice-surface will measure 67 by 150
feet, and this surface will be fenced in
with the regulation four-foot board fence
required by the rules of the hockey game.

Warming rooms will surround the ice.
These rooms will be elevated and thespectators will be protected from the
cold and hockey pucks by a wire netting
and storm windows. At the meeting
last night the club voted to throw open the
rink to the public two nights a week.

As the stairway -leading from the Wa-
basha street bridge to Raspberry island
has been condemned, the club is now ar-
ringing for a pathway from the West
side end of the bridge.

This approach over the ice wHJ be clear-
ed and banked and will be welUlighted
by a number of arc lights. If the ice Is in
condition the first game of the Twin City
Hockey league will be played on this
rink the afternoon of New Year's day.

WITH BROOKLYN

LITTLE OUTFIELDER WILL RE-
MAIN IN THE NATIONAL

LEAGUE

WILD BILL DONOVAN
SIGNS WITH HANLON

Sam Strong Is Another Player Re-
ported in the Field —Hedges to In-
sist That Mathewson and Bowerman
Be Awarded to the St. Louis Browns.

NEW YORK, Dec. 23.—Willie Keeler,
who is claimed by Ban Johnson for
his proposed New York American
league team, has been signed by Man-
ager Hanlon and will cover right field,
as usual, for the Brooklyn team next
season. Keeler's name appears on the
list of players sent out by President
Ebbets yesterday - who will wear
Brooklyn uniforms in 1903. All the
men have signed contracts, and all are
expected to accompany the team South
on the training trip.

It will be remembered that Keeler
promised Hanlon the first chance on
his services, and the little right fielder
wisely concluded that it would be bet-
ter to remain in the National league
than to tie- himself up with a- team
which, for the present at least, exists
only on paper.

"Wild Bill"Donovan, also claimed by
the Johnson organization, has placed
his autograph at the bottom of a
Brooklyn contract. He and Keeler now
are Jn California with the All-Nation-
als, who are playing exhibition games
with the All-Americans. Reports from
the Pacific slope say that Donovan has
developed into a first-class second
baseman. In the absence one day of
the regular second baseman Donovan
was called upon to play the bag, and
he did so well that he has been kept
there ever since.

Strang to Develop,
Sammy Strang, who played at third

base for the New York team in 1901,
and who jumped to the Chicago Amer-
ican league team this year, is among
the players signed by Brooklyn. Under
Manager Hanlon Strang should de-
velop into a star third baseman. Other
newcomers beside Strang are Mc-
Creedie, Householder and Gabriel, out-
fielders; Jordan and Broderick, in-
fielders, and Schmidt and Jones, pitch-
ers. McCreedie is said to lead the Cal-
ifornia league in batting. Gabriel algo
comes from the West, and was highly
recommended by Pitcher Evans.

Those missing are "Duke" Parrell,
the catcher, who may be signed later;
Charley Irwin, who will not be wanted
with Strang at third; Frank Kitson,
who has gone over to the American
league, and "Dock" Newton, who has
been turned adrift. Hughey Ahearn, as
he was known to ihe fans last season,
will play under his right name of
Hearne, and, with Lou Rltter, will do
the bulk of the catching. Hanlon ex-
pects to add two more pitchers and an-
other utility man to his string. Fol-
lowing are the players signed: Dono-
van, Garvin, Evans, Schmidt, Jones
and McMakin, pitchers; Hearne, Ritter,
McManus and Latimer, catchers;
Doyle, first base; Flood, second base;
Dahlen, shortstop; Strang, third base;
Jordan and Broderick, utility infield-
ers; Keeler, Sheckard, McCreedie,
Householder and Gabriel, outfielders.

HEDGES PROMISES TROUBLE.

St. Louis Magnate Will Demand Serv-
ices of Mathewson and Bowerman.
ST. LOUIS, Dec. 23.—"1 believe that

the Browns will be strong enough to
win the 1903 pennant in any company,"
says R. L. Hedges, the locai magnate.
"Iknow we will start the season betterequipped than we were last spring; for
Kahoe will steady our pitchers and add
to their effectiveness. I_willinsist that
Mathewson and Bowerman be awarded
to our club and base our claims to
them on the contracts which they sign-
ed with me last summer. I have no
fear of losing them whether the war
ends or goes on, for I have the prior
right to them. I have never seen a
statement in print from Bowerman
that he will not be with us and Iwill
not give credence to alleged interviews
with Mathewson on the subject. Neith-er will I pay attention to McGraw's
claims, for it has been shown that he
has deliberately deceived the public by
assertions in regard to make-up of his
1903 team.

