There was no falllng off in pas-
senger traffic on the railroads yester-
day and last evening. Most of the Chi-
cago trains were filled and' all the
berths, uppers as well as lowers, were
occupied. Most of those travelers will
prebably reach their destination ‘today
in time to partake of domestic Christ-
mas cheer, but for those who will be
obliged to pass the day on board the
trains the railroad companies have
made liberal provision in the way of
festivity. Merely reading the menus
that have been prepared is enough to
stimulate the appetite; and it is certain
that the expert cook in the traveling
kitchens will set up meals that will be
delicious as well as substantial.

The roads have issued attractive
Christmas cards, some of which are
adorned with neat designs and others
others with elaborate artistic embel-
lishment. These will be given to the
travelers as suvenirs of the Christmas
dinner they had on board train.

The Northern Pacific’'s card is neat-
ly bound ifi fancy paper covers with
the trade mark of the road in the up-
per left hand corner and “Merry Christ-
mas” in gilt embossed letters in the
middle.

The holiday menu of the Omaha is
bound in card boards, on the front of
which are characteristic figures of a
Puritan woman dancing to the music
of a fiddle in the hands of a Puritan
father, typfying the cheer that broke
from even that stern and strudy race
on the occasions of Christmas celebra-
tious.

The cards of the Milwaukee, Great
Northern, Great Western, Soo, Wiscon-
sin Central, Rock Island and Minne-
apolis & St. Louis also are unique.

INSPECTION FEE MAY BE CUT.

PRl
Surplus in Receipts From Grain In-
spection Point to Possible Reduction.

It is possible that there will be a
reduction in the fee on grain inspec=-
tion. The receipts from the inspec~-
tion during the past year have so far
exceeded the expenses incurred in the
work as to leave a surplus of $87,-
783.10 on hand December 1, and the
income has increased so largely during
this year that the surplus is $28,783.16
greater than was on hand at the close
of the preceding fiscal year.

As the income must be devoted ex-
clusively to the inspection department
there is no use for the large surplus
on hand, and so it is supposed that a
reduction of 20 per cent in the inspec-
tion fee on each car, or 20 per cent,
would reduce the income by about $15,-
000 annually without affecting the ser-
C. F. Staples, railroad and ware-
house commissioner, yesterday said
that the increase in surplus pointed to
a reduction in the rate at the earliest
opportunity.

TO RESTORE FREIGHT TARIFFS.
et
Rates Between St. Paul and Chicago
Will Be Advanced Slightly Jan. 1.
Freight rates on commodities and
classes will be advanced slightly ahead
of present schedules by the St. Paul-
Chicago lines at the first of the new
yvear by putting in the same rates that.
were in effect January 1 this year. The
advance will merely mean a restora-
tion of the published tariff of a year
ago, which were superceded by lower
rates last summer when the interstate
commerce commission prohibited spe-
cial rates and rebates to favorite ship-
pers. The reduced schedules were
published to legalize rates contracted
for with shippers under this custom,
and as these contracts expire at the
close of the year the regular schedule
will -be restored.

STRIKERS RETURN TO WORK.

lllinois Central Freight Handlers at
New Orleans Waive Demands.
NEW ORLEANS, La. Dec. 24.—The
strike of the Illinois Central freight
handlers was declared off last night
and the men will go back to work to-
day on the old conditions, but without
discrimination. They were receiving
16 cents an hour for a ten-hour day
and 25 cents for all over time. They
struck for 20 cents an hour for a ten-
hour day, -30 cents over time and 490
cents an hour for Sundays and holi-
days.
-~ In the contract signed the strikers
agree not to bring up the question of
wages for at least one year.

Joseph, Mo., at a cost of $400,000, and
the necessity of additional equipment,
estimated to cost $300,000, no dividend
will be declared on the first preferred
stock.

SHORTER RUN TO CHICAGO.

Baltimore & Ohio Will Cut Off Eighty
Miles From Its Road.

BALTIMORE, Md., Dec. 24.—Balti-
more & Ohio officials in this city made
the announcement today that the com-
pany will undertake the work of build-
ing’a new rzilroad some 200 miles long
that will shorten the distance between |
Baltimore and Pittsburg by fifty miles,
and, in connection with cut-offs to be
built west of Pittsburg, will bring Chi-
cago eighty miles nearer Baltimore, so
far as travel by the Baltimore & Ohio
is concerned. In the construction of
the new line the, old South Pennsyl-
vania will be utilized.

CALIFORNIA’S NITRATES.

———
Recent Explorations and Discoveries

Regarded as Impdrtant in England.

