Strange to say, the same
depth had to be penetrated fifty- feet
from the edge of the exposed hogback
before reaching the stratum. Firteen-
foot holes around  the- sides of ‘the ex-
posed part showed its contour almost
vertical.

“The deposit is si¥ miles north of New-
castle and about 200 yards from the
Billings branch of the Burlington. The
hogback contains 500 car loads above the
grass roots.
