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RAPID TRANSIT'S

WONDERS

Near .Comﬁletion of New

“York’s

Heralds More Marvels.

Special to The Globe.

NEW YORK, Dec. 28. — Now that
New York's wonderful new under-
ground street railroad is showing dis-
tinct signs of progress towards actual
completion, and three and a half mil-
lions of citizens are beginning to spec-
ulate as to what it will feel like to
rush up and down under Manhattan
island in the morning and evening, in
alternate quest of work and rest, a far
greater cause for speculative wonder-
ment is suddenly furnished by the
proposition that even when the new
subway is ready for uSe, additional
means of rapid transit will be provid-
ed at once, and that the metropolitan
streets, according to plans as yet in
part kept secret, will assume unique
characteristics as highways.

New York's constant and phenome-
nal increase of population has brought
the necessity for additional transit fa-
cilities to this pass. The new subway
road has been carried within sight ot
completion with a rapidity never be-
fore equaled anywhere, yet the in-
crease of population has outspeeded it.

“The situation now is,” said a prom-
inent engineer to me today, “that when
we begin to use the rapid-transit tun-
nel, we will have three decker streets,
the elevated overhead, the surface cars,
and below the latter the new subway
tunnel. But will three-decker street
streets suffice for all the additional
people we will have here in a few
years? The population trebles, the
means of transit will have to increase
in proportion.
quickly in New York.

“Manhattan island can expand only
to the north, by extending the limits
of her street boundaries beyond the
Harlem river and thus providing house
room for her increasing number of cit-
izens on the northerly mainland. The
task before us is now adequately to
transport the future population, but the
future and its population, if I may say
so without being guilty of a ‘bull, is
even at present a problem for our solu-
tion. That is because things move so

“The engineers who are charged with
the solution of this problem are con-
templating some radical departures in
the line of their professional plans,
Considering the shape of this island-
city there is only one way of trans-
porting people up and down it as the
city itself expands to the north. The
route wof railways is by geographical
conditions confined to a long and nar-
row line. You can't circumvent this
line by curving it east or west. There
are only so many highways available
for traversing it north and south. How
are the people to come and go in these
two directions, and do so with an ad-
equate degree of speed? Some adven-
turous spirits in the councils of the en-
gineers are figuring on a possible sys-
tem of moving platforms to be con-
structed above the broader avenues
on the east and west sides of the is-
land, with stations at intervals. These
platforms would be constructed on the
same principle as the self-moving or
automatic stair cases now in use at
some of the elevated railway stations,
and which raise passengers to the plat-
forms without reéquiring the passenger
to climb steps. Of course the building
of these platforms I mention to run
the length of the island, north and
south, would have to be on an enor-
mously expanded scale, a great devel-
opment of the same basic principle as
that of the stairways. They would
have to be built at a considerable
height above the avenues they would
traverse. Moving rapidly, the plat-
forms would accommodate large crowds
with transport up and down town, de-
positing them at the various stations
en route, from which they would de-
scend by means of elevators to the
street. The height at which these au-
tomatic platforms would be placed,
and the combined lightness and
strength of their construction, would
obviate the possibility of their darken-
ing the avenues along which they run.
If such a transit system can be brought
to a practical scheme of construction,
it would vastly relieve the subway, the
elevated, and the surface trains and
cars in their titanic task of transporta-
tion of the daily migrating populace
of the metropolis.

“It is an old proverb, you are aware,
that great crises produce inventive and
directing minds capable of meeting the
requirements of the situation, however
fraught with difficulties the situation
may be. History records the truth of
this proverb in many instances, even
the history of yesterday.

“You see how the erection af tall
buildings has been resorted to to solve
the difficulty of house room. Thus we
are daily having taller and taller build-
ings erected, both for household and
business purposes, making space in the
air, as we cannot make it on terra
firma. On a similar principle we are
beginning to use the space under the
earth, by constructing subways. There
is nothing to prevent the making of ad-
ditional subways after we have com-
pleted our first one. The thing is to
create space, whereby transportation
facilities may be multiplied,

“No science, perhaps, gives the
world, from time to time, greater sur-
prises than does the science of the en-
gineer. The central idea contained in
the moving platform has possibilities
of development which can hardly be
measured. And when it is developed,
as I think it is certain to be, through
the mental activity of those profession-
al men who study it, things will be seen
accomplished which but yesterday
would have been considered visionary.

“The merging of New York’s elevated
and subway systems of rapid transit
marks a new departure, because until
now the rule has been to make the rap-
id transit routes of the metropolis in-
dependent of each other. The subway
street railway will connect Brooklyn
with New York by the connecting spur
of the city hall loop, which joins the
Atlantic avenue tunnel. This will give
.New York and Brooklyn intercommu-
niation of the most desirable kind. The
spur of the Elevated road, to be made
from the terminal of the existing
Brooklyn bridge will join the latter
with themew bridge to Brooklyn at De-
lancey street. The intention of the In-
terborough Rapid Transit company is
to secure a right of way across the
Macomb’s dam bridge will bring big re-
sults in the direction of increased rapid
transit between the city ahd the north-
ern subarbs.

“The quick relization of the cherish-
ed dream of rapid transit, so long hop-
ed for by this metropolis, will mark a
distinet epoch in the history of urban
development in the United States. It
will be an event of national interest.
It will show that, in spite of the pe-
culiar difficulties which Manhattan
Island, because of its geographical
positlon. has had to contend with, an
almost perfect system of local rapid
transit has been planned and carried
into execution. It will be an Qbject
lesson of immense value to “other
cities. A practical example: will have
been set by which other great centers
of population may be encouraged to
struggle against their own difficulties
in the same connection. ItI will prove
what can be done.

