The dis-
senting member's paper closed with
a sort of litany in which were enumer-
ated some of the things from which
Chicago women should pray to be de-
livered. All of those things are more
or less closely connected with cozy
corners and among them are white and
gold books, folding beds that serve as
desks or family organs, podgey lamps
that suggest fatty degeneration, whirli-
gigs on furniture, and plates with faces
on them. "It is not nice," parenthe-
sized the litany, "to eat off the hair,
for instance."

most any other class of men, but can-
dor forces me to admit that I have
never seen anything except in isolated
and exceptional communities that
would confirm the saying.

HIS ONE SMALLPOX PATIENT.

Proved a Gold Mine to the Nurse Until
the Secret Came Out.

An amusing sidelight on the small-
pox epidemic in Rochester, which
makes every Rochestarian an object ot
suspicion wherever he is found outside
the precincts of his own city, haa
reached Buffalo by a trustworthy route.
It is a story of the experience of At-
.lanta, a small village in Monroe county,
with a case of smallpox which drifted
into that suburban town several weeks
ago.

The victim was a well known travel-
ing man from Rochester who had
stopped over to sell the village arrocery-
man, a stock of goods. He stood on the
platform of the station waiting for the
next train out of the iplace, when the
village doctor passed him, closely ex-
amining him as he did so. This little
village habit was the undoing of the
traveler, for the physician noticed what
he regarded as Indications of smallpox,
with the result that the traveling man
was detained.

A trifle worse off than in Buffalo in the
matter of a quarantine hospital, the vil-
lage authorities were in a predicament
and did not know how they should take
care of the sick stranger and protect resi-
dents. Finally "Jake" Heiser, a village
character, solved the problem by offering
to take care of the stranger for certain
valuable considerations.

A vacant farm house was secured, a
stove and a supply of fuel and provisions
sertt out to* it, and Jake escorted his
charge to the place. He was to receive a
bottle of liquor and $2 each day for his .
services, and the village stuck to its bar-
gain. So did Jake.

Every morning he met the messenger,
from the village, picked up his $2, the
liquor, medicines and supplies from a con-
venient stump, and shouted to his com-
missary that the sick man was "gittin'
on tol'bly well." This continued four
weeks, when one morning Jake announced
that the stranger had suddenly taken
worse and died during the night.

Another problem faced the hamlet, but
the ever ready Jake suggested at a confe-r
ence, which was held with plenty of open
space between Jake and his committee,
that he would bury the body during: the
night if a plain pine box and $20 were left
conveniently near the house. The money,
and box were delivered promptly.

Some time later Jake reappeared in his
familiar haunts and in spending the money
so generously supplied by the village often
drank more than his legs could carry. And
one night he reached the confidential stage
of a drunk and confessed to the crowd in
ihe village barroom that "that dinged
stranger got away from me, bag and bag-
gage, .he fust night, b'gosh!"—Buffalo
News.
