St. Paul men will preside over thehouse committee on appropriations,
municipal legislation and printing,
three of the most important commit-
tees of the house.

Ambrose Tighe gets the chair of the
appropriations committee; Chinnock
draws municipal legislation, and Wal-
ter Lemon will head the committee on
printing. Speaker Babcock will prob-
ably announce his committee assign-
ments today. They were expected last
night, but the speaker still had a few
changes in mind, and declined to give
out more than the chairmen until to-day.

The selections made for chairman ot
thirty-nine of the fifty-four commit-tees, however, indicates that Dr. Bab-
cock is going to organize the housealong practical lines, and that the
fight for the speakership is, sc far as
he is concerned, forgotten. Personal
fitness of the men and their geographi-
cal location is indicated in every se-
lection given out.

The assignment of committee chair-

men made by Babcock bears no indi-
cation of a desire to punish the op-
ponents of his speakership ambitions.
Lawrence Johnson gets his old com-
mittee, roads and bridges; Gillette, a
prominent Johnson man, who swung
the club as hp.rd as he could in the
speakership fight, gets university and
university lands, and Tom Ofsthun
gets crimes and punishments again.

The selection of chairman for the
important committees is especially
happy. The three committee chairs
given St. Paul go to new members, but
are given to men who have demon-
strated that they are cut out for lead-
ers. Walter Lemon, who draws the
committee on printing1 and its respon-
sibilities, ie the youngest member of
the house, but he has been touted as
a coming leader ever since his elec-
tion, and the speaker has evidently
taken the same view of the young man
from the Second ward.

Renville Chinnock has taken a com-
manding position in the. Ramsey dele-
gation, and was a valued worker in
the speakership contest. His commit-
tee is of especial is» of especial im-
portance to St. Paul and his appoint-
ment is a fine recognition of his abil-
ities. The selection of Tighe tc suc-
ceed the redoubtable Jacobson at the
head of the appropriations committee
Bpenks for itself.

The same care is indicated through-
out "the list, with Robert J. Wells at
the head of the tax committee: L. C.
Stevenson, judiciary: Bouck, military
affairs: Rider, logs and lumber; Put-
nam, state training school; Jones, Leg-
islative expense, Burns, general lpgis-
lation; Wilson, rules; Randall, sol-
diers' home: Budd, mines and min-
erals; all men especially fitted for the
consideration of special legislation.

In the four days of the convention, bus-iness of importance to the live stock in-dustry will be considered. It is expected
that steps to induce congress to passmeasures which the association caused tobe introduced will be taken. Among
them the measures are the Grosvenor"anti-shoddy bill," a bill providing for aclassified census of live stock and agri-
cultural statistics, a resolution amend-ing the shipping laws by extending the
limit for unloading stock from twenty-
eight to forty hours, a resolution providing
for the improvement of the breeding ofhorses for general purpose use. and the
amendment of the Elkins bill, to amend
the interstate commerce act so as to give
the commission power to enforce its or-
ders and decrees.
It is generally conceded that PresidentBpnnger and Secretary Martin will be re-

flected.

SENATORS

Dunn, Horton and McGrill
Draw Chairmanships of
Important Committees —
Lieutenant-Governor Waits
an Hour for Quorum to
Hear Announcement.

After waiting one hour for senators
delayed by late trains, the senate was
called to order last night at 9 o'clock.
The senators listened to Lieut. Gov.
Jones' announcement of the standing
committees and adjourned to meet at
10:30 o'clock this morning.

In the distribution of chairmanships
the Ramsey county delegation is not
overlooked. Every Republican senator
of the delegation is recognized. Sen-
ator W. W. Dunn is placed at the
hea.d of the committee on elections,
Senator McGill is named as chairman
of the public accounts and expendi-
tures committee, and Senator Horton
will head the committee on public
buildings. In naming Senator Dunn
as the chairman of the committee on
elections the lieutenant governor pays
a neat compliment to the author of the
primary election law.

Senator E. E. Smith, of Hennepin,
is named as the chairman of the com-
mittee on taxes and tax laws; Senator
Brower, of Steams, is chairman of the
finance committee; Senator Calhoun,
of Hennepin, of the committee on mu-
nicipal corporations; Senator Hawk-
ins, of St. Louis, railroads; Senator
Laybourn, of St. Louis, insurance, and
Senator Somerville, of Brown, judi-
ciary.

