COUNT AND COUNTESS FALL OUT,

Lcnyay's Have a Fiar=-Up ar.d Countess
Hasn't Money Enouah.

VIENNA, .Jan. 12.—Serious differ-
ences, according to Die Zeit have arisen
between the Count and < uuntess de
Lonyay, formerly the Crown Princess
Stephanie, during their stay in the
South of France. The count is reported
to have suddenly left his wife mid to
have since given no intimation of his
whereabouts. The nature of the alleged
differences has ii<>) developed.

Tha Crown Princess Stephanie,
widow of Archduke Rudolph and a
daughter of Kin;; Leopold of Belgium,
was married March 22, 1900, to Count
de Lonyay, a popular diplomat of high
standing in court circles. The mar-
riage of the princess to Count de Lon-yay w-as bitterly opposed by King Leo-pold.

Tho count left his wife at Mentone Jan.i and his present whereabouts is notknown. Friends of the count assert that
in addition to difficulties In his fii anciaJaffairs, the court has found his position
in society as the husband of the formercrown princess of Austria-Hungary to be

dingly uncomfortable and unpleas-
ant. That the count will seek to obtaina divorce is regarded as by no meansImprobable. The disagreement betwei n
the couple has long been evident, and it Is
believed that pecuniary troubles underlie
the affair. As a widow the former crownprincess enjoyed an income of $125,000
and had free residence at the imperial
palace and the use of carriages and'serv-
ants.

lt is reported that Ihp couple married
in the belief that Emperor Francis Jo-seph and King- Leopold together would
contribute handsomely to their mainten-ance. In this, however, they were disap-
pointed. The emperor gave the Countess
de Lonyay $25,000 a year ouly, while King

\u25baId stopped her former allowance of
(10.000 a year. The countess consequently
tried to meet al! the expenses of main-taining her household with one-fifth of
her former income and found the task
impossible. She used the influence of herdaughter, Archduchess Elizabeth-I
whe is a favorite with the Austrian em-peror, to secure additional money and to
obtain permission to reside in' one of
the imperial residences where she was
out of reach of her creditors. She was
granted the use of the palace at Ketezen-dorff. near Vienna, but this privilege ex-
pired upon the marriage of her daughter
to Prince yon Windischgraetz Jan 3
1902.

To her
grand niece, Alida Van Schaick Banks,
the testatrix leaves $ir>,ooo, to be
deemed absolute, except that should
the legatee die without issue surviving
her it shall go to the theological sem-
inary of the Reformed church at Hope
college, Holland, Mich.
