Up to Date Photography.

Photography being one of the com-
monest things of everyday life, a re-
action in taste is observable. Where
once there was great demand for life-
size pictures the fendency now is to-
ward the miniature photograph. This
form of portraiture is no more than
the carte de visite of our grandmoth-
er's day. Have you seen the great
quantities of miniature frames now to
be had in the shops? They come in
various materials, but preserve large-
ly the simplicity and beauty of the
ovals of the empire. Whether the re-
vival is to be attributed to the lesser
cost involved in the general growth of
taste toward the miniature is a ques-
tion. At any rate the miniature pho-
tograph is the thing.

The first American to sit for a carte
de visite was Mrs. August Belmont
Sr. She practically set the fashion,
and for years afterward to have one's
carte de visite taken was as necessary
as to have one’s calling card engraved,
It was at the request of Baron de
Rothschild that Mrs. Belmont sat for
the new style of portrait. The Bel-
mont banking house was the baron’s
agent in this country. The baron was
a student of photography. On his visit
here as the guest of the Belmonts he
haunted a photographer's gallery in
middle Broadway. Between the baron
and this photographer sprang up &
warm friendship. One day the baron
brought to the gallery a carte de visite.
“Here,” he said, “is the latest inven-
tion of Lejeune, of Paris. I want you
o make a carte de visite of me.”

A New York woman was the first
in this country to sit for a daguerreo-
type. She was Miss Draper, sister ot
Prof. Henry Draper. He took her pic-
ture in his laboratory in the old Uni-
versity of New York in Washington
square, Prof. Morse, inventor of the
telegraph, knew Daguerrq in Paris, He

and apparatus. Morse;and Draper ex-
perimented. The Drapers lived in onse
of the fine old houBes facing Wash-
ington square. Miss Draper was a
golden-haired girl. ©On the memorable
day she wore a blue froek, which, ot.

The success of the dagueireotype was
the marvel of the day:

It required a few days for the Ameri-
can to equip himself for'the new ex-
periment in photography At the ap-
pointed time the barony wearing a bell
top hat with curling rimeand the gay-
ly colored waistcoat of ithe time, and
with his mustache saxed after the
fashion of the Frenth dandy of the
period, struck his favorite attitude be--
fore the cameri. So pleased was he
with the result that he: took Mrs. Bel-
mont to the studic. To that woman
was given the distinction of being the
first American to illustrate the efficacy
of the invention. Subsequently Mrs.
Belmont had pictures ma&de of her
c}dlildren and the vogue was estahlish-
ed.

History of a New Pottery.

A new and beautiful American pot-
tery which has recently made its ap-
bearance in flower stores and other
windows is the achievement of a wom-
an, and the history of its evolution is
interesting. The artist potter began by
amateur dabblings in china painting,
and from that went on to mere am-
bitious and more broadiy executed ex-
periments in nnderglaze. The succes-
ses, but more particularly~the failures
of her tiles and vases stimulated her
interest In porcelains, and from paint-
ing she began to try working in clays,
}v:'i}luch she baked in a common china

n.

Fortunately there was no lack of
money to interfere with her experi-
ments and her enthusiasm grew with
every batch of queer; crooked and
often shattered vessels that came out
of the firing. She beegme known to
her friends as a woman with a fad. The
fad finally led her to imvest in a pot-
ter’s wheel and various hachinery, in-
cluding a large kil , -which she in-
stalled in a rented house on the East
side. Here she worked until her tene-
ment house neighbors complained ot
the dense black smoke which poured
out of her chimney int6 their windows,
and she was obliged to ‘move into less
crowded quarters. pE%

Even after having’ gone so far it did
not occlr to the experimenter to es-
tablish a commercial-enterprise. She
would have preferred to keep her pot-
teries a studio art. But there are dif-
ficulties in the way of® : ing pottery
on a small scale. ItZis mot possible to
buy colors in small {fuantities. When
new formulas were presented to_man-
ufacturers they offered to make them
up by the ton, but deelined to bother
with five-pound lots.

It is not easy to command the serv-
ices of a good potter unless the posi-
tion is a permanent one, and, although
the artist learned every detail of her
work, from breaking the rough clay
in the mixing tub to throwing it on
the wheel, she preferred to occupy her
time with her experiments, leaving the
manual labor to other hands.