"McAleer has two new pitchers, one
discovered by Mike Kahoe on the Pa-
cific coast, and the other recommendedby Frank Donahue. He informs me
that he has plans for strengthening
the team in all departments, but did
not go into details. I have every con-
fidence in him and am Content to await
developments: He will go to- Baton
Rouge after the holidays to arrange for
grounds and hotel accommodations for
the players during their training. Ifpeace is declared, and Ifeel sure it will
be, we will play exhibition games with
National league clubs.

"A series will be arranged between
the Browns and the Cardinals, and Iexpect to see large crowds at all the
games, with an overflow on Sundays.
There will also be a fall series between
the local clubs, and if both finish well
in their respective races, we willbreak
all attendance figures for this city, and
Ibelieve that under normal conditions,
it is the best ball town In the country.

"There is no deal on between the
Robisons and myself for a merger of
our interests. If there were, it would
be sidetracked by the peace negotia-
tions, for it would not be permitted ifa twelve-club league were not agreed
on. I am satisfied with conditions and
will consider no individual proposition,
if one were made to me, at this stage
of the proceedings. I suppose "that the
RoMsons have like views."

elded by the courts, the government
would have paid the judgments.

matic efforts of foreign governments
to secure justice for subjects.

Some members of the cabinet are op-
posed to referring the matter to the
Hague tribunal for these reasons:

They have no desire to submit the
Monroe doctrine to the arbitrament of
any non-American tribunal, not even
the Hague. They very much prefer
that if this doctrine is to be the sub-,

ject of arbitration, if it is to be even
brought in incidentally, that American
influences shall pass on it Not that
the fairness of the Hague arbitrators
is impeached, but as most of them rep-

resent European and monarchical in-
terests, it is realized that their train-
ing may be regarded as unsympathetic
where they are required to deal with so
essentially American a subject as the
Monroe doctrine.

Another reason that animates these

cabinet officers is their conviction that

STEAMER CARACAS ARRIVES.

She Is Allowed to Discharge Only a Part
of Her Cargo.

CARACAS, Dec. 23.—The Red D liner
Caracas safely entered the harbor of La
Guaira at 8 a. m. The mail, freight and
passengers were landed at 10. The cap-
tain of the British cruiser Tribune noti-
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| fled the commander of the Caracas that
1 throughout her stay at La Guaira she
must leave the harbor every night- This
is regarded as vexatious and causes great
expense to the owners.

Lieutenant Commander Diehl at 4
o'clock this afternoon endeavored to ob-
tain from the commanders of the foreign
warships at La Guaira an extension of a
few hours in the time given the Caracas
to remain at her dock in order that she
might finish unloading. His request to
this end was refused and he did not in-
sist. The commanders of the blockading
warships explained that they were acting
on the orders of the British admiral and
that the orders given to permit the Ca-
racas to discharge more than the mail had
been given to satisfy Commander Diehl.
The Caracas consequenty left her berth
at La Guaira at 6 o'clock, when she had
landed not nfore than two-thirds of her
cargo. Tomorrow the steamer will cruise
before La Guaira and take on passengers :
and mail, but cm iio account is she to en-
ter the port.

Mr. Boulton, of Boulton & Co., has en-
tered a protest with the American consul
and the American minister^here against
the action taken with regard to the Ca-
racas.

The Caracas will not be permitted to
enter Puerto Cabello. She will be obliged
to land the remainder of her cargo at
Willemstad, Curacoa.

The allies have advised the consuls at
La Guaira that steamers reaching La
Guaira before Dec. 30 will be allowed to
enter port and discharge their cargoes
during the day, but they willnot be allow- I

ed to take cargoes on board. This ruling
has created general dissatisfaction here.

As there is no export duty on goods
shipped from Venezuela, the ruling does
not affect the government. Only the ship
workers are affected. AH the mail steam- •
ers reaching here after Dec. 30 will be >
boarder from the blockading squadron and ]
neutral passengers and the mails will be [
sent ashore under a flag of truce. No ex-
ceptions to this ruling in the matter of I
nationality will be made.

QUITE A TRACTION VENTURE J*'

.'X TO BE TRIED IN CHICAGO

Underground Railway Combined With
a New Elevated.

• CHICAGO, Dec 23.—New York and
Chicago capitalists are said to have
joined forces to launch in Chicago one
of the most colossal traction ventures
the city has known. The scheme is for
an underground railroad, combined
with a new elevated road, the cost of
the entire project to be from $51,000,000
to $55,000,000.

The plan comprehends the construc-
tion of a tunnel under the down town
streets, making a complete loop of the
business section, to connect with a new
elevated road which it is proposed to
construct parallel with the existing
South side line, the latter to be reached
by means of an incline. The scheme is
designed largely to benefit the stock
yards district. The Interborough Rapid
Transit company, of New York, which
built the big underground railroad in
that city, is said to be at the head of
the scheme, backed up by a few
wealthy men.