Considerable interest _has been
aroused by the explorations which
have been made during the last two
vears into the nitrate fields situated in
Bernardino and Inyo counties, in the
state of California. These are found
along the shore lines, or former
beaches, that marked the boundary of
the former lake, now dry, known as
Death Valley. The nitre is found in
the huge clay hills surrounding this
valley. An analysis of specimens of
this strata shows that some of them
carry a percentage of from 15 to 40
per cent of nitre, thus proving that
they rival the well known beds of
Chile in richness. The-lands already
prospected and taken up by companiesg
comprise about 35,000 acres, and it is
estimated that the surface caliche,
which is the name given to the nitre-
bearing strata, has in sight something
like 22,000,000 tons. Some of these
strata below the surface are said to
range from three to ten feet in thick-

ness. The interest of these new de-
posits has not been limited nvest-
ors or to chemists and geologists and

other scientists, but there has also
been a movement among miners and
others to this distant and desolate
territory. Thus far this is accompa-
nied by a good many difficulties, be-
cause of the remoteness and the nec-
essary expense connected with its ex-
ploration. It is impossible to make a
visit to it, even for a few days, with-
out a large and expensive outfit of
bedding, tents and food for both man
and animals, %

There are, too, no cabins where sup-
plies can be stored, so that it is diffi-
cult to carry and to keep a stock for
more than a month’s stay. With a lit-
tle further development it is expected
that tents will be supplied, to be fol-
lowed by more permanent buildings, in
which the explorers can carry on their
chemical work with better results. The
report made by the California state
mining bureau has not accurately de-
fined either the extent of the terri-
tory in which these deposits are found
or of the deposits themselves, but
enough is known to suggest many
points of similarity between these nitre
beds and those in Chile. . Both are sit-
uated in typical hot, rainless deserts
and have evidently, it is asserted, been
formed under the same geological con-
ditions and upon the same huge scale,
This discovery, if verified, will cer-
tainly be of great interest to the com-
mercial world. The great supply of
this product is now drawn from the
province of Tarapaca, in Chile. The
control of the Chilean beds is in the
hands of English companies, which
have made a 'very strong combination.
If the new deposits in California turn
out as expected, a great development
of the nitrate industry in its various
forms may be looked for in the United
States, and there will probably be some
interference with the plans of the ex-
isting combination.—London Times.

MOSQUITOES IN WINTER

———

NEW BREED THAT PROWLS
AROUND IN COLD WEATHER

—————

They Sneak Into Crevices and Cran-
nies in Barns, Cellars and Dwell-
ings and Come Out and Investigate
When the Weather Warms Up a Bit
—They Thrive in Jersey.

The story told in the Sun of the dis~
covery by Druggist Charles H. Lan-
dell, of Bayonne, Wednesday, of thir-
teen mosquitoes  flitting -around the
cigar lighter in his store has been read
here with peculiar interest, writes a
Princeton (N. J.) correspondent of the
New York Sun, for- the borough of
Princeton is also graced with the pres-
ence of a band of these belated Jer-
seyites. They have been showing up
strong here ever since the last cold
spell set in. Many reputable citizens
have seen and heard and felt them, and
yesterday during a raw sleet storm
several were caught and killed in the
stores and hallways along Nassau
street. Those that were taken didn’t
show any signs of being emaciated by
the frost. Rather they were- big and
lusty and full of push and persever-
ance, and sang pleasantly. 5 £

Princeton is more fortunate than
Rayonne in having an eminent au-
therity on mosquitoes in the person
of Prof. George McCloskie, of the
School of Science. He has spent years
studying them and knows, his friends
believe. as much as any other man in
this country about them. According
to Prof. McCloskie, it is not at all
impossible for certain Jersey mosqui-
toes to He up and doing at this time
cf the yaar

There are, he says, two or three spe-
cies, longer lived than the rest, that
live through *‘he winter. They sneak
into crevices and crannies in barns
and cellars, or hide in dwelling houses
and pass the biggest part of the win-
ter sleeping, but once in a while, when
the weather warms a bit, they come
out and look things over. They are
not affected by frost when they are
dormant. They wake up for actual
business early in the spring, deposit
a nig bateh of eggs and die.

Now, there is one species that can
stand the cold better than the others,
and it is the Anopheles punctipennes.
That, in the opinion of the professor,
is what Princeton has. It is a wveri-
table polar bear mosquito. It has been
iaken when the temperature was down
to z2ro. Some small _conception of the
creature's affinity for the cold can be
gnt when it is stated that in the larva
<ondition, or in its infancy, it has been
krown to live and thrive in a pailful
of water having: a two-inch covering
of ice. Canada 1is its natural home,
and it is pretty fastidious about pick-
ing its places of abode in this country,
as there are only a few states besides
New Jersey that it inhabits. New
York is one of them, but every Jer-
seyman will undoubtedly concur in the
opinion that those in the Empire State
are merely siraggles that have been
lost in the migratory movements to
fairer and richer lands south.

In appearance and size the Anopheles
punctipennes {s as awful as its name.
It measures more than 12 milimetres
from tip to tip of wing, and the other
members of its body are of propor-
tional dimensions. It is described sci-
entifically as possessing two membran-
ous wings, mouth suctorial and meta-
morphosis great.

Its head Is dark brown and it has an
ugly looking tuft of white hair pro-
jecting forward between its eyes,
which are black with a fine pale bor-
der. Its abdomen is almost black and
is embellished with golden hairs, its
legs are light and a big yellow spot
on the knee furnishes an unfailing
mark of identity. It is a malaria breed=-
er and a vicious bloodsucker. According
to some authorities the malaria fever
cases which occasionally appear in the
winter months are due largely to this
mosquito.

Nobody here can give a satisfactory
explanation of why the Anopheles
happen to be so plentiful this winter;
although some have suggested that
the excessively open fall may have had
something to do with it,