“But the consummation of the whole
scheme which is to give the several
boroughs of New York adequate and
rapid inter-communication will do
more than show mere object lessons to
other centers. The methods which the
Ingenity of engineers will produce, as
I have said, under the stimulus of
necessity, will be things to make the
world wonder. The situation will be
the means of discovering new geniuses
among our engineers. Such achieve-

ments as the practical situation of the
moving platform or staircase prin-
ciple, for long distance transit, are
going to prove once again that there
can be more things in this world than
we are accustomed to dream of in our
philosophy. Have we not just closed a

century of wonders? If those who saw"

it dawn are able to see what we are
doing on the threshold of another, they
might be surprised a little. But:we
will not have to wait a century to" wit-
ness greater achievements than those
which have already caused us to grow
used to being surprised. Many mar-,
vels have been crawded into the last
brief quarter of a century. Before half
a decade of this one lies behind us, our
experiences will be largely added to.
New York’s solution of her rapid tran-
sit problem will play no small share
in teaching the world more than it
has ever known.”

FEW OF THE CUSTOMS THAT
MAKE AMERICANS MERRY

R

No Hanging Up of Stockings and No
Cranberries With the Turkey—The
Sun Shines as Fiercely as It Does on
Other Winter Days.

HAVANA, Deec. 28..— Yuletide in
Cuba is very little different from any
other time. The sun shines just as
fiercely as on other days of winter;
the people move just as leisurely as
ever; the shops have no more of a gala
appearance than usual; there is ne
holiday crcwd filling the streets; here
and there Americans may be seen mak-
ing belated purchases, but they are
not in sufficient evidence to give the
thoroughfares unusual life; there are
no bunches or wreaths of holly or mis-
tletoe or other greenry hanging in the
windows of houses or shops, or dis-
played in the markets; the papers con-
tain no alluring advertisements of arti-
cles particularly suitable as gifts.

On Christmas eve, however, and for
a few days previous there is enough
activity abeut the market places to
make up for the lack of it at other
times or in other parts of the city.
Such a squealing of pigs and screech-
ing of turkeys-as is heard in their vi-
cinity! It is deafening. Outside the
four streets are well nigh impassible
for beast or man; pigs and turkeys
fill them for more than half their
width. It looks as though all the
country around must have sent its en-
tire turkey and pig population. Most
of them are tled, two or three to-
gether; a few pigs escape from rope
or master and run hither and thither.
Within it is almost impossible to hear
any one speak or to pass along the
narrow aisleés so blocked are they with
the same.-forms.of life.

Every one does not wait until this
eleventh” hour<ty previde-himself with
his Christimas feast, The thrifty house-
wives, or,- better, the thoughtful cooks
—since they attend-to.the buying—oft-
en secure the turkeys some weeks in
advance and keep thém ‘fn coops on
the roof or in the courtyard. The tur-
keys are then fed on the fat of the
land that they may be fit for the feast;
corn and nuts are their diet. By buy-
ing in adyvance the double price is
avoided; just now pigs and turkeys
cost twice what they did three weeks
ago. But fed as they may be, they do
not seem to berome as fat as American
turkeys, many of which are brought in
cold storasge.

The Christmas dinner is a supper,
and takes place on Christmas eve. Ev-
eryone goes to mass first, and sits
down to table~on his return,

The piece, de. resistance. is a pig;
there is usually a turkey also, but it
is of sccomdary “importance, and does
not have its American_accompaniment
of cranberries. These are imported
solely for Americans and in small
quantities. The feasting extends far
into the wee, sma’ hours. On Christ-
mas day we eat our dinner with doors
and windows wide open, and it is
fortunate indeed if the stray breezes
do not cause the candles to set fire to
their shades.

Christmas day brings no interchange
of gifts among friends; children re-
ceive a few toys, and servants are giv-
en money. There is no tree, there is
no hanging up of stockings. In any
event, Santa Claus _could not come
down the chimney, for that feature of
a Cuban house is utnknown. The hood
which colects the soot of the char-
coal braziers in the kitchen would an-
swer the purpose but poorly. Nor
would the coming of the gift-bearing
saint in-his sleigh appeal to the youth-
ful Cuban imagination. With a mini-
mum temperature of 55 degrees, and
this only once in 3. number of years,
a sleigh is not a familier gight.

Kings’ day, Jan, 6. means far more
to the children in the way of gifts;
it is the eommemoration of the day
on which the Wise Men from the East
brought their offering to the infant
Savior. The children hang up their
stockings and place their shoes when
they go to bed the night before.

The children’s legend concerning the
occasion is that the three Kings live
in a heuse with many balconies, very
far away in the skies; they come down
a flight ef steps—a very, very long
flight—to bring gifts to good children.
All the relatives and friends second
the efforts of the Kings, and, as a re-
sult, the children are laden with pres-
ents as the little ones of our own
land. The Wise Men bore their gifts
to the Child; carrying out the same
idea, the little ones are the only ones
that receive them.

Most foreigners retain the customs
of their own country. The Germans
have their little trees, whether or not
there are children; Americans have
trees {f there are children. Cubans
who have borrowed foreign customs do
likewise. TFir trees are the most gen-
eral, but small palms are also pressed
into service at times, and lend them-
selves very well to the glitter of tinsel
and candles.. But for the vast major-
ity of natives there is nothing to mark
the day excent the midnight feast, in
which the children may not share.