The failure of a number of the sen-
ators to arrive delayed the session for
one hour.

The first roll call at 8 o'clock failed
to discover a quorum, and, although a
number of the senators suggested an
adjournment, President Jones insist-
ed upon a quorum, and instructed thesergeant-at-arms to round up enough
absentees.

BUNCOMBE

Administration Decides That
Tariff Must Come Off, but
a Minnesota Congressman
Says This Won't Help the
People Very Much.

From Globe Washington Bureau.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 12.—For

political buncombe the administration
has resolved to legislate the duty off
anthracite coal. At a meeting between
Senator Aldrich, President Roosevelt
and Speaker Henderson at the White
house it was resolved that something
must be done to take the wind out of
the sails of the Vest resolution for
free coal. Aldrich argued against any-
thing that would be the beginning of i

tariff revision, and it was finally

agreed that a drawback would avoid
this. This will be a bill to refund all i
the duties collected on coal imported

from foreign countries. The ostensible
purpose is to relieve the coal famine.

Whether this will be the result is
doubted by the members of the Minne-
sota delegation. One of them said to-
night.

"What will this bill accomplish? At
best it will take off say 60 cents a ton
from coal. On most grades of coal It
will be about 37 cents. With coal sell-
ing all the way from $12 to $15, what
difference will this make? If foreign
coal were coming at this time it would
be here now. It is not a difference of
60 cents a ton which will relieve the
present coal famine. Ifcoal had been
on the free list long ago the result
might have been different. There might
then have been no coal trust to corner
the supply and no combination of rail-
roads to conspire to keep up prices."

PROBING BEGINS IN CHICAGO.
One Man Wanted for Witness Ignores

Subpoena.
CHICAGO, Jan. 12. — The special

grand jury investigating the coal fam-
ine continued today to hear evidence.
Twenty-five coal men, some the heads
of wholesale firms and others chiefs in
the councils of corporations operating
mines, presented themselves in answer
to summonses to tell what they may
konw of the "ring."

It is the intention of the grand jury
that none but coal men shall be ex-
amined, and under State's Attorney
Deneen's direction they are being
asked to explain just what are the
aims and objects of the Illinois Coal
Operators' association and why coal
cars stored on railroad tracks just
outside the city limits are not being
ordered into the city and marketed.
It is said that the investigators have
discovered trains of coal cars side-
tracked and placarded with instruc-
tions to freight crews to held the con-
signments indefinitely, and that hun-
dreds of tons of coal have been taken
from the cars and heaped up along
the tracks. Attorney General Hamlin
declared that the investigation would
not be confined to Chicago, but would
reach out so to take up the conditions
throughout the state.

S. M. Dalzell, of the Spring Valley
Coal company, was the first witness
called. He was followed by E. T.
Brent, secretary-treasurer of the Illi-
nois Coal Operators' association; C. W.
Gilmore, of the Crescent Coal and
Mining company, and George H. Holt,
of the Building Managers' association.
Evidence is said to have been secured
tending to prove that the operations
of the alleged conspiring dealers are
planned in secret quarters in a down-
town office building, and that daily
conferences were held until the pres-
ent investigation began. The manager
of the building is said to be a pros-
pective witness, who, it is believed,
will give the jurors information of

I great value. The investigation today
| was directed at the workings of the
| Northern -Illinois Soft Coal Dealers'
| assiciation, the Illinois Coal Operators'
association and the Indiana Coal Op-
erators' association.

A subpoenae duces tecum was is-
sued late this afternoon for W. F. Bo-
gle, president, W. S. Gilmore, vice
president, and Norman B. Birkland,
secretary-treasurer, of the Crescent
Coal and Mining company, demanding
that they produce the contracts and
agreement entered into by the com-
pany with the following mining com-
panies: The Bruileet Creek Coal
company, by Hugh Shirkle, president;
the Wabash Valley Coal and Mining
company, the Coal Bluff Mining com-
pany, the Glen Oak Coal and Mining
company and the Oak Hill Coal and
Mining company.

Hugh Shirkle, of Terre Haute, Ind.,
president of the Bruilett Creek Coal
company, was served with a forthwith
subpoena this afternoon while on a
train returning to his home, but re-
fused to recognize the authority of the
Cook county officials and declined to
return to Chicago and appear before
the grand juryas a witness. It is said
Mr. Shirkle was out of the jurisdiction
of the court before the subpoena had
been issued. The jurors were of the
opinion that Mr. Shirkle had some
knowledge of the alleged coal com-
bine.