Realizing that she could not go to
the limit of her capacity without every
facility which machinery” and skillea
labor could give, she took ‘a  smali
building in New Jersey, a most unat-
tractive pile o6f sheds, and put in a
full plant. Here she continued her
curious “fad.” P

DECISION ON BLANKET AND
OTHER INSURANCE POLICIES

Connecticut Supreme Court Scttles a
New Point.

NEW HAVEN, Conn. Jan, 13.—The
supreme judicial court has sent down
an important decision defining the
manner in which fire insurance com-
panies should be pro-rated when the
insurance is covered partly by blanket
and partly by specific policies and the
loss is partial. The decision covers a
point not heretofore determined.

The court finds that the total amount
of blanket insurance should be esti-
mated on. each item, less the amount
subtracted to meet the loss on any
other item, and that each blanket pol-
icy shall bear the amount of its pro-
rata determined on "this basis. This
gives a great advantage to the specifie
insurers who pay a much smaller sum
than would be the case if the distribu-
tion was made pro-rata on the basis of

the bulk loss.

‘BURNS IS ANGERED.

Attack on Committee on Rules Lets
Lecose His Caustic Oratory.

Representative Rosenwald, by an at-
tack on the committee on rules yes-
terday, precipitated a scrimmage in
the house from which he emerged bad-
ly scratched by Mr.' Burns, Fillmore,
who turned his caustie oratory loose
on the successor of Jacobson.

Mr. Rosenwald came back to work
yesterday morning filled with the ap-
parent desire to show the house that
Lac qui Parle county is the home of
the true watchdogs of the treasury. He
expected trouble and prefaced his
crescendo remarks by a piea that he be
not interrupted or compelled to take
his seat through failure to observe
parliamentary rules.

His suggestion to the effect that
there were probably some honest men
on the committee on rules gave the
house an inkling of what was coming,
but after some minutes Mr. Burns
rose to a point of order and demand-
ed Information as to the subject on
which Rosenwald thought he was
talking.

Rosenwald explained that examina-
tion had convinced him that the com-
mittee on rules had provided places
for thirteen additional employes at a
cost of $5,000 to the state,. and he
wanted the vote by which 1its report
was afopted reconsidered. Burns
played with him for a few minutes on
technicalities and then launched intec
a pointed speech which became almost
vicious  in conclusion.

Rosenwald during his harangue in-
formed the members that they were
elected for a greater purpose than se-
curing appointments for a few friends,
and that they would have to face
their constituents later. It was the
constituents that angered Burns. He
said:

“I have heard this talk of constit-
uents and the cry of ‘“Wolf! Thief!’
before, and we have been treated in
this house to the sorry spectacle ot
poor, little telephone girls being
beaten out of a pittance by men who
talked of their constituents. I owe
the house an apology for answering
this matchless flow of oratory from
the new member who bestrides the
narrow world likke a colossus and sets
himself up to tell us our duty to our
constitutents. We want mno more
hypocrites with their hands out for
everything they can get and prating
about the honor of the house.

IMPORTANT ARMY CHANGES
IN THE PHILIPPINES

Gen. Leonard Wood Will Probably

Have Supreme Command.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Jan, 13,
—Brigadier General Leonard Wood
has applied for service in . the
Philippines, and his request has
been granted. He will go to Manila
in April or May, and it is expected that
he will be assigned to command in
Mindanao. Gen. Wood wiil become ma-
jor general in August, and it is quite
likely that he will soon thereafter ba
assigned to command the division of
the Philippines.

Important army changes will occur
soon in the Philippines, the chief of
which will be the assignment of Gen.
James F. Wade, now commanding a
department in the archipelago, to the
supreme command of the military
forces in the island to succeed Gen.
George W. Davis, who will retire for
age July 26 next. Gen. Wade, who is
a brigadier, will be made a major gen«
eral on the retirement of Maj Gen.
Robert P. Hughes April next, Gens.
Davis, Sumner and Baldwin will be
relieved from duty In the Philippinea
during the summer, and Gen. Wood,
either Gen. Carter or Gen, Bliss, of the
war college board, possibly both, and
Col. Francis Moore, of the Eleventh
calvary, will be assigned to the come-
mand of departments there.’ Col
Moore will be made a brigadier gen-
eral in a short time. The purpose of
the war department is to have a major
general and six brigadier generals on
duty in the Philippines.