Two degrees below zero was the of-
ficial temperature for Chicago and vi-
cinity today, accompanied by a brisk
southwest wind. Much suffering among
the poor, who have with difficulty en-
dured the moderate weather since the
coal famine became acute, has been
reported, and about a dozen deaths
have been caused by the cold. The
mayor has taken steps to provide a
fund for the relief of the suffering
among the destitute. W. H. Wahl
killed himself with laudanum because
unable to secure food and fuel for his
family.

The city council tonight took a hand
in the solution of the coal problem.
An ordinance was passed making the
forestalling of fuel supplies a misde-meanor, punishable with a fine of $200
for each offense. As an emergency
matter the measure was rushed
through under suspension of the rules.
After ten-days it goes into effect.

SAYS ORE SAMPLES
WERE "SALTED"

Shrinkage of $5,000,000 Al-
leged in a Mining

Suit

DENVER, Col., Jan. 12.—The Strat-
ton Independence company (limited)
today filed in the United States court
a suit for $6,000,000 against the execu-
tors and trustees of the Stratton estate
and also against I. Harry Stratton,
heir-at-law.

The complaint alleges that at the
time the mine was sampled prepara-
tory to concluding the sale, which hatl
been negotiated through the Venture
corporation, of London, the samples
were "salted" so that the amount of
ore, according to those samples, was
valued at $7,000,000, when in reality the
ore in sight was worth only $2,000,000
or less. It is alleged that the sacks
of samples were opened and sprinkled

with rich ground up silvanite.
The Venture corporation will also

bring a similar suit declaring that its
expert, C. A. Ruckard, was deceived
by the salted ore and the individual
stockholders will bring actions for the
return of their- money, alleging that
they were induced to purchase stock at
$5, $10 and $15, which In reality was
not worth such prices.

CAPT. C. C. WHITNEY
RESIGNS HIS OFFICE

State Expert Printer Disproves Old
Saw—A. N. Dare Will Succeed Him.

The old saying that few officeholders
die and none resign was shattered
some yesterday.

Capt. Charles C. Whitney, state ex-
pert printer, yesterday tendered his
resignation to the state printing com-
mittee. The committee, which consists
of Secretary of State Hanson, Treas-
urer Block and Auditor Iverson, en-
deavored to persuade Capt. Whitney to
serve another term, but without suc-
cess.

The best Capt. Whitney would do
was to promise to remain in office un-
til May 1. Capt. Whitney has held
the office for three terms, being first
elected in 1895, and giving excellent
satisfaction. He wall retire from pol-
itics and devote himself to private
business.

A. N. Dare, of Elk River, was se-
lected by the committee as seuccessor
to Capt. Whitney. Mr. Dare Is a prac-
tical printer, and since 1875 has con-
ducted the Elk River Star-News.' He
has served three terms in the lo*tter
branch of the legislature, and in the
session of 1899 was speaker of the
house. Mr. Dare will enter upon his
new duties May 1.-

The salary of the state expert print-
er is $2,100 per year.

QUEER TANGLE OVER
STATEHOOD BILLS

IN SENATE

Threatened Boycott of Those
Who Oppose It—Disposi-
tion Manifested to Play

Omnibus Statehood and
Eight - Hour Bills Off
Against Each Other.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 12.—The
statehood fight seems to have devel-
oped into one of those cases of which
the senate annals are full, where there
is a material difference between the
number of members who would actual-
ly vote for a certain policy on roll call
and the number who desire a chance
to do so. Enough senators to hold the
balance of power in this contest in
their state of feeling hope to
be relieved in this session from having
to vote against the omnibus bill.

Nearly every Eastern Republican Is
receiving letters and communications
which make It highly embarrassing
for him to vote against the statehood
bill. Former residents of senators' own
states have gone into Arizona and
New Mexico to settle, and they are
now bringing pressure to bear on
their relatives and neighbors at home.
In many instances they have invested
money in various enterprises for these

While Fire Chief Croker is relegated to temporary desuetude by order ofFire Commissioner Sturgis, his deputy, Charles D. Purroy, takes his place.
In the short time in which Purroy has been in charge of the flre-flghting
force several disastrous fires have occurred, involving both loss of life and
property. It is believed that the courts will restore Croker to his position.

Senators who
look forward to party honors of vari-
ous sorts, to say nothing of the in-
fluence in the senate of the future, re-
gard the entry of the territories of the
Southwest into the Union as bound
to come to pass sooner or later, and so
hesitate to go on to a sort of Arizona
and New Mexico blacklist for the rest
of their days. It is a good subject to
avoid voting on.

If the statehood proposal were forced
to a square vote today it would come
perilously near acceptance. The num-
ber of senators who might, because ol
the influences already suggested in
outline, be forced to vote for omnibus
statehood, but at heart prefer not to
face the question, will save the day, if
it is saved. The omnibus proposal will
have the solid Democratic vote, so fat-
as now known, and such Republican
senators as Quay, Penrose, Foraker,
Mason, Gallinger, Elkins, Perkins,
Stewart, Jones, of Nevada, and several
other Republicans from the states west
of the Missouri, besides the possibility

of some surprises among the Republic-

ans of the East. This is one of the
measures upon which senators do not
like to disclose their purposes in ad-
vance of its becoming necessary to do
so.

NORTHERN SECURITIES AND
ROGK ISLAND TO GET ERIE

This Statement Comes From
Conservative Quarters in
Wall Street-The Rock
Island and the HillRoads
Will Thus Secure a Direct
Atlantic Coast Outlet.

NEW YORK, Jan. 12.—1t was stated

in Wall street today in conservative
quarters that control of the Erie would
pass to the Northern Securities com-
pany and the Rock Island would oper-
ate it jointly. It was said that one of
the roads of the Northern Securities
company might act for the company,
but that it was probable that the com-
pany would act for itself. It was be-
lieved in conservative quarters that
this would be the ultimate disposition
of the Erie.

Furthermore, it was said that while
the Rock Island and the Northern Se-
curities company would take over for
their joint account the traffic would be
divided up according to destination. All
Southwestern traffic would go to the
Rock Island and Northwestern traffic
to the Northern Securities roads.

Atlantic Coast Outlet.
Primarily the effect of the deal

would be to give both the Rock Island
and the Northern Securities roads a
direct Atlantic coast outlet and its ef-
fect cannot well be overestimated. It.
is recalled that an interest identified
with the Rock Island said a short time
ago that the Rock Island will not rest
until it "puts its nose in salt water."
This would undoubtedly be the most
effective way of accomplishing its pur-
pose. That an important announce-
ment is pending in Rock Island Is
known, and further, it is asserted that
it will be made within a week! Many
assert that the joint acquisition of the
Erie by that company and the North-
ern Securities will be the burden of the
announcement.

Outlet for Four Roads.
It has been known for some time

that the Northern Securities company,
or rather James J. Hill, has been very
desirous of acquiring a direct Eastern
outlet. The Eastern terminal of the
Burlington is at Chicago, aril the ter-
minals of the Great Northern and
Northern Pacific, by the Burlington,
are virtually at Chicago. The Rock
Island's Eastern terminal is at Chi-
cago, so that the Erie will be the di-
rect Eastern outlet for four roads.
James J. Hill is the largest individual
stockholder in the Erie and his stock
forms part of the actual control.

NEXT CABLE IN
THE PACIFIC

United States, Holland and

ate to Lay It.

From Globe Washington Bureau.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 12.—The

next submarine cable of world inter-
est will doubtless be south of our pos-
sessions in the Pacific and probably
will connect, with them at tJuam. This
new system, if carried out, would re-
quire the co-operation of the Dutch
and German governments. The plan

would be for the Dutch to connect
Java, in their East Indies, with the
westernmost island of the Caroline
group, and for the Germans to carry
a cable from the Caroline island to the
eastern extremity of their possessions

at Bonham island, in the Marshall
group. The connection with our cable
at Guam would doubtless be made from
the point in the Caroline islands where
these two cables meet.

Such a line would have immense
strategic as well as commercial ad-
vantages, since the Caroline islands
contain many good harbors and bases
for naval operations and naval re-
serves. To know what is going on in
there by cable would at times be of
the utmost value, even in the ab-
sence of conditions which warranted
the controlling government from shut-
ting off the transmission of informa-
tion.
